Hospital ten minutes before o'clock jes-terd-

morning.
Jerry O'Connell. who did the shooting, was

arrested by patrolmen nt his home
after McLaughlin's death and locked up at
tho Ninth District Police Station. Jefferson
avenue and Dio ton street, where he will be
helil pending the result ot the Coroner's In-

quest at 10 o'clock this morning.
Whilo McLaughlin's condition was con-

ery.
Shortlv after the shooting" McLaughlin, in

an antemortem statement, exonerated
O'Connell from al criminal responslbillt.v
In tho affair. McLaughlin and O'Connell
wcie the best of friends and all eievvit-nese- s

say that the shooting of McLaughlin
was purelv accidental.

As detailed by several the
shooting occurred In Hogun's saloon, at Jef-
ferson avenue and Howard street, about 9
o'clock on the night of Eebriiary 5 Mc-

Laughlin, who was a silent partner In the
saloon, was behind the bar when O'Connell
began to clean his revolver. He had broken
it and extracted all the shells, as he thought,
and after putting It in working ordt r point-
ed it at McLaughlin and began snapping it.
Mclaughlin did not think the weapon was
loaded and made no attempt to get out of
range. A loaded shell remained In one ot
the chambers and this exploded The bullet
struck McLaughlin in the right breast Just
below- - the nipple and lodged In his lung.

McLaughlin, who was a very powerful
man. did not think seriously of the wound,
and for nearly an hour would not allow lis
friends to summon medical aid.
