Indlanapolis, Feb, S —Albert A, Knapp,
formerly of Hamilton, O., wits taken by the
police to-day from the hume of his brille on
a charge of murder.

The police say that the wife at whose
Nome Knapp was arrested, and whose
maiden name was Anna May Gamble, s
Knupp's fourth wife, and that the others
have disappear=d In & manner which war-
rants investigation,

Knapp, it is said, married the following
women in the order glven: Emma Stubbs,
Jennie Connors, Hannsh Goddoard and May
Gamble.

Knapp formerly lived in Hamilton, where
Miss Connors and later Miss Goddard were
married to him. Misz Goddard, gecording
Lo & complaint made to the pollee at Ham-
iiton by an uncie. disappeared December 22
last. About two weeks ago Knupp was mar-
ried 1o Miss Gamble in Indlanapoiis,

An Investigation at Hamflton showed that
Miss Goddard, or Mre. Knapp No, 2, really
dbappensred December 21, and that the fol
lowing day Knapp was sgel to take from
the house a large box and carry it away in
i wagon rented from a livery stable,

Further Investigation showed that Jennis
Connors, wifs No. & was found dead n few
years ago In n canal at Hamilton., The
[ oner Investigated at the time, but ar-
‘ed at no definlte conclusion regurding the
manner of her death,

At pollce headquarters Knopp was gues-
tioned concerning the whereubouts of his
third wife. He suld she disappeared from
her home Dwcember ¥ and that he did not
know what had become of her

When asked what he had In the box which
hie carted from bis home the day ufter his
wife was last seen, Knapp seomed con-
fused, Lut finally explained thut he dis-
posed of a box af old elothes.

In his confession he siid he had thrown
the box awsy about two miles from his
home, The police say Knapp has served
ejght vears in the Penitentlary,
