TICKET BROKERS LOSE
SUIT AGAINST WABASH

Nontransferable Clanse in World's
Fair Transportation Decided
to Be Legal.

REGARDED AS A TEST CASE.

Judgze Wood Holds That Conces-
sion of Cheaper Fare by Rail-
road Entitles It to Restrict
Privileges of Ticket.

Circuit Judge Wood decided yesterday that
raliroad companles have a right to issue
nontransferable rata tckets for World's
Falr use and that ticket brokera have not
the right to deal In them.

In the test cass brought by tha Wabash
Rallroad Company against Bennett and Da-
vid Wasserman, composing the teket bro-
kars’ firm of Wasserman & Co., to restrain
them from dealing in the tickets, Judge
Wood granted the Injunction prayed for.

The sult was based upon the sale last
October by Lhe tickel brokers of the return
portion of a round-trip ticket Issued to A.
A. Mass st Kansas City and of one lssued
to J. C. Bimpmson. The return tickets were
bought by the brokers und resald.

The answer of the brokers denled the
authorily of the raliroad company to mnake
the ticketa nontransterable and claimed
that tha limitation was vold.
