Farrls said that the man "whose delicate
hand" was behind the bill did not Intend It
should pars.

Senator Dickinson moved that
the general ltn which Uxes penalties for
violations also be given precedence.

Ilonse Adopts Senate Measure by Vote
I Ofis 10 M.

LIefferEon City, Mo , March 11. The Hou3e

Democrats this afternoon adopted the Sen
ate Joint and concurrent resolution provid-
ing for the Initiative and referendum bj a
final vote of 78 to 51. This result was ob-

tained after a prolonged struggle, In which
the Republicans lined up for the Houso
measure. They sought to have it substi-
tuted for the Wallace House resolution.
Failing In this they then voted solidly
against the Senate resolution when the final
test came, and again went down In de-

feat.
The Senate measure differs from the

House resolution chiefly In substituting HO

per cent for 10 per cent in the matter of
proposing changes In the Constitution. This
was the point of attack all through the
fight.

The Republicans had evidently reached a
perfect understanding that It would be good
party policy to force the Democrats to
adopt the House resolution. Their own Ideas
on such legislation were manltcsted when
not a single ono of them would support tha
Senate measure, even alter It had been sub-
stituted for the House resolution.
