Wounds Inflicted Upon Himself by
Augnst Kraus, After He Had
Killed His Wife and Six
(hildren. Result in
His Death,

AUGUST KRAUS, |

A father, mother and six children lald out
side by side, thelr skulls crushed and
throats cut and a room bespattersd with
blood from the floor to ihe celling, was the
sight that mot the gaze of those who yes-
terday visited the scene of the awflul trage-
dy at August Kraus's home on the Schoett-
ler 1oad in 8St. Louls County.

Kraus killed his wife, six chillren and
himself In the house some time Thursday.
The manner in which the decd was perpe-
trated, combined with the prominence of the
persons, shocked the whole conntryside, It
was the most terrible deed in the annals of
the county.

EVIDENCE OF STRUGGLE
BETWEEN HUSBAND AND WIFE

It Is thought that the deed wus not com-
mitted without a struggle. A broken finger
on the left hand of Mrs. Kraus, a deep cut
on the back of the left hand ind a blood-
bespattered window pane are mute evi-
dences of a life-and-death combat trat
nélghbors argue must have taken place be-
tween the terror-stricken wife and her
frenzled husband.

This theary Is further borne out by the
known distrust with which Mrs, Kraus had
regarded her husband for the last several
danys. An apparenty Incurable nervous uf-
fliction had rendered him despondent, und
his wife had told her neighbors that she
feared mome harm would befall them. She
expressed her fears in a letter to B, ¥.
Andrae, Postmaster at Bellefontaine, last
week, with a request that the Harugnarl
Lodge, to which he belonged, do something
to make her position and that of her chil-
dren more secure.,

Thursday morning her fears were still
further Increased, and, at her request,
George Mertz, a neélghbor, kept a watch on
the fouse, ready to respond in cuse his
services were needed. That they were
needed Is now known to all, but that she
wWius prevented from calllug him &t the
eritical moment, when (b is supposed that
she attempted to get through an open win-
dow, must always be a matter of conjec-
ture,

Kraus had &« aquarry hammer In an out-
hoGise In the rear of his home, The house
Is one mory, consisting of three rooms and
a garret. (L faces the west. Two of the
roomps are in the front and in the rear there
s & Jong kitchen, the length of both, It
Li thovgnt that Kraus armed himeelf with
ihe hammer and'entered the Kitchen to be-

EACH VICTIM WAS BLAIN
LIKE BEEF AT SLAUGHTER.

The extermination of the family was done
in a methodical manner, Each of the vie-
tims was hit on the left side of the fore-
head ‘with the hammer, and an examination
of the wounds showed that they were In al-
mosk identically the same spot,

It - is rded arx certaln that he killed
his wife t. It is though& that his oldest
daughter, Carrie, who fs yoears of age,
camg nexl. After her avere Bmma, 10 yenrs
old; Philip, 7; George, b; Genevieve, 3, and

After crushing thelr skulls, Kraus, evi-
dently fearing that the job might not be
complete, took his razor and cut the throats
of all his victims except the two youngest.
The same method was displayed In the use
of the razor as with the hammer. The
wife and four oldest children were each
slashed on the left side of the throat. He
