Caracas. March 13. The blockade of the
mouth of the Orinoco and of the ports of
Guanta and Carupano. recently proclaimed
by the Venezuelan Government, has been
raised.

Washington. March 13. The action taken
by the Venezuelan Government In raling
the blockade was received here with great
re'.lef, for. although there were no out- -

symptoms of trouble. It Is now known
that the enforcement of the decree would
probably have resulted in serious friction,
perhaps involving a renewal of hostilities.

British Interests, next to our own, be-
ing predominant in the Orinoco section, the
British Ambassador here was the first to
move after the announcement of the block-
ade decree.

The United States Government practically
had decided to recognize the blockade if
Venezuela stationed a sufficient number of
ships at the mouth of the Orinoco to make
it effective, particularly if these ships were
supplemented In their work by certain shore
batteries In command of positions.

But the British Government was not dis-
posed to recognize the blockade, as It would
work particular hardship to the British col-
onies in Trinidad and Guiana, which 'are al-
ready in straitened financial circumstances.

The President then said he could offer
them the consul generalship to Montreal.
This was the first suggestion of a prospect-
ive change in the Montreal consul general-
ship.

Nothing was known of It at the State
Department, and at first it was thought
thnt some mistake had been made. To-da-

however, the story Is confirmed and Ed-
wards will undoubtedly be appointed.

Surprise Is expressed among Mlssourians
that Secretary Hitchcock. If he Is not in-

terested directly In Blttlnger's removal, has
made no effort to prevent it, at least, so as
to retain the plicc for a Mlssourian, and It
is this that has given rise to talk that er

Is persona non grata with the Secre-
tary.

He was appointed by President McKinley
early In the first admlnl'tration of the dead
President. The place was one of a number
voluntarily offered him by the Chief Ex-
ecutive.

His standing as Consul General, however,
was never impaired and he was looked upon
as one of the most credltaole officials in
that capacity In tho consular service.

Major Blttlnger has many friends In St.
Louis, and it is not Improbable that a
Btrong effort will be made to Induce the
President to transfer him to some position
of equal importance as the Montreal consul
generalship.

Majsr Blttlnger's resignation has been of-
ficially asked for by the Secretary of State.
Tho cause assigned for this action is that
Mr. Blttlnger was quoted in a Montrealpaper advocating the annexation of Canada
to .the United States.

Official cognizance was taken of the re-
marks attributed to him by Premier Laurler,
who referred the matter to London.

From London the case was forwarded to
the British Ambassador in Washington, and
by him laid before Secretary Hay. The
Secretary, it is said, called, upon Major Blt-
tlnger for an explanation, which was not
satisfactory, and the next step was his re-
call. It Is now stated that Edwards's noml-rallo- n

will be sent to the Senate next week.

ANALYSIS SHOWS DRAINAGE

CANAL AFFECTS WATER HERE.

Professor Reiser of Washington Un-
iversity Given Testimony Showlnc

Result of Experiment Made.

Professor E. H. Kelser of Washington
Unlveislty was the principal witness before
Commissioner Bright In the drainage canal
case at the Southern Hotel yesterday. The
witness made chemical analyses of samples
of water from the Mississippi and Missouri
rivers. The testimony showed that thedrainage canal polluted the water at St.
Louis.

Professor Kelser explained the process ofanalyzing water, and stated what was In-
dicated by the presence of certain sub-
stances. For drinking purposes, he said,
the Missouri water was superior to the Mis-
sissippi. Water taken below the nioutbof the Illinois River was found to containmuch free ammonia. Indicating the jjrisehce
of organic matter.

BY BERLIN IN LAWSUIT.

MnnlelpaJH-r- , After Lonar Flehf, Ob-

tains Co-a- a That It Need
Not Help Build Cbnrches.

Berlin, March 13. The long legal light
over the attempt to compel the Berlin
municipality to contribute toward bulldln-- r

churches was ended y with a decision
of the Civil Court ln favor-o- f Berlin.

The case grew out of Emperor William'!
great church-buildin- g campaign in the early
years of his reign, for which he wanted the
Berlin Councllmen to make appropriations.

The Councllmen refused, which caused
strained relations between the Emperor and
the municipal government. The latter at-

tempted to mollify the imperial anger
to the Emperor the fine Neptune

Fountain standing before the south front
of the Imperial palace.

Th Police President of Berlin took a hanl
In the controversy seven or eight years) ago
by resurrecting an old conslstorial decree
dated 1573, which he interpreted to make it
an obligation on the city to give money to
build churches. The Police President or-

dered the municipality to pay o0,000 for two
churches, St. Marcus's and St. Simon'-)- ,

then ln course of erection.
The municipality paid the money under

protest, but brought suit to recover the
amount. The Provincial Court decided ln
favor of Berlin in 1897. but the conslstorlum
appealed to the Court, which rendered
its decision Tbe case Involved an
enormous amount of work. Assistant Bur-
gomaster Kaufmann worked himself to
death in examining the records since 1573.

and ln writing a bulky volume tending to
that Berlin never appropriated money

for building churches.
