JUVENILE COURT BILL
IS PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

Measure Creates Courts In St. Louls
and Kansas City to Denl With
Youthful Lawhreakers,

REPUBLIC SPECTIALL

Jefferson City, Mo., March 14.—The juve-
nlle vourt bill, In' which many prominent St.
loulsans were Interestsd, wis passad by
the House of Represantatives to-day.

It recelved the unanimous vota of the
members present—nalnety-two in all,

The blll creates juvenile courts {n St
Louls and Kansas City. These courts will
denl with youthful Inwbreakers, giving
more attentlon to thelr ca=es than can
possibly be done by the other courts,

The bill was drafted by James 1. Blair,
the 81, Louls lawyer, and wans {ntroduced
In the Benate by McKinley of Putnam
County, It contalns an emergency clause,
and will become a law when signed by
the Governor,

An additional Judge will be appointed to
devote “his entire attentlon to the juvanile
court, In which enly youthful criminals will
be tried. The object of the court Is to
temper Justice with merey, and to find
wiys of reforming young offenders rather
than punishing them.

Various humune socletles and charlty or-
goanlzatlons warmly supported the measure.

COTTON MARKET IS EXCITED.

Price Jumps 20 to 27 Points, Then
Covering Becomes Frantic.

New York, Maroch 14.—Theres was great
excltement At the opening of the cotion
market to-dny. Prices advanced from 20
to 27 points at the outset, on surprise
furnished by Liverpool. March quick-
ly from 2.06c bid 1o 5.85c, after closing ves-
terday at 8.62c. May opened at 9830 bid and
soon rose 1o 885, It closed last night
at B.0%e.

Soon after the opening thers was a reac-
tlon, the May optlon declining 12 points
from the best. The covering movement
which followed the opening jump produced
a degres of excitlement scarcely equaled at
any time in the late bull campaign. Private
advices attributed the English rise to the
reappearance of Egyptlan speculators In
the Liverpool market

WANTED BURDICK
GALLED A SUIGIDE

Physician Requested Medical Ex-
amiiner to Report Death Thus,
to Hugh Scandal.

MOTHER-IN-LAW QUESTIONED.

Her Btory of Finding Dead Man's
Body Contradicted in Part by
Cook—~Calm Under
Nevere Test.

Buffalo, March 14—The Inquest into the
miirder of Edwin L. Bundick was begun in
the gollee court here to-day beforo Judge
Murphy.

Among tha fltst witnessss (o appear wers
Mre. Seth T. Puine; Mias Harrett, the
stenographer. who boards with Mrs, Paine,
and A. Carlson, another boarder at the
Falne resldence, re, Palpns was sccom-
panled by counsel. Only one witness at a
time was admitted Into the courtroom.

Doctor Howlang, asslstant medical ex-
aminer, was the first witness. He handed
to Judge Murphy the report of the medical
examiner on the death of Burdick, which
stated the causs of the death.

“Under the law, weé are compelled to hold
this Inquest,” sald Judge Alurphy. “We
chnrge no ope with thix crime. The pur-
pose of this Investivation is to Ilay this
crime, if possible, at the door of some one."

Doctor Howlanyl was examinad by Dis-
trict Attorney Coatsworth. He =ald he had
been summoned to the Burdick homo by
telephone on the morning of February 27.
Poctor W. H. Marcy met him at the door
and told him that “something had been go-
Ing on there and that Mr. Burdlok was
derd."”

“l am not sure,” contined Doctor How-
land, “but 1 think he told me that hs was
not cértain whether it was murder or
sujelde. He asked me to make It out as &
came of suiclde If possible, as there has
been & good deal of gosslp in the nelghbor-
hood respecting the relations existing be-
tween Mr. and Mrs, Burdiek."”

LEARNS OF DIVORCE BUIT.

The witness snld he then examined the
body and told Marcy that It was Impos
alble to entertaln the suvlcide theory for a
minute. Asked as to what further conver-
gation he had with Doctor Marcy, the wit-
ness sald the former told him of the di-
vorce proceedings in the Burdick family.

Daoctor Howland repeated the conversa-
tion he had with Mre. Hull as to the find-
Ing of the body of Burdick, the finding of
a window open, the fact that there were
no tracks In the snow outside the window
and the finding of the open drawer.

Another thing the witness sald Doctor
Marcy told h'm wns that he found the
window curtains in tha den drawn and, be-
Ing unable to ralse them, tore them down.

CHAMBERLAIN 1S
ROYALLY WELCOMED

England’'s Colonial Secretary Re-
turns From South Africa
Looking Thin and Older,

BRITAIN’S EMPIRE STATESMAN.

This Motto Greets Him on Landing
at Southampton—Premier Bal-
four and Entire Cabinet
Meet Him at Btation.

Londun, Marelh M—*“Southumpton wel-
comas home Britain's Emplire statesman,'
In huge lettors surrounded and Intertwined
with Unlon Jacks and Stars and Btripes,
was the motto that first greeted Colonial
Secretary Chamberlain and Mr& Chamber-
liin on landing nt Southampton to-duy from
South Africa

The travelers had a magnificant greeting.
The quays were elaborutely decorated, the
ehlps were dresped ralnbow feshion mnd
rounds of cheering and the blowing of
whisties and sirens greeted the liner Nor-
man ag she passed up Southampton water
with Mr. and Mrs. Chamberlain, accompa-
nied by Lord Seltorne, First Lord of the
Admiralty, standing on the promenade deck.

As moon as the steamer was warped to
her dock Mr. Chamberizin's family went on
board the Norman. They were shortly aft-
erwards followed by the Mayor and Cor-
porgtion of southampton, who welcomed
the travelers,

TRIUMPHAL PROCESRION,

The Mayor's danghter then handed a
bouquet to Mrs. Chamberlain and a pro-
cession wis formed, with the Mayor and
AMrs, Chamberlain leading, and Mr. Cham-
berlaln and the Mayor's davghter coming
after them, and walked through cheering
crowds to the reception hall.

Mr. Chamberlain was bronzed, but he
looked very thin and appeared to have aged
conslderably. He rhowed evident pleasure
&t the heartiness of the welcome,

The party then entered carriages and
drove through the thronged and decorated
sireets to Hartley Hall, the scens of so
muny previous functions connecied with the
Bouth African war,

There an nddrers of welcome was pre-
sented to Mr. Chamberlaln, who, io the
course of his reply, warned the country
not to oversstmute the reésulta he had
wctunlly achieved. Ie was hopeful, and even
confldent, that the Dutch of Bouth Africa
would hereafter loyally take thelr place as
members of the Empire to which they now
belonged, but ft could not be expected that
the long recopd of vaclliation and weakness
which led to the war would be wiped out
In the twinkling of an eye.

GIVES PRAISE TO HIS WIFE,

Bubsequently, Mr. Chamberiain and his
party took a train to London, where a
large crowd awalted thelr arrival. Premler
Balfour and practically the whole Cabinet
were present at Waterloo raliroad station
to meet Mr, Chamberlaln, The greetings
which he recelvad were everywhere most
cordial,

Mrs. Chamberlain came in for a full share
of the welcome. Speclal cheers were given
for her. and in the greeting of the depu-
tation from Birmingham, which went out
to meet the Norman In the Solent, she was
specially mentioned, Referring to this In
the course of the reply to ths Birmingham
delegation, Mr, Chamberinin sald: “I thank
you wvery much for including, as
you should, the name of my wife, It is In-
deed true that her has beest
of the grentest assistance to me.
