Opinion Declares That the Evi-

dence Shows Conclusively There
Is a Combination to Control

Business and Fix Prices.

Jefferson City. Mo. March 20. The Mis-

souri Supreme Court y found Ave of

ths largest beef-packi- companies In the

world guilty of maintaining an unlawful
combination to control prices of meat to the
State of Missouri ana Issued an order of

ouster prohibiting them from doing busi-

ness In this State and to pay a fine of J5.000

each and bear the costs of the proceedings.
The companies are allowed thirty days In

which to pay the fine Imposed and If during
that time they accept the Judgment and
pay the fine the ouster win be held In abey-

ance and tho companies permitted to con-

tinue doing business in Missouri.
The opinion In the Beef-Tru- st cases was

written by Judge W. C Marshall and con-

curred In by each of the six other Judges
of the court in banc

The companies affected by the decision are
the Armour Packing Company, Cudahy
Packing Company, Hammond Packing Com-

pany and Swift & Co. of Chicago, and
Schwarxschlld &. Sulzberger Company of
New York. All of the above-name- d com-

panies maintain branch offices la different
cities of the United Stales.

The evidence which incriminated the
packers was obtained in St, Louis, Kansas
City and St. Joseph, the Missouri Cities In
which the packing companies maintain
branch offices.

ENDS LONG PROCEEDING.
The decision In the Supreme Court to-d-

against the packers la the ending of a pro-

ceeding instituted last May. On May S the
different packing companies doing business
in the State were ordered by the Supreme
Court to appear here before Judge Burgess
cf the court and show cause why they
should" not be cited to appear and answer
to the charge of violating the antitrust laws
of the State In combining to maintain
prices In Missouri.

The result of the hearing led Attorney
General Crow to file suit against the pack-
ers, which was prosecuted vigorously by
him on the part of tho State. Testimony
was taken before I. H. Klnley, who had
been appointed a special commissioner to
conduct the hearings. Tho report of the
commissioner was filed In the court last
October.

The packers took exceptions to tho report
of the Commissioner, but the exceptions
were overruled by the court, and the case
was submitted. Attornea Frank Hager-ma- n

and Alexander New of Kansas City
acted as counsel for the packers.

The opinion to-d- holds that the evi-
dence obtained at tho hearings shone con-
clusively that there was a combination of
the packers to maintain prices on beef In
Missouri; that tbo representatives of the
Backers met on certain days to fix the
prices for the week; that rebates were
granted; that the same prices prevailed, at
all of tho coolers at the same time, and
that no competitor could enter the field
against the packets because the combine
Would undersell the new comer.

CONCEbSION BEEF.
The opinion does not take up the charge

made in the proceedings by the Attorney
General that the companies were also guilty
of selling diseased melt. Much of the evi-

dence was to the effect that the companies
did sell diseased meat, but the opinion of
the court wa3 based on the violation of the
antitrust law of the Slate.

In short." concludes the opinion, "the
character of the judgment rests In the dis-
cretion of tl.o court, and, under all the cir-
cumstances, a judgment of absolute ouster
is not necessary in these cases, but the end
ot justice will bo satisfied by the Imposition
of a fine ard the payment of all tho costs in
the cnie.

"It is accordingly ordered that the re-

spondents each pay to the clerk of this
court, within thirty days from this date, tho
sum of 13,000, an a fine, and that they also
pay all the costs In the case. And It Is fur-

ther ordered that if the respondents, or any
of them, fall to pay said fine and costs
within the time named, that those so falling
be ousted of all rhjtnsprlvllege and fran-
chises, of every nature and kind conferred
upon them by the laws of this State, and to
be forever prohibited from doing business
In this State."

The Judgment does not affect the Henry
Krug Packing Company, which was
originally a party to the suit, the action

The
Quoin Club Is composed of the advertising
managers of magazines and periodicals and
embraces all the principal publications ot
this character. About seventy representa-
tives attended.

Mr. J. Rowland Mix, the president ot the
club, of Scrlbners, presided. At his right
Eat President Francis. Others at the guests'
table were Richard Watson Glider of the
Century, Thomas Nelson Page of the
World's Work, Hamilton Mable of the Out-
look, James Rodgers of Harper's, Arthur
Scrlbner, Charles W. Knapp and John
Schroers.

PECAN POINT IS HEMMED IN.

Water Rolls Upon the Town From
Front and Rear, Jeopardizing

Lives of the Inhabitants.

ALL TRAFFIC IS DEMORALIZED.

Southern Levees Are Reported in
Critical Condition and Breaks

Arc Expected at Any
Moment.

BT A STAFT COIWESPOSTinST.
Charleston, Mo , March 20 No great dam-

age has been done to personal property and
live stock In this part of the State by the
high water. Further south tho flood has
proved more disastrous, especially near the
Arkansas line.

The principal sufferers In this vicinity are
the railroads. The Cotton Belt tracks
near Bird's Point are entirely submerged
and the trains ore forced to use the Iron
Mountain tracks from north and south of
Charleston to the levee. The latter are
also Inundated for several miles and passen-
gers are transferred to steamboats three
miles this side of Bird's Point.

This has tended to delay the schedules on
both roads, and the trains are running In
haphazard manner. The high stage of the
Mississippi has also forced back the streams
which drain the bottoms near here. Fields
and woodlands more than thirty miles from
the river are in many cases covered with
water from six Inches to three feet deep.

The amount of damage this will cause to
the early crop In this section cannot be es-

timated with any degree of accuracy, but I
am told the total will reach $1,000,000. This
is believed to bo a very conservative esti-
mate.

Owing to the gradual rle of the water,
farmers and those occup) ing exposed dwell-

ings were able their furniture and
drive their live stock to places of safety
before the height of the water became dan-
gerous.

I am told there was a drop of two Inches
noted at Cairo y, and other stations
report either decreasing or stationary
stages. Unless there Is a heavy and tn-t!nuo-

rainfall within the next three or
four days It Is thought that the crisis has
been passed and that thero will be no fur-
ther damage In this vicinity.

BREAKS IN LEVEE
IMPERIL THE LIVES

OF MANY THOUSANDS.

Memphis, Tenn., March 20. The river

here stands 40.1 rcet on the gauge, a rise
of .1 during the past twenty-fou- r hours.

Two crevasses occurred in the 6U Francis
Levee y that are admitting Immense
volumes of water, which are overspreading
many miles of lowlands In Arkansas north,
of Memphis and working Incalculable dam-
age to property and live stock.

The first break occurred at an early hour
at Random Shot, one mile north of Pecan
Point. Owing to the fact that the country
In tho vicinity of this point is but sparsely
settled and the major portion of the water
made Its way to Golden Lake near by and
then to the St. Francis Rher, little damage
was done.

The second break, which took place at
Shawnee Village, four miles Bouth of Pe-
can Point, la very serious. Through a gap
400 feet wide the swollen waters are rush-
ing over the low country end rolling down
the slope to Goluen Lake, thereby Jeopar-
dizing Pecan Point appalllrgly.

SIX PERSONS DEAD

Freighter's Bow Rakes Staterooms
From Plymouth's Deck in

Long Island Sound.

ACCIDENT t OCCURS IN A FOG.

Both Vessfls Apparently Under
Good Headway Passengers

Forwarded to Their Destf- -

natioatfan Special Train.

New London. Conn., March 20 Traveling
at a moderate rate ot speed through Long
Island Sound early this morning the big

passenger steamer Plymouth of the Fall
River Line, bound for Fall River from New
York, and the freight steamer City of
Taunton, of the same line, came Into col-

lision in the fog Just east of the Plum
Island, the bow of the freight steamer
raking the starboard side ot the Plymouth
and causing the death of six of those on
board the Plymouth and serious Injury to
others.

The dead are:
JOHN F. MCCARTHY, watchman. Fall RIvr.
Unidentified passenger.
JOHN COLBMAN. necro, pantryman.
JULIUS DAWSON, negro, messman.
JOHN II. WILLIAMS, neiTO, baiter.
JOHN BRISCOE, negro, pantryman.
The complete list of Injured Is Impossible

to obtain for the reason that many who
were slightly hurt were attended to Imme-
diately upon the arrival of the Plymouth
here this morning, and then proceeded on
their way. Three of the Injured are at the
hospital here. They are J. E. Croger, a
traveling salesman of Philadelphia; David
Samuclson of New Bedford and Patrick
Daly, a freight trimmer, whose right arm
was crushed from his body.

The responsibility for the accident has
not been determined, and will be the subject
of an Investigation. It is said by the of-

ficers of the two essels that both were
going at a fair rate of speed, considering
the fog. and that there was not Ume after
the warnlrg whistles which followed the
lookout's discovery of the danger to avert
a collision.

BOW PIERCES DEEPLY.
The steamers apparently were under good

headway when they met, tho bow of tfca
City of Taunton, which was proceeding to-

wards the west, bound from Fall River to
New York, penetrated ten feet Into the
hull of the eastbound passenger boat.

As the vesselB pulled apart the bow f
the freight steamer raked the upper works
of the Plymouth, tearing out the second
cabin and rlpplrg out staterooms like card-
board.

Seven cabins In all were swept from the
starboard bow of the big parsenger boat.

As soon as the disabled Plymouth came
Into this port, shortly after 3 o'clock hls
morning, ambulances were summoned to
bear the Injured to tho hospital. The pas-
sengers were cared for until a special train
could be made up to convey them and their
effects to Boston, and the work of searching
for bodies of vlcUms members of the ship's
company, who were In the flooded forward
compartment was begun.

At 6 o'clock this afternoon there remained
one body In the loser cabin of the Plymouth

that of John Briscoe, the missing waiter.
The diver, who had been at work all day,
suspended operations on account ot the
darkness. The other bodies havo been re-

covered.
The quesUon as to the Identity of the pas-

senger killed in the collision occupied tho
minds of the steamboat officials It
was thought at first that the'Ictlm was
John M. Thompson of Allegheny, Pa., but
Mr. Thompson appeared this afternoon.

TRIED SUICIDE WHILE

BERNHARDT PLAYED

Dramatic Climax in Werther Emu-
lated by Woman Writer in

Audience.

BLANK CARTRIDGES IN PISTOL

She Then Took Laudanum but Was
Restored by Theater Physician

Balls Were Removed
From Cartridges.

Paris, March 20. At tho close of Sarah
Bernhardt's performance In "Werther" at
her theater yesterday evening, following
the dramatic climax when Werther seeks--
to kill himself, the audience was startled
by a woman's vo:ce In the body of the
theater, crying: "I, too, wish to die."

This wak followed by a pistol shot. It
proved to be an attempt at suicide by Mme.
Paule de Martfeny. a n newspa-
per contributor. She was accompnnled by
her daughter, who. knowing her mother's
EUlcldal intent, had withdrawn the ball car-
tridges from the pistol and replaced them
with blank cartridges, so that the shot did
no damage, heond causing a temporary
panic.

Finding that the shot was not effective,
Mme. De Morttgny swallowed a 'vial of
laudanum, which she had concealed In her
handkerchief.

The theater surgeon attended the woman
and ordered her removal to s. hospital,
where her condition at first was thought
to be serious, owing to the effects of tho
shock and of the poison. Later she Im-

proved and now appears to be oJt of danger.
It was reported that the would-b- e suicide

had been Influenced to act as she did by
the dramatic spectacle, but developments
Indicate that the case was one of destitu-
tion and desperation.

Mme. de Martignj's young daughter told
a pitiful story of her mother's failure to
sell her manuscripts.

Mme. de Martlgny recenUy finished a
sketch entitled "Daily Bread." which failed
to attract purchasers. Finally Bhe confided
her purpose to take her own lire to her
daughter, and j esterday evening she wrote
to the Prefect of Police to the same effect
Tha girl then removed the ball cartridges,
but was not aware that her mother had the
laudanum in her possession.

Mme. de Martlgny Is S3 icars of age. Her
daughter is 14 ears old. The mother has
published a number of popular novels. In-
cluding "The Belle's Revenge," "Idle
Love" and "Face to Face." Her real name
is Von Seelgmeyer.
