DOCKERY TO USE
THE VETO POWER

In a Special Message He Warns the
Legizlature That Appropria-
tiong Exceed Revenues,

EXCESS NEARLY HALF MILLION.

Anl_;s That Corporation License
Tax Bill Be Passed, but It Is
Killed on Reconsideration
in House.

BY A STAFF CORRESPONDENT.

Jefferson City, Mo.. March 23 —Governor
Dockery will use his veto power on Appro-
priation bilis. He has been fighting agninst
excessive ApBprodriations all measion, A
month aro he sent a message to the Assem-
bly calling attentlon to the large amounts
which the Houes had voted and asking
leglslators to refrain from golng unadvised.
Iy Into outside enterprises. The binding-
twine bill was passed jess than an hour
afterwards,

In A mrstage lo-day, he ngaln directed
dtterition to the approyriations approved by
both branches, asserting that they exceed
the maximum estimated revenue by nearly
a balf milllon dollars. He asked that the
bill Imposing a license tdx of 25 cents on
each $L.0% of corporation stock be recon-
sldered by the House, Shortiy afterwards
the blil was beaten again by a vote of 62
ayes to 3 noes, ten less than the necessary
constitutional majority, so that the State
will fiot recelve the 280,60 annual revenue
which It was hoped to secure,

Governor Dockery's message is as Tol-
lows:
