Hanlon says that Billy
Walsh, who took the money, handicapped
and made book for E. J. Arnold & Co., is
some J.V.O00 td the good on tho year. Walsh
Is a St Louis man. who made good under
a handicap and from humble beginnings.
He la n very popular young man with race-
goers, though reticent to a degree. While
Yeager and other exploited plungers were
making reputatlohs in the public prints
there was not a word told of Walsh. The
young'ir.nr. ha myriads of friends In St.
Louis, who will be glad to hear of his luck.
Hsnlon xajs that he Is betting J1.008 to a
race. He always would bet the limit, even
In days when the limit was short indeed.

"Battlste,' who promised so well nt St.
Louis last summer," said Mr. Henry, "went
off completely. He liked the good things of
life, fine cooking and living. He lost his
form so completely that Billy Finn would
not put him on the Arnold horses. ,

August he looked like a coming boy."

A confidential employe of E. J. Arnold,
who worked for that man In his poolroom,
said yesterday that It was a mistake to
assume that Arnold himself had escrowedany amount ot money.

"He was genuinely surprised when he
heard of the failure," said this employe,

he left Hot Springs, he seemed sure of re-
turning in a few days. He had jiot muchmoney with him. not more than a few
thousand dollars. He took a great part of

he was involved, or of what business the
office at St Louis did or was doing, its as-
sets or liabilities. I think he left all that
to GUI and just drew on Gill or sent him
money, as the particular business he had
charge of went.
