RAILROADS MAY USE
TERMINAL BELT LINE.

All §t. Louis Roads Wiil Have Pas-
senger Terminal Facilities
at World's Fair.

TO ARRANGE WITH WABASH.

Double-Track Railway Encircling
Citv From Merchants’ Bridge
Expected to Be Completed
by August.

—

With the completion of the North End
Belt Line, which is being bullt by the Ter-
minal Assoclation, and which extends from
the Merchants' Bridge to the Intersection of
the Wabash tracks at Page avenue, it is
expected that arrangements will be made
whereby all of the St. Louls ronds will have
terminal facilitles at the World's Falr
grounds. The plan is for the trains to use
the Belt line, which will be double-tracked
and ready for use by the first of August,
to Page avenue, and from thers arrange
with the Wabash and ths Rock Island to
use their joint tracks to the Falr Grounds
and proceed from tha World's Fuir station
on the Wabash tracks back to Unlon Sta-
tion, completely encireling Bt. Louls.

It is stated that the Wabash officials hava
already been approached on this proposition
and are willing to make arrangements, Fur-
ther, that If it Is possibla the Wabash and
Rock Island will lay four tracks along the
World's Fair right of way In order that
thera may be no danger of a congestion of
traffic,

No additional facliities will be provided
by the Wabash for the dedication days In
April further than to run what is known as
*“shuttle” tralns, which consist of n series
of tralns running to and from the grounds
as rapldly as safety will permit.

An official of the Terminal Association In
an Interview stated that one track of the
Belt Line Is practically completed, but ex-
pressed the opinilon that it would not be
ready for use by the dedication day, as con-
siderable grading will have to be done, espe-
clally back of the Buburban Park, where
a deep cut will have to be made.

Work on the North End beit line was be-
Eun in 1883, before the Fair was thought of,
it being the Idea to establish a service
whereby a circle could be made entirely
around the city and trains could reach In-
dustries along its line

Since the necessity has arisen for addl-
tlonal transportation facllitles at the Fair
grounds, it hns been practically decided that
if arrangements can be made all of the St.
Louls lines will use It for passenger traf-
fic. This, It ls stated, will not only relieva
the congestlon at Unlon Station, but will
provide a comfortable means of getting
to the Falr, as !t Is understood that the
train can be taken from Union Etatlon to
the Falr grounds, as well as the Merchants'
bridge.
