Cumymins and a new Legislature: Ohlo a
Governor and Legisinture. which will de-
termine whether Ecnator Hanna shall have
annther iferm: Maryland alse a Governor
and a Tagisiatore, whose members have
the choios of a U'nited States S=nator. Ken-
tucky, Rhode Island and Massachusetts
also chooss practically entire guotas of
Stata officera
Most of these elections hava significance
heyond State boundaries and will bs hotly
contested. Flrsi, perhaps, Is the State elec-
tion in Ohlo, a stanch Republican Biate,
but often invaded by the Democrats until
recent years. The sarnesiness with which
the Butkeye campaign will he fought has
been forecastad in the strife over mavor-
alty cloctions to be held Tuesfay in the
principal clties
The cholce of Mayors in Columbus, Cin-
cinnatl, Cleveland mnd Toledo may not be
altopether Indicative of Republican and
Democratic strength there, but two of the
Demoecratic candidates, Mr. Ingalls in Cln-
cinngtl, and Mr. Jchnson in Cleveland,
promisa to be coneplcusus figures In the
Fubernatorial race this fall

Of the entire 5200000, the odds will aver-
2ge s0 small as o make the wagering
practically on even terms. There is a
smail advantuge, perhaps, In faver of Far-
rison. Sume of the belting fraternlty say
to-diy that the odds oo election day are
lkely ta be ten to seven on Harrison, but
general opinion is that the terms will be
even except io special cases where odde
will be glven for political effect.

MINISTER DECLARES
CITY IS SHAMELESS

The Reverend Jeremiah C. Cromer
Preaches Sermon on £hristians
Existing in St. Louis.

INDORSES MAGAZINE ARTICLE.

Declares if Christ Came to City
Visit Would Not Be a Tri-
umph Beeause of Char-
acter of Officials,

Taking his text from the Bible and read-
Ing extracis from an article in a recent
number of McClare's Magnzine by Lincoln
J. Steffens, the Reverend Jeremiah .
Cromer, in his sermon last night at Foun-
tain Park Congresational Church, showed
what he termed the “absolute and wulter
shamolessoess of St Lotia™

The subject of his sermon was,
Louts Preparing for a Triamphal
of Christ, or Is Sbhe Shameless™

The minister compared this city with
Jerusalem of old, and declared that the
smme conditions prevall here us existed
there more than 1900 yeurs ago.

His summary was that Christ might enter
St. louls ax he Qld Jeruvmalem, but that
the character of this clty's ofMeials and In-
flgentinl person= would prevent, as did
Jerusalem's scribes and pharisees, his ad-
vent from a Iishi | liate good.

He sald, In part:

“Christ could come to St Laouls to-day,
and some of his followers would welcome
him with palm branches and shouts of de-
lght, but he would fAind that the men In
suthority the persons who manipulate af-
faire, would rob his visit of Its triumph.
The recent article In one of our maguzines
on “The Shamelesnness of 81 Louts' has st-
tracted worldwide uttention. and caused our
newspapers for a time to give forth feeble
protests, but its assertions eannol be guc-
cessfully di=puted, because thes are In ev-
cry instamce true. Much as we deplore it
we have been righteously oocused.
