TO VISIT ALGERIA

Bey of Tunis Flans to Receive
the President of the

French Republic

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE ACT.

Is a Complete Acknowledgment of
French Sovereignty First Ex-

ecutive of Republic to Visit
African Possessions.

Paris. April li President Loubet, accom-
panied by M. Fallitrles, President of the
Senate; Foreign Minister Delcasse and M,
Pelletan, the Minister or Marine. left Paris
this evening for Marseilles, on his way to
Algeria.

The President was warmly cheered a, ac-
companied by an cavort of cuirassiers, be
drove across Paris from the Elyree Palace
to the Lyons Hallway station. Premier
Combes and those Minister who do notaccompany the President were present at
the station to bid htm farewe'l.

After a short stay in Marseilles, where
crcat fetes will be Riven in his honor. Presi-
dent Loubet will embark next Tuesday on
the new warship Jeanne d'Arc and. accom-
panied by MM. Fallleries. Delcasso nnd
Pelletan. and escorted by the battleship
Saint I,ouls. will proceed to Algiers, where alarge French fleet Is assembled to receive
htm. Squadrons of British. Italian and Rus-
sian warships are also now assembling atAlgiers In his honor.

TRIP TO ALGERIA.
The President will remain in Algiria un-

til April K. visiting Important points in thecolony both on the coast and in the inte-
rior.

It is expecjed that during his stay ameeting will be arranged with the Saltanor Morocco, the layer coming- to somopoint in Algeria near the Moroccan fron-
tier for that purpose. Everywhere through-
out the colony splendid fetes are belnij or-ganized in honor of President Loubet. It tw-
ine the first time since Xapoleon Ill's visitthat a ruler of France has visited Algeria.

Tho French President will embark again
on the warshln Jeanne d'Arc for Tunis. He
will land April 27. at La Golletta. the port
of Tunis, where the Bey of Tunis and all
the high officials of the regency will be
assembled to receive him.

After spending three days in visiting the
various points of Tunis. President Loubet
will embark at the naval port of Bizerta.
on the evening of April 3 for Marseilles.
rie win arrive in parts in time to receive
Edward VII on the arrival of the King of
Ensland here.

Besides Ministers Delcasse and Pelletan.
M. Mauregouls. Minister of Public Work,
also will be of the presidential party. Ho
has gone in advance to meet the Presidentat Algiers. A number of Senators nnd
Deputies will accompany the presidential
party ttroughost the trip, being accom-
modated during the trip across the Mediter-
ranean on board the battleship Saint Louis.

POLITICAL SIGNIFICANCE.
Much political significance Is attached to

the Journey, as It is the first time that any
President of the French Republic has visit-
ed her African possestlons. and It will be
the first meeting on African soil between a
French ruler and a North African Sultan
and the Bey of Tunis.

The international attention shown to
President Loubet by the assemblage of apowerful foreign squadron In Algerian wa-
ters to salute him on his arrival is not with-
out significance. The fact that the Bey of
Tunis will go to receive the President on
his landing, an honor which that potentate
has never before paid any royal visitor, al--
reaay nas maae a powenoi impression on
the people, who consider this a complete
acknowledgment of Frensh sovereignty.

WILEY'S BORAX TREATMENT.

Tois-one- d Food Experiments Produce Complexions Tli.it Young Ladies
Slight Enrr Kosy Cheeks of Young Jlen Attract Attention

of Girls on the Street It Is Said That Borax Has
Had No Harmful Result.

RETUBUC SFECIAI
Washington. April li Doctor Wiley con-

tinues to guard the food experiments which
he Is conducting with a dozen or more
clerks In his department with the greatest
secrecy, under orders from Secretary of Ag-

riculture 'Wilson. Nevertheless, ns the young
men are not kept In doors aU the time. It is
impossible to conceal any effects which the
poisoned food may cave upon the subjects
of the experiments.

Although there have been no marked
changes In any of the young men so far
as health is concerned. It has developed
within the last week that all who have
been at the doctor's table are taking on a
delicate pink complexion, which, it Is said,
would be the envy of any young miss in
tho land. It ts not thought that this is due
to the borax which has been given to the
yosng men in their food for the last few
months, but to some chemical ingredient
which has been mixed with the food un-
known to the subjects.

This change in the doctor's boarders
caused come concern at first until a thor
ough' examination was made of all the
young men. and they were found to be in
a perfectly healthy condition.

The only admission that will be made at
the department Is that all the drugs used
in the food has. up to date, proved abso-
lutely harmless. The pink complexion
which some chemical evidently causes, is
of healthy appearance, such as, would re-
sult from a good circulation of the blood
brbusht on by outdoor exercise. No one
engaged In the experiments has been abfe
to determine what chemical has produced

MESSAGE TOO LATE

TO PREVENT WRECK

Telegraph Operator Waved Lan-
tern Wildly at Disappearing

Passenger Train.

COLLISION SOON OCCURRED.

Four Persons Killed and Two Fa-
tally Hurt Why Freight

Train Dashed by Switch
Is Unexplained.

Halifax, Nova Scotia. April li Four per-
sons dead, two fatally hurt, at least one
missing and several others slightly injured
Is the record of a head-o- n collision on the
Intercolonial Railway, which occurred. Just
before midnight last night near "Windsor
Junction, seventeen miles from Halifax.

The poles and telegraphic lines along the
roadside were wrecked and this city was
cut off from communication with the out-
side world for hours.

The trains In collision were the Canadian
.Pacific Railway Express from Montreal and
Boston for Halifax and a fast freight from
Halifax for Montreal.

The conductor and driver of the freight
had orders to take the siding at Windsor
Junction and let the express cross, but for
some unknown reason Driver Copeland of
the freight ran past the Junction on the
main line and met the express two miles
up the road.

It Is thought that Copeland may have
lost control of his train, which was made
up of seventy-flv- o cars. The freight waa
running twenty-fiv- e miles an hour, and the
express, which was two hours late, was
traveling about forty miles an hour.

The dead are:
Express Driver 'William WaU. Express

Flremin Michael Oakley, Freight Fireman
Hill and Freight Brakeman Thorpe. Fatally
hurt: Freight Driver Copeland and a tramp
named McCready of AnUgonlsh.

The brakeman of the freight, who was
killed, was in the cab, having "gone forward
prior to reaching 'Windsor Junction to bo in
readiness to drop off the train when It
slowed up and open the switch to let the
freight In on the siding-- .

When the speed of the freight was not re-
duced approaching the Junction. Conductor
Hayes says he realized that nothing short
of a miracle could prevent a collision.

There was no ben cord to send a warning
to the driver, and the conductor ordered a
brakeman to drop off the rear end of the
freight and telegraph the next station
Wellington to hold the express.

The messae was too late. The express
sped past Wellington Station as the oper-
ator there received the warning signal. He
dashed out on the platform wildly waving

lantern, but the train disappeared down
tho line In the darkness. A few mlnn
later the collision occurred.

Doctor Wiley says that he Is not yet ready
to make his report on the first stare of the
experiments, knows as the borax stage. It
is said, however, that enough Is known al-

ready to show that the borax has had no
harmful result. As soon as the observations
of the first stage are completed. Doctor
Wiley will make his report to Secretary
Wilson, who will himself decide in what
