RAILWAY MATERIAL

HARD TO OBTAIN

Traffic Manager Urges That Ter-

minal Association Should Not
Be Hampered in Plans.

DELAY IS SERIOUS MATTER.

Foundries Will Kot-Agr- ee to Fill
Orders ior Roads-- ' Within

Stated Period, Fearing
a Strike.

DIscua&lns the necessity of providing ade-
quate transportation facilities for the vis-

itors to the World's Tair. a prominent rail-
way traffic manager said:

"I have given this matter careful consid-
eration, and I believe that every moment
lost Is a serious matter.

"Of course. I do not "know what arrange-
ment the Terminal officials have made for
their construction material, but speaklnc
from my experience I know that, the prompt
delivery of iron work, bridge work. iteel
rails, cars, and even railroad ties, cannot
be counted upon.

"I understand that much of this material
will be needed in the completion of the
plans of the Terminal Association, and be-
fore I go any further I would like to say
that I nave heard ot no other plans that
will be of os much benefit to St. Loul.
both at the time of the Fair and after-
wards as those proposed by the Terminal
Association and the Wabash.--It should be understood that the plans
of the Terminal are not temporary. When
completed they will afford means by which
the rapidly Increasing traffic of St. Louis
can be safely, quickly and easily disposed.

"In brief, the plans are for St Loul nt
the time of the exposition and afterwards.
It Is only a question of taking time by the
forelock.

"To return to what I was saying. The
labor situation has become such a serious
matter that none of the big foundries where
bridge, car and railway material is made
will make a contract to deliver an order hy
a stattd time unless they have material
sufficient to fill the order on hand.

"Due to the tact that enormous orders
for rolling stock and material ueI In the
construction of railroads are pouring in. the
manufacturer can be independent, but
from that he Is constantly afraid of a strike
of some sort, and for that reason will not
agree to fill the order within a specified'
period.

"Especially ! it a difficult matter to get
an order for electric material filled within
a reasonable period, and I understand thata large amount of electrical material In to
be put In by the Terminal Association.

"Because of this condition of affairs'. I
should think that all possible haste
be made in clearing the way for the
Terminal Association. In order that it n.ay
place its orders for construction material
at once.

"I venture to say that there is not n rail-
road official in St. Louis that Is not !savinc
trouble In getting orders for rolling stock,
bridge material and track material filled
within u. reasonable time.

"It will take considerable time fox tbe
Terminal to make the Improvements it de-
sires, even it the material is on hand, and
I do not think that they should be so ham-
pered as to be dubious about placing orders,
as I suppose Is the case under the present
conditions, especially as delay by the non-
fulfillment ot these orders Is hishly prob-
able."

ACTION DELAYED ON

CITY OWNERSHIP

Illinois House in Bad Humor and
Republican Organization Is

Kuletl by Gavel.

NUMEROUS BILLS DEFEATED.

Itolli Houses in Joint Seiou to
Honor the Memory of Former

Governor John P. Altgeld
Eloquent Speeches Made.

Sprlngfl-l- d. 11L. April fter a tem-
pestuous night ami a threatening morning.
he people who are undertaking to steer a

municipal ownership bill through the Il-

linois Legislature ran on the shoal of the
Republican House organization.

Relief Is promised for but
there Is still a stormy passage ahead ot
them.

The men who have leen advocating the
Mueller bill remained up almost all night
preparing to make the fight for their meas-
ure In the Housa y.

At the same time a committee consisting
of Congressman Lorimer. Graeme Stewart.
Colonel Frank O. Lowder. George W. Hln-ma- n.

Edward Logan Reeves and Aldermen
B;nctt, Haver and Etdermann of the Chi-
cago Council, together with members of
the Republican House Steering Commit-
tee, were in a room at the Leland Hotel,
trying to patch up the Llndly bill and
make it acceptable to the Chicago people.

At 4 o'clock this morning tbe committee
had framed up amendments which the Chi-
cago Councllmen said would be acceptable,
and It was expected that they would bo
presented In tbe House at the morning ses-
sion.

HOUSE ILL HUMORED.
The House, however, was In an ugly

humor, disinclined to listen to the con-
ferees and evidently disposed to put up a
battle for the Mueller bilL For that reason
the leaders forced a postponement until 2
o'clock. At that hour the signs were no
more propitious than in the mornlnj. and
so the bill went over until

The bill was postponed by Speaker Miller
this morning under the gavel, in the face
of a demand for a roll call. The men who
bad been ignored retaliated by beating the
first appropriation bill which showed its
bead.

This was the bill for the Charleston Nor-
mal. Then the spirit of destruction took
possession of tbe House, and In tbe course
of the session. It killed Frank Christian's
bill providing for unofficial stenographers In
courts In Cook County, the Rlnakrr pri-
mary election bill, and Patterson's bill per-
mitting cities to regulate billboards, and
It practically burled the Wllkerson anti-
trust bill by postponing consideration ot It
until Friday. It also defeated the resolu-
tion submitting a constitutional amend-
ment which would permit legislation Jiy the
Initiative and referendem.

About the only thing the House did In an
affirmative way was to adopt the Joint
resolution submitting the proposition of a
new charter for Chicago. This was put
through after a stormy debate and a de-
termined effort on the part ot rome of the
Southern Illinois members to beat It. The
vote was: Yea. US: nays. L Many of the
Southern Illinois members did not vote,
hoping to kill the resolution by tbetr si-
lence.

The Chicago people made their fight on
the merits' of their resolution, after an-
nouncing that they would not commit
mit themselves on the quesUon of changing
the tax basis. Mr. Sherman made the prin-
cipal speech in support cf the resolution,
and .Representative MeKlnley. a bright
young attorney from Chicago, made his
maiden speech In behalf ot that city. It
was a creditable effort, and the young man
was warmly congratulated by his col-
leagues.

Mr. Drew called up his "fellow servant"
bill y, and presented an amendment
which provides that It shall be applicable
only to corporations. Mr. Browne objected
to the amendment on the ground that it
would Invalidate tbe whole act. but Mr.
Drew Insisted on It, and Mr. Darrow con-
tended that the bill would be constitutional.
The amendment was adopted and the bill
was advanced to third reading, but an ef-

fort to make It a special order for
was defeated.

Mr. WUkerson's antitrust blll.came up In
the afternoon, and Mr. Drew opposed It.
He declared that It was Inimical to la-

bor organizations. Mr. Wllkerson repll--sl

that the substance ot the bill had been the
law for years. After some further discus-
sion, the bill went over until Friday.

CIVIL SERVICE BILL.
The Senate spent the greater part of the

day on tbe House civil service bill. When
it got through the bill was dead and an en-
tirely new measure was In its place. This
bill makes the civil service proposition ap-
plicable only to the State Institution. A
referendum amendment was tacked to It by
Senator Berry, and the measure then went
to the order of third reading. It Is not at
all likely that tbe House will accept the
new bill, and tbe Indications are that civil
service reform will receive its death blow
with tbe adjournment.

At its afternoon session the Senate passed
all the appropriation bills It had on third
reading. It also passed the bill providing
for tbe annexation ot the Calumet District
to the Chicago Drainage District.

Senator Fort vigorously protested against
this bill. He declared It would throw a
large additional amount of sewerage into
the Illinois and Mississippi River Valley
and he accused the Chicago Sanitary Trus-
tees of having acted in bad faith in the
matter of living up to their agreements
with the valley peopl'- -

The House and Senate met In Joint session
this afternoon and held services In honor of
the-- memorv of the late Governor John P.
Altgeld. Eloquent oratorical tributes to the
dead statesman were delivered by Repre-
sentatives Lee O'Nell Browne and John
Hughes, Democrats: Clarence Darrow, Pub-
lic Ownership Representative: Olive C
Stewart, Prohibitionist, and Lawrence V.
Sherman. Republican.

Prayer was offered by the Reverend M.
N. Powers and appropriate solos were rung
by Harry Oldham. Herman H. Breldt and
Mrs. Frank C Farnum. Mrs. Thomas
Rees. Mrs. Joseph Foster and Mrs. C. J.
Peterson played the accompaniments.

The House and galleries were filled with
friends of Mr. Altgeld. many of whom
came from a distance to attend the serv-
ices.
