URGES LIBERALITY

World's Fair Display Worthy of ;

the British Empire, He Say?,
Is of High Importance.

APPEALS TO MANUFACTURERS.

I'oiuts to Activity of Germany and
France as ail Indication of

What Must: Be Done to
Extend Trade.

London. April 3. The British Royal
Commissioners to the 8. Louis World's
Fair held their first meeting to-d- at Marl-
borough House.

The Prince who presided, made
a speech, in vhieb he .pointed out the ob--

' jecta the cominlsAaahad in view, and ex-

pressed the hope '.tliat Great Britain would
be- - adequatelyrepresented at the Exposi-
tion.

After alluding- io the warm personal In-

terest which Kin Edward Telt in the Ex-
position and-t- o the short time available for
completing the preparations for Great Brit-
ain's representation, the Prince of Wales
eald:

"I tpist the members of the corporations.
chambers of commerce and other public
bodies at the centers of industry will also

In promoting1 tho success of the
British section.

"The idea is sometimes put forward that
It is not much use for British manufactur-
ers to exhibit In the United States, as the
high customs tariff of thst country tends to
militate against the sale of British prod-
ucts.

"It should, however, be remembered that
there Is a. considerable market for high-cla- ss

goods In the United States, and that
the Exposition will afford an opportunity
for showing our manufactures to customers
from South America, Canada and other
countries.

RIVALS ARE AWAKE.
"It may bo observed that both France

and aermany appear to fully realize the
advantages to be gained In making a good
display of their productions, and in these
countries large sums have been provided by
their respective Governments to assist in
meeting the expenses of these exhibits.

Commenting on the habit of British man-
ufacturers of confining themselves to indi-
vidual exhibits rather than striving to make
a good national display, the Prince said
he hoped tho manufacturers would now
combine to produce the best effects.

"It should be remembered." he added.
"that competition will not be between indi-
vidual British manufacturers, but between
them as a whole and their foreign rivals."

Referring to the $150,000 already appro-
priated by tho Government, the.Prlneo re-
marked:

"A decision regarding the fall amount to
be granted will not be arrived at until It la
ascertained to what extent British manu-
facturers win show a willingness to tako
part In the exhibition. ,1 feel sura that a
suffleieat sum will be given to enable the
commission to fulfill Its duties in a satisfac-
tory manner.

"In conclusion, I would express the hope
that the representations of this country In
the various departments may bo worthy ot
the British Empire."

Viscount Peel, the chairman of tho Com-
mission, then explained what had already
been done with reference to the prepara-
tion of the British exhibits and the pro-

vision made for the British pavilion.
