BLOODHOUNDS CAUSE CHARGE.

From Ileath Chamber They Go
Straight to Suspected Man's
Bedroom and Stop There.

PUBLIC EXCITEMENT IS HIGH.

Father Walzer Is Taken Into Cus
tody Partly to Protect Him
From Possible Violence—
Motive for Crime Is
Not Known.

REPUHLIC SPECIAL.

Lorain, 0., Maxr 2.—After hloodhounds
had run back and forth from the death
chamber to his bedroom. but had falled to
find a trail leading away from the parson-
age, the Reverend Ferdinand Wilzer was
to-day arrested and charged with the mur-
der of Miss Agatha Ralchlin, the beuatiful
sister of Father Relchlin, rector of St. Jo-
seph’s Catholle Church.

The evidence on which the arrest was
made s regarded as of the fllmsiest char-
actar and Father Walzer, Mavor King says,
was arrested as much for his protection as
anything elge, as feeling here Is high, He
Wwas taken to the county fall at Elyria

AMayor King got the bloodhounds from
Fort Wayne, Ind. They arrived to-day in
chargs of Doctor T. L. Hickman, ths
owner,

The dogs, leashed together, were taken to
the room formerly occupied by Miss Relch-
lin. The scent was given them from the
clothing on the bed In which Miss Relchlin
Iay when she was killed. The animals
aniffed about the room for moment

“Then' =ald Doctor Hickman, “they
went gtraight to the room and to the bed
in which the Reverend Mr. Walger alept on
the night of the murder. They then went
back to the other bed. They would KO no
farther than this"

NO BCENT IN YARD.

Hickman brought the dogs into the yard.
They prowled. confused, around tha lawn.
Hickman took them to the ward In the
rear. They mnosed every inch of ground
without giving a yelp.

Hickman took the dogs upstairs again
and they went through the same maneu-
Vers as on the first attempt, running from
ones bed to another and back agnin. The
police, nfter the murder, took the lndder
with which the murdérer is suppohed to
ham_u‘e_nle_md I.ko house and Jocked it In the
attic. i

This ladder was now brought down and
laid on the grass. The dogs, freed, leaped
for it. eniffed and then [ifted their noses
into the alr.

“That ladder was not used by the person
who kandled the clothing on Miss Relch-
lin's bed,'” Hickman declared. “The scent
is positively not there. The dogs would find
it If it were."

The dogs were taken to the front lawn
And the officers held n conference. All this
time the Reverend Father Walzer had not
put In an appearance. When asked about
thig the Reverend Father Helchlin sald
he knew where Father Walzer was. but
would not say. Finally the police learned
that he'was at S5t Joseph's Church. He
was arrested thers -

PROTESTS HIB INNOCENCE.

Father Walser, when plioed under ar-
rost, declared that he was Imngeent and
gald that sverything would coma out right
in the end. The priest, however, admitted
that he had once heen arrested at Clinton,
Mo., but sald It was due to religions per-

secution and that he was discharged aMer [

a hearing. -
Casimir Relchlin, brother of the murdered
woman, who was about 33 wyears old, says
he does not belleve the priest is gullty of
the erime. He sald that no one could en-
ter his sister's room except through the
attle and that there were mud marks-on
the siairs leading from theré, THe exam-
ined the shoes of Futher Walser und says
there was no trace of mud on’ them. k

Father Walser took hls arrest eoolly and
told the officers that he would go'alopg
with them. “But you are wrong,” he
sidd. "It Is n shame to take an ‘Thonest
man in this way. You are injuring an in-
tocent man, but it will come out all right
in the end.

“What a positlon to be placed in' he
continued. T came to Loraln on Tuesday
for a quiet visit and this had to happen.
1 am Innocent as a babe and have nothing
to offer In defense.”
