AFTER CORONER'S ACQUITTAL

Ilnensel, a Yotinsr Miner. Who Killed
Stelnrraironer, Wan Cnt by

Herman Haenel, the young coal miner
of Lenzburg, who shot and klled Andrew
Steinwagoner, a farmer, in a quarrel In
a bar room in Lenzburg on the night of
