perience such genuine satisfaction over the completion
of the building that some pcihaps will not inqulie into
the means whereby the important, even necessary, im-

provements shall hive been nude. Desirable as it

is to make the improvements and as welcome as they
will be, the people have still greater le.wm for

in the careful management uf public
affairs, for the administration has accomplished won-

ders, with inadequate revenue, in constructing addi-

tions and making repairs to public buildincs and in
finding money for public work.

The administiation is capable and alert, it collects
all moneys due the city and Invests them advantage-
ously. The Courthouse, with its classic dome, look
black; money is saved for painting the edifice. The
hospital accommodations are inadequate: au emer-
gency hospital is bought. Tlie Poorhouso needs au ad-

dition: it is built. The City Hall should be finished:
230,000 is saved and the work is-- started. Certain

sewers are required: they are built. A viaduct is
needed over King's highway: the fiscal officers plan
to do this work, so that St. Louis may have oue ot
the finest parkways in the world.

We witness the general betterment, but we neglect
to give a serious thought to the foundation. A better
conception of the good government with which the
city is now blessed comes as we remember tint

reveme had not a cent to Its credit two years
ago when the present administration was installed in
office. There was an apparent balance of $28,000; in
fact, however, there was an actual deficit, as a herit-
age, of more than 539,000. This administration lias
overcome the deficit, made large investments in public
work and still has ?250,000 for completing the City
Hall.

The achievements of the administration are men-
tioned to show that all pledges are being fulfilled and
that It is possible to conduct municlp.il affairs along
business lines. The revenue is not merely being spent:
it is invested. If wo had a spoils administration the
revenue would be warted in patronage. That It is not
a machine, but a business administration. Is mani-

fested by the ability to invest $200,000 toward com-

pleting the City Hall.

MOKLLEIt'S MISCONCEPTION.
Germany's conservative thought will not approve

the opinions of Hcrr Moeller, the Prussian Commerce
Minister, concerning industrial policies. It is his view-th-

the United States have set the tendency of the
times and fixed a piecedent for other countries: that
concentration of industries Is the rule here and that
Germany cannot hold its own in the world markets
w lthout similar conceutration.

Here Moeller goes too far in assuming that the
United States have Irrevocably declared for specializa-
tion and combination. While it is perhaps true that
the "tendency" lies In that direction, there is no evi-

dence that It Is fixed and unalterable. The evidence,
indeed, Indicates a coming cheek upon the movement
toward combination.

Apparently this movement-ha- s about run its natural
course. The consolidation of American industries took
place so rapidly a few years 'ago-tha- t It overstepped
Its own principle. Top-heav- y capitalization and weak-
ened productiveness were Inevitable, and in many in-

stances these results have been perceived and efforts
made to retrench and repair. In some cases there
have been separations of enterprises and In others
considerable reductions of capital. Indeed, this' second
reaction has happened In the very case which Herr
Moeller approves as an industry In evidence, thepolicy
of the United States Steel Corporation of 'ew Jersey.

On the whole, it is perhaps not too much to say
that reactionary Influences have already set In and
with enduring force.

-- But the. chief .fact which the Minister apparently
Ignores is the" American democratic spirit of fair play
underlying our Industrial scheme. Unquestionably
this wlll.determlne theiendencies of the future. This
spirit of. fair play, of open, fair competition, is mani- -

- festly rising to combat present industrial motives.
Our industrial problem involves, so to speak, the

people's economics. It lies'at the door of every.inan,
whether he be a statesman, lawmaker, mechanic or
farmer; and its solution i;, priuwilly political. The
people will solve It at the polls, guided by their own
experien-- e. Tims far thufr experience v'vitli monopoly,
or concentration, ha.s not revealed its benefits to them
as a w hole.

Monopoly, the embodiment of the principles ol
specialization" and "conceutiation.", is in this countiy

the creation of a pulttiml sdieme ami the charge of ,i
political clique. Hut its conlrol and ultimate destiny
depend upon the p"ple's volition.

In substance, monopoly is a fungus, which Ins
come out of a condition of enormous wealth and de-

velopment. It is not a cause, but a consequence of na-

tional giow lit; it is only an incident of our commercial
ascendency.

This countiy lias come lo the loie by tcasou of
Its immense resources, its inherent industrial power
and the eneigy of its population; not because of any
iccent propiietary sjstem. The foundations and the
substantial development weie heie long before com- -'

binations and consolidations weie einp'oved or even
conceiv ed.

That country can only bj ultimately gieat In
and foienicst in commerce, the people ol which,

as a whole, enjoy the prospeilty which our ptescnt
s.vstem Hunts to a few. This applies to Germany
equally with us. Perhaps wo have the advantage of
other countries In this, that our form of government
supplies to the people a specific mode of adjusting con-

ditions to needs.
,

Popular Science Monthly.
With the rapid growth of public libraries and the multi-

plication of books, periodicals nnd newspapers, there has
arisen an urgent need for the direction of popular reading
and for the promotion of serious study. librarians are
striving, with the aid of the schools and teachers, to coun-
teract the gencial tendency towards aimless superficial
reading. Another educational agency that promotes cuict
knowledge, quickens observation and leads to and
consecutive study is the museum of natural hltori.

The near future may well see as great an Interest in the
establishment of museums as there is now in the found-
ing of libraries. Such an Institution can do an especially
valuable service in the smaller city or town, provided itl
directors sense and seize their peculiar opportunity and
clearly recognize the limitations imposed by local condi-
tions. There should be no attempt to imitate the ex-

pensive buildings, exhaustive sjnoptic collections and the
elaborate research and exploration of museums in the
great centers of population. Salaties and incidental ex-

penses can be kept at modest figures Volunteer workers
should be enlisted to with the paid officials.
Public interest nnd the practical support of men of means
arc important factors to secure and retain. Connection
with the public library under one general management
makes for cfflcincj and economj.

Battleships will not alwajs prevent war; nothing will
do this, for an element of pugnacity appears to be im-

planted in us by Providence, which does not permit nations
to be satisfied v. lthout an occasional appeal to arms. Ve
need not discuss the right or wrong of this. shows
plainly the existence of such an clement, and further shows
that If too long a period elapses without the war senti-
ment being gratified, nations tend to become selfish, and a
lowness of view is engendered, and an undue love of ma-
terial ease and a tendency to the lower vices. Mr. Kuskln
claims that history shows us that not only the arts flour-
ish during long periods of war, but that the great virtues
also flourish then, and that peace too long continued re-
