GOVERNOR YATES ISES VETO

ON "SALARY GRAB" MEASURE.

Financial Condition of Illinois Doe r Not Justify the Proposed In-

crease in Pay, He Says Also Sends the Embahncr's Act to a
i Quiet Resting Place, and Announces His Opposition to

the Creation of 2few Boards.

FLAGRANT ERRORS FOUND IN

REFCBI.1C SPECIAL.
Springfield. I1L. May 11. Two vetoes,

Important measures, were filed
by Governor Tates with the Secretary of
State late this evening. The measures are
what are known as the salary grab and

acts.
The salary bill doubles the salary paid to

members of the Legislature, making the
amount COW. In a long written opinion.
Governor Yates gives argument and reason
why in his opinion the bill should fall to
receive official approval.

"I return this bill with my disapproval,"
states the message, "chiefly because I do
not belleTe that the financial conditions of
th State Justify the Increased expenditure."

Goternor Yates reviews the difficult task
It has been to secure from the recent Legis-
lature appropriations for the erection of the
small cottages at the charitable Institutions
to care for blind, insane and Infirm persons
who are the charges of the State govern-
ment. The appropriations of the past sev-
eral sessions of the Legislature have In-

creased each two years at the rate of about
a million dollars, but the executive opposes
a further Increase for salary purposes.

SALARY BILL VETO EXPECTED.
For many days It has confidently been,

expected that the salary-bil- l would be ve-

toed. There are those who are not friends
of the executive who say ht that had
the bill Increasing the Governor's salary
been passed he would not have vetoed the
bill Increasing the salary of the Represent-
atives and Senators.

The Governor's increase as proposed In
the measure was from J5.O0O to $10,000. but
the bill ran amuck in the Senate, where
the Appropriations Committee failed to re-
port It out after the bill came from the
Houe. where It was passed.

Another long message Is flle'd with theveto of the embalmer's act, whlch-wa- s forthe purpose of regulating embalming and
the disposal of dead bodies, and for a sys-
tem of registration and licensing of

The measure provided for an ex-
amination, conducted by a committee ap-
pointed by the State Board of Health andconsiitlng of three licensed cmbalmers and
two physicians. Governor Yates says theboard or committee Is unnecessary.

are now licenced by the Board of
Health nnd he sees no. reason for an addi-
tional board. The executive gays he sees noreason why board or committee might not
in the future become a fixture of the Stategoernment and call on the State tor regu-
lar appropriations fcr supforu

Governor Yates is seriously opposed to thoeppomtment of boards in this matter, 'butsays the bill is not so objectionable on this
ground as bill, vetoed last Sat-
urday.

OTHER MEASURES ARE D.OOMED.
Two other Important measures will b3

ictoed on this ground, it is now confidently
believed. One is Senator Clarke's dental
bill; the other is the appropriation bill to
purchase old Fort Massac. Both provide for
the appointment of boards from selections
made by societies. The executive holds that
government by society is contrary' to the
spirit of the Constitution, which provides
for the election of State'offlcers'by a direct
vote, glving'into the hands of the executive
power to appoint lesser officers.

The omission of an amendment compris-
ing the word "willfulb'" in the enrolled and
engrossed copy of the convict labor bill
presented to the Governor has' made serious
trouble for the bill. The measure was
signed late this afternoon, and not until an
hour later was the omission discovered. No
doubt the enemies of tlie bill who fought It
In the Legislature, hoping to preserve the
fat contracts that have been long enjoyed
In the State penal Institutions, will find
sufficient grounds in the omission to take
the fight Into the Supreme Court.

In an Interview-- late Governor
Yates explained that the omission was dis-
covered and the word inserted before he
attached his signature. the bill
shows that a word has been Inserted be-
tween the lines in the enrolled and en-
grossed copy. ,

LIVES OF THE MEN

NOW IN BIENNIAL CONVENTION.

Teleprapliers, Many of Whom Are Dispatchers, Responsible for the
Safety of Hundreds of Trains, Hold First Session of This Year's

Meeting in St. Louis Incidents Involving Tragedies or Ca--

tas trophies Xarrowly Averted Recalled by Delegates as
Part of the Inner History of Their Risky Calling,

in Which a Mistake Costs More Dearly Than in
Other, and Can Never Be Rectified.

Three hundred accredited delegates of the
Order of Railway Telegraphers, many
whom as train dispatchers, have for years
been entrusted with the safety of thou-
sands of travelers, are holding their bi-

ennial convention this week at Odd Fel-
lows' Hall, Ninth and Olive streets.

Of these railroad workers the public
knows little. Yet, upon every Journey by
rail, no matter how short, the traveler is
absolutely and blindly in the hands of a
dispatcher, who sits In some dingy office
amid the ticking of Mores instruments
somewhere along the line or "division."

The business of tho meeting is conducted
behind closed doors. Officers of the organi-
zation H. B. Perham. president, and L. TV.
Quick, secretary state that the work to be
done is of routine nature.

It is said, however, that the matter of
effecting a closer affiliation with other rail-
road organizations may be taken up, and
that something probably will be done in
this direction. President Perham declared
that no dissatisfaction existed with regard
to the wage scales.

DELEGATES ARE RETICENT.
Yesterday the time was consumed in seat-

ing delegates. .The examination of creden-
tials will continue y. Then come tho
reports of grand officers and election of of-

ficers. The sentiment, at this time, is that
Perham and Quick will be but

.that changes will for minor officers
and the directcrate.

In regard to the business of their organi-
zation, the delegates are reticent. With re-
gard t.ithelr life work, and their experi-
ence, they also are, retictat. at first, siraply
because they regard, as a very ordinary
fact, the Job of so maneuvering a scaix of
trains running In directions, some
plunging along at a terrirlc speed on a sin-
gle track, so that none will collide, and
that all will reach their various destina-
tions in safety and on time.

The dispatcher's office generally is at son
corner of a railroad yara.

It is most often a room in which appear-
ances are not considered.

Downtown, are the expensively fitted up
passenger offices, and the headquarters of
the magnates. But there, among the net-
work of tracks. In a. dismal building, in a
dismal onice. are the class of men

here, who are the unseen guides of
the rushing American traffic

WORK 'MID RUSHING TRAINS.
Tho clicking ot the dozen or more tele-

graph instruments, the puffing, anil the
clanging bell, of passing engines is the
music to which they woric Before each is
an immense sheet of paper, often eight or
ten feet long and half as wide.

Upon this is every station on the division,
and a column for marking every train upon
the line. Literally, upon this sheet of pa-
per, the trains are running. Reported from

The sheet should show every train of every I

description on the division, and from it the
ditpatcher knows where let us say. for
illustration eastbound No. 1 can pass west-
bound No. 2, and sends his order accord-
ingly.

There is much more that these dispatch-
ers must know for Instance, every grade
on the line, and make allowances for the
extra time which a heavy freight will re-
quire to climb the Incline. If a mistake is
made, if the dispitcher's'mind roves a mo-
ment from his task, then almost cortalnly
wlll come a catastrophe, sudden death for
many, and a subsequent living death for
the dispatcher.

Many of those attending the convention
can look back upon jears of such ex-
perience. In their casual talking last night
a few recalled many incidents of both a
humorous and a tragic vein. J. S. Quire
and TV. A. Davidson, both of the Soutnern
Pacific, conversed concerning the most se-

rious accident in the history' of that line
and its cause.

ALTAMONT TUNNEL DISASTER. I

IlDon the TVestprn division of the South-- I

em Pacific is a long tunnel calleel the Alta-- i

mont Tunnel. "A work train about ten
years ago." said Mr. Quire, "was out upon
the line to the east of that tunnel. A spe-
cial was eastbound. That work train was
ordered by a dispatcher, whom I knew, to
come on west to the station beyond the tun-
nel. Later, the dispatcher, forgetting the
work train, gave the special a clear track.

"The latter had no sooner pulled out of
the station than the- - dispatcher realizd
what he had lor.". Then, how could he
remedy It? Well, he ordered out the wreck-
er. There were. I think, thirteen killed. Tho
trains met In the tunti'-I- .

"How could thit man have made that
mistake? I have be"n thirty-thre- e years a
dispatcher, and I never have been able to
understand such thing" or to account for
them. It was Just a mistake or a lapse of
memory, that in any other business woul"
have cot nothing, but that in thi3 instance
cost many lives, to say nothing of prop- -
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crty. The dispatcher in question was erer
after a nervous wreck.

"A similar thing occurred In that New
Ycrk wreck the other day. Tha engineer
cf a fast express, an experienced man, saw
the semaphore pointing out direct at right
angles, a silent order to stop, but he did
not hsed it. TVhy did he do It? He's dead
now. poor fellow, and can't explain.

HUNDREDS OF MESSAGES A DAT.
"I don't think the average man fully un-

derstands the responslbiUties upon a train
dispatcher. I have known, upon my present
division, fifty-fo- miles, six dispatchers to
handle 4jj orders during their eight-ho-

trick. Our system, which we flatter our-
selves 3 one of the best in the United
States, involves giving every man a mar-
gin in which to think for himself. It Is too
Intricate to explain in detail, but say we
want to arrange a meeting place for Nos.
1 and 2, east and west bound, respectively,
the two 'fivers' of the road. It reads sim-
ply, 'Meet No. 2 at Lumas,' or whatever
the train number and tation may be. It 13
doubled, or sent to both at the same time-Ma-

reads make the orders much longer
and detailed, but we believe in giving, cer-
tain latitude to all the trusted emnli.yes.

"The Impression must not exist that dis-
patchers are responsible for the majority
of wrecks. They are responsible for but
few, but those few are enough."

TVooIsej- - te!l3 a Montana story. A freight
train ascending a grade broke in two. Ono
ear in the middle was cut loose en either
side. and. becoming derailed, was plunged
down a mountain side. The two sections ot
the train were recoupled without accident.
It then proceeded to the termlnu3 of tho
division, where the cars were "checked
up." One was missing. It became a great
mystery, and the truth was not known for
three weeks.

WRECK NARROWLY AVERTED.
"Every telegrapher in the business caa

recount at. least one experience-.- said T.
A. Brown of Detroit, "in which he can tsll
of a bad case ot nervous prostration.
brought on by the fear that ho mado soma
wrimis mlsfiik in handling trains.

"I was on the day 'trick." and when I re-
ported one morning the night man said

"nothing that would Indicate that any ot the
trains were late. Everything appeared clear
on the western division of the road tho
Grand Trunk and I was devoting my time
to the East. Nine passenger trains had de-

parted from the eastern end of the division
during- - the night, or early morning, prior
to mv- - watch.

"About S o'clock I went outside and saw
that the train signal, or the order board,
as we called it. was turned for a stop.

"I was puzzled. I knew that I jadnt
turned the board and I knew that I had not
received orders for a TVestern train. I sup-
posed that the board had been turned un-
consciously by someone, so I reversed it.

FIVE MINUTES' SUSPENSE.
"About ten minutes later a freight train

from .the West thundered by at the rate ot
about forty miles an hour.

book and saw that the freight train was
due to have passe.! at 3 a. m.. but that It
was live hours late. Tho night operator
had been told to hold it to allow two pas
senger trains to pass.

"You can well imagine my feelings. I
hastily turned t; the Instrument and wired
the operator at the next station that I had
allowed tho freisht train to pass. I got a
quick response. 'Walt a minute." and heard
no more.

"I had not the remotest :uea as to whv
the operator had given the response. "Wait
a minute." In five minutes the wire was
opened and the operator to whom I sd

sent this message: "Everything O.
K. Caught th first passenger as she was
pulling out. Train stopped. Flagmen out
both ways."

"It happened that Just as I sent the tele-
gram the first passenger train, due at my
station ten rrjiniites later, was pulling out
and by a great sprint tne operator caught
it. flagged the engineer and held tho
train."
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
