Bishop J. J. Glennon. c&adjutor to Arch-
bishop Kain. sajs that only time will erise
the deep-seate- d prejudices which exist
against the Jews In Russia.

The recent massacres In Southern Ru-ri- a.

while deplorable, cannot be preventel'"
he said. "There is no Immediate remrdv
for the evil." said BIhcp Glennon. "for
the poorer classes of Russia, constituting
a vast majoritj- - of the people, arc not civi-
lized.

"A civilized pecple wou'd not commit G.r

tolerate th crime that have been wit-
nessed in Kishineff. and an unhappy pros-
pect for the Jew is presented

"The Russian are not educated, nor will
they be for many j ears to come. Therefore,
it is apparent to my mind that these out-
breaks will continue until the chillzatlon
cf the cojntrj-.reache- s a higher plane.

"The people in Southern Ruia have a
few admirable qualities and m3nv qualities
that are not admirable. Thev are strong in

' their Hks and dislikes. They hate a Jew
because it is bom in them to look upon a
Jew as an alien creature. A Jew is not a
part of the people.

That prejudice is created in the child
and It grows stronser as the child crows
into youth and manhood. When he bcomes
a man he has a natural hate for the Jew
and being of a low Intellectual standard he
is easily influenced when assaults upon the
Jews are proposed.

"Politics plas a part In the attacks upon
the Jews in Rus,a. The Russian wants
unity. He is ever desirous of a strong af-
filiation of his people. He cannot look
upon the Jew as eligible for affiliation in
this unity and he therefore grows to dislike
him.

DEPLORES CRIMES.
"Every Catholic clergyman and layman

will deplore the crimes that have been
committed against the Jews, for it is n
blow at religious liberty. The assaults on
the Jews are primarily due to religious
principles. The Jews hae their religion.
ar.8 it is a strict adherence to that religion
that keeps alive the bitter prejudice en-

gendered against them years ago.
The Jew, like every other man. should be

allowed to Worship his God as he chooes,
and every fair-mind- man will condemn
the despicable crimes that have been com-
mitted.

"In other countries there Is a natural
prejudice against the Jews that only time
will eliminate. In France. Germany and
Austria Jews are disliked because the Gen-
tiles look upon them as a grasping people.
They destest their methods of making and

..saving money, and there is a hate for the
Jew that was created many years ago. and
which will continue, perhaps, for many
years to come.
"But in France. Germany and Austria, the

r-J- can live --without fear of molestation.
That Is because these countries are civil-
ized. In Russia conditions are different.
The people are uneducated and resort to
violence upon the slightest motion.

"Russia will become mare civilized in
Tears to come, and with civilization will
come a better prospect for the Jews. They
may. yet be hated by those naturally ed

to them: but mob violence will hard-
ly be resorted to.

"To mr mind there etms to be no im-

mediate reUef for the Jews In Russia. Over- 5,000.000 live there and a greater portion of
the population are too poor to leave the
country. The majority of them must re-
main there and consolation can only be
found In the hope that the future may brim;
a higher standard of civilization to the peo-
ple In the Czar's domain."

May IS From Kishineff. the
scene of the recent massacre of the Jews,
letters continue to arrive by ctery steam-
er describing the carnage, which add to the
horrors briefly cabled from several points
in Europe.

Israel Zancwill. famous as the author o

"Children of the Ghetto." 'The Mantle of
Elijah" and other brilliant stories of the
tragedies and loes of the Jew, recently
sent a vitid description of the massacres
In Bessarabia. In which he said:

"The news from Kishmeff puts back tha
clock of European time, which already is
slow enough In Russia. The Middle Agfa
are outdone and the worst massacres. even
of the mediaeval ghettos h"ave been sur-
passed in Bessarabia.

'The Russian official account tells us.that
the Kishineff riots began with the mal-

treatment of a Christian woman b the
Jewish proprietor of a merry-go-roun-

What a grim merrj will be the
clrculaUon of this Russian official He.

"I have collected right from the spot the
real facts of the case, ignoring the official
accounts and taking little from the news-pep- er

accounts, even those not under Rus-

sian censorship, and straightening out the
whole chaotic tangle of numberless facts
and rumors Into one coherent chronological
narrative. Whether America Is able to take
action or not. it is well that her people

shall know what the facts are. Here, then.
Is the truth

ORIGIN OF THE TROUBLE.
The anti-Jewi- troubles at Kishineff

during the two dajs ot the Rusian Easter,
April 19 and 3), exceed In cruelty and brutal-

ity all the anti-Jewis- h disturbances which
have occurred In Russia during the Nine-

teenth Century. The foUowIng are some of
the facts which the Russian Government
will never be able to disprov e:

"On April 19, the first day of the Russian
Easter, and toward midday, a band of
street urchins, under the leadership of some

older persons, commenced to break the
windows of the Jewish houses in the
square called Nov! Bazaar. The police ad-

monished the ruffians, but did nothing to
punish them. Encouraged by such unex-

pected forbearance by the Russian police,
not only did the gamins, but the Russian
workmen, commenced to assemble, with
cries of 'Catch the Jews'.'

"In this crowd were seen, besides the
workmen, small merchants, artisans, theo-

logical students, and even civil servants
in uniform. Most of the crowd wore red
shirts. The leaders were tw o representativ es
of the professional class, named Possar-gews- kt

and Semigradon.
"Early In the afternoon the crowd dis-

persed, small parUes going in different di-

rections. Then a terrible pillage began.
Armed with bludgeons, axes and bars of
iron, the wreckers battered the doors of
the Jewish houses and shops. Furniture
was smashed, bedding destrojed and mer-
chandise earned off. Nearly all the robbers
attired themselves anew on the spot with
clothes stolen from the houses.

"Things that could not be destroyed or
carried away were soaked with petroleum
and burned.

POLICE WATCH PILLAGE.
The police remained inactive around the

wreckers, but arrested some Jews who tried
to protect their houses and shops. The
Governor wired for instructions to St. Pe-
tersburg, but gave Instruction at the same
time that no private message should be ex-
pedited to St. Petersburg.

"Toward 4 o'clock the slaughter began.
Jewish houses were entered; the mob de-

manded all the money and jewels of the
occupants. Afterwards the men were bat-
tered to death with bludgeons and the
women, after being tortured, received sim-
ilar treatment. Children were taken to the
top floors to be thrown from the windows
to the ground.

GIRL GUIDES RUNAWAY HORSES
WITH CHILDREN IN BUGGY.

Frightened Animal Bronsht to Stand-
still on Edge of Bluff and Three

Occupant! of Vehicle Escape.

With two little girls in the seat beside
her. Miss Emma Kennedy clung tightly to
the reins of a runaway horse attached to
the vehicle which the three occupied, whiie
the frightened animal plunged madly
through the crowded streets of EdwardS-vill- e

yesterday aftemcon.
Everjr moment it seemed as If the fraU

vehicle would be dashed to pieces Against
some obstruction. and spectators held their

"The police not only did not protect the
Jens, but guided the mob to the Jewish
houses, because, in several case'. Christian
houses had been attacked b mistake.

Toward evening the barbarism reached
its apogee. The robbers cut the throats of
a fen Jens and soaked pieces of linen In
the blood. This crimsoned linen was then
attached to canes to make flags. Other
brigands ripped men open and stuffed the
corpses with feather bedding.

"Another party made a specialty qf cruci-fin- g

the Jens, driving large nails through
their feet and hands. The merchant er

defended his children with a re-

volver, but nas soon overpowered by a
mob, who tore out his eies and tongue.

"A n Jewess sought to defend
herself by throning hot water on her as-
sailants, but was dragged into the street
with her child, and both were bludgeoned
to death.

DROVE DEPUTATION AWAY.
"These scenes lasted unt.t midnight, when

a few hours of quietness followed. On Mon-
day morning, the city being dominated by
strong patrols of soldiers, a Jewish deputa-
tion visited the Governor to demand eff-
icacious rreasuro? for protection, but that
official replied nonchalantly that he could
do nothing, as he had not received instruc-
tions from St. Petersburg. The deputation
wanted to remain In the courtard of the
Governor's residence, but the Governor or-

dered them driven out.
"Then the mob, encouraged by the Gov-

ernor's attitude, resumed the work of pil-
lage and slaughter.

"What did the soldiers and police do? In
Gastlnaia street an officer met the robbers,
laden with loot from the Jewish shops, told
them to drop their booty ami rifle a Jewish
shop near by. The police showed the mob
those Jewish shops whose owners had es-

caped by dijpla!ng Christian images In
the windows. The Jewish Inmates of these
houses were crucified while the soldiers and
police formed circles in which Jens were
battered to death.

"In two other streets the soldiers and
police took a large share In the pillage.
Two underofflcers tortured a Jewess In the
presence of their soldiers and murdered
her afterwards.

"And the great public society, what Is It
doing? Society promenaded or drove
through the city to gaze at the interesting
spectacle and many of the Russian aristoc-
racy Incited the mob.

SYNAGOGUES DEVASTATED.
"With fiendish energy the brigands dev-

astated the synagogues, the keepers who
resisted being murdered. Manv synasogucs,
including the great sjnagogue In SIneuala
place, were entered and wrecked, thj rolls,
of the thora being mutilated and desecrated
in an indescribable fashion.

"These scenes of violence lasted unUl
Monday evening. Then the authorities de-

clared they received orders to use rigor and
to employ armed force to restore order.
Then, as If bv the Influence of a magic
wand, rioUrg ceased.

"As to the results of the riots, there are
at the present time at least 100 dead. 50)
wounded, of whom ICO will not survive,
while the other 400 will forever bear traces
of their injuries; SI widows and orphans,
notwithstanding the number of infants
killed: S.0 families, totaling 3,000 souls,
are reduced to destitution and are without
shelter and without the means of existence,
while the damage to property amounts to
more than K03.000.

"Subscriptions received from all sections
of the United States and Canada up to to-

day amount to J40.0CO and letters containing
money are being received by ev ery mall. A
cablegram was received to-d- acknowledg-
ing the receipt of 15.000 rubles by the repre-
sentativ es of the State Bank of New York
In Kishineff. The cable also stated that
the city of Tiraspol Is peaceful."

Russia, said

"There is In Russia, as in Gernany and
Austria a feeling asainst ccmln of the
Jtns. The rasoi for this unfriendly atti-
tude Is fourd in the fact that the Jews
will r.ct ncrk in the field or engage In
agriculture. They prefer to bo money Iend-er- c

Give a Jew a couple of dollars and he
bsc res a banker and broker.

"In this capacity he takes advantage of
the Russian peasant, whom he soon has In
his poner and ultimately destrojs. It Is
when the patience of the peasant Is ex-

hausted that a conflict between peasants
and Jews occurs. Ordinarily, the Russian Is
a very patient person, but It is only nat-
ural that he should entertain a feeling of
resentment for the one nho has wrought
his ruin.

TRIED TO HELP JEWS.
"Emperor Nicholas I sought to help the

Jew by ordering the establishment of agri-
cultural colonies in Southern Rueia, hop-
ing to induce the Jens to engage In agricul-
tural pursuits, listead of money-lendin- g,

but "he effort was unsuccessful.
"Nor have other project establishing Jew-

ish states been successful.
"The situation In Russia, o far as the

Jews are concerned. Is this: It Is the peas-
ant against the morey-lende- r, and not the
Russians against the Jc. There Is no
fieling against the Jen In Russia because
of religion. It Is as I have sa'd the Jen-ruin- s

the peasants with the result that con-
flicts occur when the latter have lost all
their worldly possessions and have nothing
to live upon.

"There are many good Jews in Russia
and they are respected. Jenish genius is
appreciated In Russia, and the Jewish lst

is honortd Jews also appear in th
financial world in Russia.

"The Russian Government affords the
same protection to the Jens that it does to
any other of its citizens, and nhen a riot
occurs and Jews are attacked the officials
Immediately take steps to apprehend thoe
who began the riot and visit severe punish-
ment upon them.

RUSSIANS PUNISHED.
"In the past Russians have been severely

punished for attacks upon Jens. But. not-
withstanding these conflicts, the Jews con-
tinue to do the very things which have
been responsible for the troubles which
Involve them."

Continuing the conversation, the Ambas-
sador said: "The Russian readily assim-
ilates with the people of all other races,
and If he cannot assimilate with the Jen-I-t

Is apparent that the fault must lie with
the Jew, and not with the Russ-an.- "

The Ambassador's1 attention was called to
the statement contained In press dispatches
from St. Petersburg to-d- to the effect
that a ministerial decree had been Issued
forbidding the Jens to arm themselves for
their own protection.

"I have received no Information regard
ing the nature of the decree," he said, "but
I know that when the facts are made
known it will appear differently and will
be shown that the decree does not discrim-
inate against the Jews. The fact that Lieu-
tenant General Raaben. the Governor of
Bessarabia, has been called to St. Peters-
burg shows conclusively that the Imperial
authorities are seriously regarding the
Kishineff affair and are taking prompt
measures to punish the guilty and to pre-
vent repetitions of these disturbances."

CHARGED WITH ROBBING
HIS BROTHER'S HOME.

John H. Lntttmore of Fenrnson At--

rested In Pawnshop YAlth
Stolen Goods.

On the description furnished by his
brother, whose home at Ferguson, Mo , was
robbed of jewelry and clothing to the value
of J100 several nights ago, John H. Latti-mor- e.

21 vcars old, was arrested last night
at 10 o'clock In a Market street pawnshop
and is held for a warrant charging film
with the theft.

C. M. Lattimore. who complained of the
robber. gave Assistant Chief of Police v-

a description which was identical
with that of his brother.

He told Chief Glllaspy that the man he
described was suspected by him of the job,
but did not sav he suspected his brother.

Young Lattimore. whoialso lives at Fer-
guson, was recognized when he appeared at
the Union loan office with some of the
stolen goods. The articles were taken to
the Four Courts with him and will be used
as evidence If he Is prosecuted.

When joung Lattimore. who has several
aliases, was placed under arrest he ad-
mitted being a brother of the Ferguson
Littlmore. who had complained of the
burglar'. but refused to admit entering his
brother's house and taking an thing against
the wishes of the latter.

A message wa sent to Lattimore at Fer-
guson and he Is expected to call at the
Four Courts. this morning to identify the
man arrested. If he refuses to prosecute
his brother he Is not entitled to the prop-
erty he claims was stolen, according to a
peculiar legal technicality.

Mrs. Gunning S. Bedford Intends to fight
to the bitter end the charges brought
against her was made apparent by her de-
meanor at Bow Street Police Court this
morning, when she was arraigned upon
the charge of giving false Information con-
cerning the birth of a female child to se-
cure her husband's full estate.

Her attitude was one of defiance, and the
way in which she directed her counsel-i- n

his endeavor to secure the return of hermoney and check book demonstrated that
she possessed much resource.

Mrs. Bedford Is a stylish-lookin- g woman,
with an abundance of golden hair. When
she entered the dock she bowed to theMagistrate. She was pale, but composed,
though her eyes betrayed she had been
weeping.

As the only witness called was Inspector
Gough. who made the arrest, there was
nothing in the proceedings to Indicate whatline the defense would take. Nurse Caro-
line Thomas and the child are still at Char-
ing Cross Hotel, but it is expected they will
go to Paris shortly and Uve at Mrs. Bed-
ford's apartment there.

From what the nurse said -, it seems
almost certain that Mrs. Bedford Intends to
endeavor to prove that she gave birth to
the child before her husband's death, and
that her husband saw the little one upon
everal occasions.

The letter, written April :?, stated that
Glttelman's father, who ! a grain dealer,
was passing through Kishineff on the first
day of the massacre. Hordes of Russian
peasants, calling themselves Christians, be-
gan by breaking the windows and destroy-
ing the shops and homes of the Jens.

"I left at once." said the old man's l'tter.
according to the translator, "but returned
the next day to help ra people see the Gov-
ernor and the military for protection.

He locked
himself In hl house. The commanding of-

ficer of the soldiers did the same. We tried
to end a telegram to St. Petersburg, but
the officials would-r.o- t send the message to
the Czar unless the Governor authorized It.
We could not see the Governor. We could
do nothing.

The third day the General of the troops
received orders to protect our people from
murder and outrage. Then the soldiers,
who had looked on, began to arrest the
murderers.

Do not believe that only the poor and
Ignorant were concerned In this work. Some
of the wealthy and the Intelligent sanc-

tioned the massacre and shard in the
spoils of the robbers.

"On the second day I walked through the
street and saw hands, carp and feet llng
In the gutters. Some of them were cut
from our people, who were not jet dead,
but were In the hospital. About fifty were
killed outright. More than 11) wounded,
tortured person' were sent to the hospital.
They are djing there at the rate of about
ten a daj-- .

"In the homes of our pecple here at the
sason of the Passover they not onlj- - killed
men. but submitted women to horrible
tieatment. Babies they took by their heel?

BOODLERS HOPE FOR FAVOR

FROM SUPREME COURT.

Defendants Delieve Decision May Hold
That Client' Confession to Attoftie-- r

Cannot Be Used for Testimony.

Informed persons profess to believe that
the Supreme Court will hand 'down de-
cisions y In the Lehmann and Faulk-
ner cases, now on appeal from convictions
for perjury in the St. Louis Circuit Court.

There have been street rumors to the ef-
fect that the cases will be reversed on the
ground that a client's confession to his at-
torney cannot be used for testimony1.

The leaders' motive Is to share In
the pillage that attends the persecution,
ending with a massacre. The Jews are en-

vied by the peasants, it is said, because
they are better educated and thriftier,
while fanaticism also plays a part.

preclated by all of those who have watcheJ
the progress of the boodle cases. If Leh-

mann and Faulkner axe allowed to fro free
the whole boodle outfit will rejoice over the
decision. Both cltj-- and State boodlers who
have been Indicted or convicted will take
heart at the first hope which has been
given to them.

There are now seven cases appealed to
the Supreme Court, which will be affected
by the decision, all of which are for per-

jury. The ground work will be laid fcr
reversals and breaking of indictments In
other cases, which could be avoided by an
early decision.

There Is a close relation existing between
the State and local boodlers which Is arous-
ing mutual assistance at the present time.
More than one witness who has been be-
fore the St. Louis Grand Jury has been
coached and primed bj-- attorneys for "the
defense" an indefinable term which is be-

ginning gradually to be understood by the
people.

According to the plan mapped out. If the
cases are reversed as the boodlers confi-
dently predict every effort will be made to
prosecute the State's witnesses. Tamblyn.
J. K. and E. EC Murrell. Schumacher. Rob-
inson and Helms have all been threatened
by the influences affected by the Lehmann
and Faulkner decision.

If. bj- - any chance, the decision of the Cir-

cuit Court Is affirmed, every effort at delay
will be made by the boodlers. They are al-

ready working on plans to select a man of
different type than Folk to succeed him
when his term expires, a year from next
January.

In order to make a delay, an appeal will
be taken to the United States Supre-a- e

Court, grounds for such an appeal having
already been laid. The final decision of
the highest tribunal cannot be made while
Folk Is In office. Pending the expectation
of a dismissal of the cases when Folk's
successor Is elected, the city and State
boodlers are using every effort to delay
proceedings.

As Is usual In cases of Importance. Cir-

cuit Attorney Folk has asked that the ar--gi

ments in the Butler case be heard before
the summer vacation, which probably wilt
begin the latter part of June and continue
until October. The importance of the But-
ler case in determining points of law In
other boodle trials is felt ly both the
prcsecutlng officers and "the defense."

Whether a decision on this pclnt will be
reached by the Supreme Court to-d- is
not known.
