AND MAKES NUMEROUS SUGCGESTIONS
THAT RECEIVE COURT'S HEARTY APPROVAL

Judge O'Nell Ryan in accepting (he Grand
Jury's report, thanked the jurors for thelr
work, and told them that the court would
endesvor to bring about the adoption of

gome of the suggestions made.
He stated that while the number of indlct-
ments found and returned into court wnas

not an indlcatlon, he knew that the Grand
Jury had dome much good work, and that
its labors had been arduous,

Judge Waiter B. Donglag sat on the bench
with Judge Hyan, and hoth read the report
curefully, ‘The report follows:

STATE AND MUNICIPAL

CORRUPTION INVESTIGATION.

We have devoted conslderable time to
charges of bribery slieged to have bean
committed In the city of Bt. Louls by State
leglslators. In examining these chorges it
became necessary to look Intg legislative
methods at Jefferson Clty.

Bribery ls & commeon offense, hut It Is
very uncommon to get evidence of it. Tha
difficulty In obtalning testimony ls great, as
only the bribe-giver and the bribe-taker are
cognizant of the transaction. They carry
on their infamous schemes under cover, and
out of the presence of witnesses.

The testimony we have heard has shown
a state of affairs most amazing. High State
officlain have confessed to us of having been
pald bribes for officlal Influence, and having
acled a8 go-betwefns In securing bribes for
other legisiatora. We have listenod to the
confessions of Siate Senators, and were wa
at liverty to make known all they have
told us the recital would appall and as-
tound the citizens of this State.

The extent of the venality existing amons
the makers of our State laws is alarming
to those who believe in froe government.
Our investigations “have gone bock for
twelve years, and during that time the evi-
dence before us sliows that corruption has
been the usunl and acceptad thing in Stata
legislation, and that, too, wilthout interfer-
ence or hindrance.

TENDENCY HAS BEEN
T0 1IGNORE CRIME.

The tend=ncy has heen to hide or ignors
rather than to expose and punish this in-
famous erims. Laws have heen sold to the
highest bidder in numerous instances that
we have evidence of. Senatora have been
on the pay roll of Iobbyists and sarved spe-
clal interests instead of the public good. It
i time that the people should be awakened
to the awful condition of things In thelr
Geareral Assembiy. The rights of the peo-
pla have bean igrored and thesa publle pil-
ferers have fattened on the credulity of the
people. We have not had an opportunity
to fully probe this festering sore on the
body politic. and we must leave further In-
vestigation to our successors, with the hope
that what we have done will eall attentinn
to thess epamies of the public welfare and
help arouse the public consclence.

We have belield with shame and humilia-
tion the violation of the sacred trust re-
posed by he people in their publie servants,
and we trust that the exposure and punish-
ment of these miscreants will result In
bringing about a higher tone In public serv-
{ee. We belleve that laws should be paszsed
making 1t unlawful for lobbyists to ply their
profession in the manner that some of them
TNOW operate.

They should be permitied to appear be-
fora legislative commitiees openly in behalf
of special interests, but should not be al-
lowed to use undue and secret mesns to in-
fluence legislation. We believe that laws
should be enscted providing for ihe for-
felture of franchlses procured by corript
mathods. The rule of law 2s 10 stolen prop-
erty should be made to apply to franclises
obtained by bribery. There can be no vest-
ed rights in stolen goods, and there should
be no vested rights in public franchises se-
cired by venal methods.

PAYNE ORDERS CUT IN SALARY
OF FOUR ST. LOUIS OFFICIALS.

Alleged Excessive Allowances in Violation ¢f the Law and Desigoa-
tion of Position Made Under Be avers’s Administration Subject

of Investigation—Postmastcr Merritt Replies to Charges of
Ex-Cashier Tulloch and Declares Removal No Mistake.

Washington, May 20.—As a result of the
thorough overhauling of the rosters of the
post offices throughout the country, Post-
master General Payne to-day announced his
approval of Instructions reducing the saln-
rles of Assistant Postmasters at fourteen
second-class post offices to 50 per cent of
the salaries of the respectlve Postmusters,

Among them are Cairo, 11.; Clarinda, Ia.;
Fast 8t. Louls, 11l.; and Ponce and San
Juan, Porto Rico.

He has found thirty-six offcials In the
postal service who kold cffices under desig-
nations not authorlzed by law, and directad
that their positions be changed t> conform
to the law governing them.

They were In New York, Boston, Brook-

Iyn, 8t. Louis, Washington, Los Angeles,
Louisville, Chicago and ecight other of-
fices.

Among these designations not authorized
by law are “superintendent of stations’ (al-
though thers I8 a superintendent for each
separate station), “‘avditor of stations,”
“inspector of statlons,” ete,

Viclatlons of the law which fix the maxi-
mum salary of clerks In second-class post
officea at $1,000 n year, except in the case
of Assistant Postmasters, will be corrected
at Leadvllle, Colo., and three other places,

The investigation disclosed elght post of-
ficea at which, in all, thirteen clerks re-
celve more than the salaries to which their
designated positions as *“assistant superin-
tendents” entitle them, and in Ehese cnses
the Postmaster General has directed that
the salaries be accordingly reduced.

The reply of Postmaster Merritt of this

“Before I became Postmaster” sayvs Mr.

Merritt, “one of the employes of the Post
Office was suspended from duty from May
B to Juno 3, 1888, without pay, without any
reagon of record, vo far as i have learned,
und without any departmentsl authority.
Ar. Tulloch, the cashler, retained thls man’s
pay for the time stuted, amounting to $140,
ngeinst his protest, 1 am told, obtaining his
signature 1o the customnary form of pay
roll, however, and then sent the nccount to
the nuditor. for the Post-Office Depnrtment
a= though Enymenl had n-‘lual!i‘ henn mnade.

“The cashier probaly had the Postmas-
ter's order to do this, and it seems he did
not make pergonal use of the money. Rut
the transaction appears. nevertheless, to
comprehend the pregentation of n falas
voncher, which I8 made a crime by section
5181 of the Revised Statutes of the Unlted
Statea.

“The money thus unlawfully tnken was dl-
vited by the eashier, or by his direction,
among o number of prraons, upon orders

d in the name of the Postmaster by his
ant (though in one case no order hns
heen found) until all of It was ueed up ex-
copt $7.86, which is now in the official pos-
reeslon of one of the burfaus of the Post-
OMee Department.

Postmaster Merritt, then. spenking of his
removal of Cashler. Tulloch almost at once
after he became Postmaster, declares the
removel was no mistake, and for reason
therefor says:

CAUSH OF TULLOCH'S REMOVAL,

“Take this ancident related to me by
James P. Wlillott., my predecessor, a few
dnyvs after 1 assnmed the postmastership,
and fullv confirmed by th= statemeont of
others: He gald that his accounts for tha
la=t quarier of his term were In a rather
tangled condition; that he was very much
worried about them; that his cashler should
not have laft them in this condition; that
he regarded it s tha cashier's duty to
properly arrerye and close them; but that
after appealing to him for hils assistance,
he. Tulloch., absolutely refused to give it
unless he wais oald therefore. TUpon
my advice Mr. Willett indlgnantly rejected
the ofter, and Mr, Tuolloch never gave him
any ald whatever. The work wam entirely
and satisfactorily dones by my own officlal
tu_!:gg.

n looking into the practice of the
cashieZs office prior to Mr. Tulloch'y sep-
aration from It, I found that he hand been
in the habit for many years of making up
the quarterly pay rolls of the office In
blank, getting the signatures of the em-
ployes thereto and filling In afterwards the
dates and amounts pald. I do not charge
that these amounts were ever Improperly
filled In: but I need not say to any husiness
man &t least that such a practice presented
an open door to fraud.” .
