Coroner Holds Inquest Over Body
of SL Louis Prize Fighter.

an inquest ht over the body of George
Ester, known as Feley. the heavy prize
fighter, who died In the Tiospltal this morn-
ing from concassion of the brain, result-
ing from a right swine on the Jaw delivered
by Jim Jeffords of California In a fight
Thursday night before the Savannah Ath-Ist- le

"While these" are among the Incidents
showing the growing conservatism and
broadening of the views of the wage work-
ers, many incidents could also be given
showing a similar broadening of the views
of the employers. Several organizations of
emplovers. originally started for the pur-
pose of 'smashlnc the unions.' have changed
to the more rational policy of deiling and
making Joint trrde agreements with them.
