diDoctor M. Burnham preached yesterday
morning at Pilgrim Congregational Church
oh the ttxt (Acta xxil. 25), '"I believe
Obd." He said, in part:

and his companions stood on the
deck of the storm-beate- n vessel in the Med-
iterranean, off Malta. There were two fac-
tors In the situation for Paul a divine will,
an enlightened human with a
Olvlne.wlU. Bo. Paul, believing God and co-
operating with God. was irresistible.

"Let us, if possible, bring out this state-Sic- nt

or Paul, T believe God. in some of
Jts teaching, we may study it In striking
contrast with the ignorance of and the un-
belief all about Paul. The Centurion

ira a Roman soldier. Ho believed in the
munv of Rome's armies. He believed in

his commission as a Captain of a band, a
commission held under the Roman Govern-
ment. A little while ago, he did not bel'evc
In Paul, who advised them to winter In
Crete. And although now. Influenced as he
w.'s by Paul's wisdom and character and
bearing. Paul did not now find in him a
brother in Christ, l'ke Silas. The Cepturirn
was now-- courteous, but did not have Paul's
faith, although lie had a kind of faith in
Paul.
,"As for the shlpmen, they had once tried

to fly from the shlp under pretext of cast-
ing anchors out of the foreship. and Paul
prevented them. The sailors did not mani-
festly believe God. But those very soldiers,
too. who cut the ropes and let the boatino
the wild waves counseled to kill all the
prisoners lest they swim out and escape.

"BJt Paul's belief was a belief built upon
the revelation of God only. Paul said,
"There stood by me this night the angel of
God, whose 1 am and whom I serve, say-
ing. Tear not. Paul: thou must be brought
before Caesar, and lo. God hath civ en thee
all them that sail with thee. Wherefore,
sirs I believe God Itiwas a sim-
ple, but a mighty creed.

"Paul's belief was backed up by every
movement of his life. He counted not his
life dear unto himself. He had no unsanc-tiiie- d

ambitions. Pleasure? His pleasure was
the movement of a whole belnir righted
with God and moving with God. His pleas-
ure was found in the comfort and Joy of
obedience to divine authority and revela-
tion He was an apostle of Jesus ChrKt
to the Gentiles, going to Rome under the
divine love and care.

"Paul's ftlth led to greater things not
alone physical salety on .Malta, but he car-
ried there the same faith; he healed their
sick, ho planted a church on Ma'.ta. We
mav well believe, even If we have no
ground for believing the tradition, that Pub-ll- n.

the chief mui of the island, became
Bishop. Still, such a work as the greatest
of the apostles did on Malta we must be-
lieve was not evanescent. Wherever some
men go no matter where they at once
edify the church; thev are a part of the
church of the living God: they live in praver
and faith and make their own environment,
ment.

"Paul in that vessel is a tjpc of the
church of Christ the church of God v.

There are pagan soldiers and sailors
and centurions and an ungodly world about
the man of faith to-d- He is called upon
to believe In God to-d- if ever, and the
belief of the real man of God to-d- is em-
phasized bv contrast. The world does not
believe God It believes, mav hap. in his
existence, his wrath; In that even the devils
believe and tremble. They do not believe in
his Infinite goodness: they do not let that,
goodness lead them to repentance.

"But what is believing God? Is it be-
lieving his existence? Yes. Is It believing
Us creation? Yes. Is It believing that rln
finds punishment and virtue Tcward? The
hopes and fears of men have always re-

vealed an intuitive belief In all this. The
God of nature has not hidden himself in a
corner If men will open the eve,
the evidence of such a God is all about us.
There is a God in our environment as truly
as in our gospel.

HISTORY OF ABEL .

A RICH HERITAGE.

Doctor Henderson Speaks on the In-

fluence of .Martyrs, Beginning
With the First.

Reverend Doctor H. G. Henderson preach-
ed yesterday morning at the First Meth-
odist Church on "Posthumous Influence."
selecting for his text. "Abel being
dead jet speaketh." (Heb. xi, 4.)

Doctor Henderson said in part:
"Great truths are incarnated in noble

lives. The eleventh chapter of Hebrews,
from which our text Is taken. Illustrates
the personal embodiment of virtues in ex-
emplary characters. At the head of the
illustrious list stands the proto-mart- of
the millenniums Abel.

"This martial roster of departed worthies
is radiant with their heroic deeds and en-

dures to-d- as an abiding testimonial of
their worth.

"It is said Xerxes painted and Euripides
wrote for eternity; likewise we may say
Abel lived for eternity. Though sixty cen-
turies have come, and gone and empires
risen and decayed, still he being dead yet
speaketh.

"Though his body returned to dust hl9
spirit sped to God; his influence remained
to bless mankind and animate the hearts of
all iGod's children.

"fJKe the afterglow that lingers to gild
the distant peaks when the sun has sunk
to rest behind the western sky. so the post-
humous influence of Abel still lights up
with its holy sheen the path of pilgrims:
after the lapse of the passing years Abel
speaks to us "

"First, of the possibilities of a short life.
The tenure of life is uncertain. Abel died
joung. With tho early dews of manhood
on his brow, he was struck down by a
fratricidal blow from the hand of Cain.
His span of life was brief, yet in the
few j ears given to him, he wrought well
and left a record eloquent with service and
though dead jet speaketh.

Longev Ity Is no v irtue. It may bo a stig-
ma. Jlethuselah was the oldest man; we
cannot add the greatest.

"Abel died joung, and while neither
bronze nor shaft mark his grave yet from
the silence of the centuries he speaks and
to-d- tells us the lesson of the possibili-
ties of a short earthly career.

"Christ died at the age of 33, yet he
cried. 'It is finished," and set the key-
stone In the arch of the rehabilitated tem-
ple of humanity."

MEANS OF SALVATION.

God Accepts Those Who Believe
Enough to Trnst Him Completely,

Sa Doctor Campbell,
i

The Reverend Doctor A. M. Campbell
preached yesterday morning at the Wagoner
Place United Presbyterian Church on the
text. "He that loscth his life for my sake
shall find it." He said. In part:

"It is not likely that any of us in our
following Christ will endanger our bodllv
life. But there Is a higher life that may
be lost whilst caring to preserve the bodily
life.

"So far as a man makes It his chief aim
to win a way for himself and make himself,
he is likely to come to a point bevend which
his own best efforts cannot carry him, and
yet that point is not nearly high enough to
be for him the best and truest life his
nature requires

"When self is the aim and all effort Is
bent in that direction, we not only fall to
win, but wc lose cell. But when losing Bight
of self, we address self to effort whose mo-
tive is for Christ's sake, wo may not only
serve Christ and find Christ, but therein
serve self and find self's true life.

"To me it was pathetic when some time
ago a daughter of tho church, having gotten
into associations from which she knew she
should break away, and yet after trying to
break away, found herself still In bondage,
said, 'O, I Just can't be good. You are in
the thralls of a life in which you wottld
aim to get pleasure or profit, and when it
has been well squeezed, and u are alone,
you are yet unsatisfied, and all the time
you hav e had some effort to keep conscience
quiet, and you wish jou were well out of It
all, but do not know how to get out, ex-
cept by a heroic, revolutionary step, and
you do not feel yourself ready for this!

"And as long as you do not resolutely
let go and pull your heart from that line,
so long you do not get your own life In Its
larger measures.

"Ton may wish yourself well out of pres

ent lines of pleasure and living, and that
vou could get into another level of life
But it Is difficult to get out of the old, us
well as difficult to get Into the new. .

"Having accepted the Invitations along
the lower level of pleasure or thinking or
doing. It is presently supposed bj-- tho some-
thing better that would feel out of
place If this something better were to actu-all- j'

Invite jou Into its fellowship, and so
tho invitation is not made. Not alwajs is
the better door ciosed against jou through
harsh feeling on the pirt of the better, nor
through any disposition to deny jou any-
thing, but If vou have allowed jourself to
seem to have" elected tint other line, the
better doors will presently accept jour own
choice for jourstlf and leave jou to It.

"The soul must show its heroic determina-
tion to b its bost and refu-- e to bo in bond-
age to something less worthy for itself. It
means a decisive, resolute, perhaps painful
letting go, losing that life It may mean
losins chums, and n quarrel with n whole
line of old ideas. Can jou do that? Or,
contemplating the price, will jou with a
sigh turn awuj-- . .ijing. Oh, I Just can't be
good'?

the Baptist preached his searching gospel
they sought to silence him by precedent,
tradition and inheritance. 'We hnvp Ahra--
ham to be our Father.' But he was not to
be frightened from realities by a ghost,
even though it be that of Abraham. 'God
Is able of these stones to raise up children
unto Abraham." That is. there is sucha majesty and glory native to humanity
that God can enter In the lowly and ob-
scure portion of It and lift it to the throne
of power. There is a profound truth here
which history has repeatedly verified tho
power of truth to Inspire and emancipate a
race.

" 'Jesus of Nazareth the King. wrote
Pllate.in scorn over the cross, and how
fine the sarcasm seemed. But Jesus of
Nazareth, said the angel on tho morning of
the third day. Jesus of Nazareth hath
arisen: Jesus of Nazareth, Bald Peter on the
day of Pentecost, sitting on the right hand
of Majesty on high, hath shed forth this
these spiritual impulses that run over hu-
man hearts like an uplifting tide on the
sea. Yes. the kingdom of man has come,
because Christ has come.

"Christ reigns as the unifjlng principle In
humanitj'. The spirit of Christ we maintain
is the great, in fact the on!j unifjlng prin-
ciple in the human family. Some have tried
to find it In commerce. They see In the
white sails of the ship the wing of the dove
with the olive branch. So It should be;
the very ends of the earth are mutually
dependent upon each other for mutual
progress and comfort.

"Christ reigns as the supreme hope, tho
desire and th healer of all nations. Our
conquest of nature, our advance In human
comfort, our expansion In breadth and range
of interest during a generation has been
Immense, but unless Christ reigns within,
our verj civilization maj be a splendid ruin.
Salvation comes not from beneath, but from
above. 'I will shake the heavens and the
earth and the desire of all nations shall
come.' There Is a wonderful stretching out
after Christ among all nations. Heathenism
is breaking up and civilized people are ap-
proaching each othr In as we
see In The Hague tribunal The waters above
Niagara before thej take the glorious leap
hurrj- - and flash and run toward a common
center.

"So a climax seems to be approaching In
human hlstorj-- . In all tho world there is
agitation, aspiration and movement toward
a common center that Indicates a significant
coming of the King. The motto of thatmessage will be 'Loj-alt- to Christ.' In that
day In all the manifold duties, activities
and relations In life the citizen, merchant,
artisan, toller, teacher, student, the house-
keeper and all who serve will look to Christ
as lawgiver and King."

LESSONS FROM LOPS
SODOM EXPERIENCE.

Earthly Gnlns Mny Be Considered hy
the Lord as Cnrscs. Snjs the Rev-

erend T. C. Carleton.

The Reverend T. C. Carleton preached
yesterdav mornirg at Lafayette Park Bap-

tist Church on "Lot's Gains and Losses."
He said, in part:

"Life is a series of gains and losses;
sometimes of losses and losses. But to all
who sincerely love God it Is a series of in-

creased gains Christ came into the world
to make the greatest possible gains for all.

"Lot was a shrewd, successful business
Iran. He loved gain and Increasing posses-
sions. He believed in expansion. The
plains around Sodom were fine for cattle
and the market was good. There were
gains there for him. Yes, Lot, gains and
losses, too. A wise man must consider
both.

"The hum of Industry In the city quickens
the spirit of enterprise and puts life into
one's business. The city has manj' com-
forts and luxuries that cannot be had in
the country. There is so much to instruct,
to entertain and to amuse. There is more
refinement and culture, and the society
there will offer so many more opportunities
for one's family.

"Lot was so much pleased with the city
that he moved in. He succeeded. He was
popular and became Mayor. His gains were
increasing possessions, more privileges and
comforts for himself and family, a larger
field for usefulness and pleasure and a
growing power. These gains are fascinat-
ing. But the losses, what are they?

"Ah. Lot. manj men like j ou have looked
at one side of a question to their sorrow.
He lost the fellowship of Abraham, a man
who was in touch with God. Alas, there
was no Abraham in Sodom! The value of
such a friend is far beyond herds of cattle
and heaps of gold.
' "Nor was God so accessible In Sodom as

in the quiet hills. Business,and society and
politics ,ind sin got between him and God.
His soul was not fed and fostered, hut
veed day by daj The growing wealth
makes him worldly, and his family are
caught In the whirl of socictj and stained
by its muddy waters They lose the fiiend-shl- p

of God as they gain the favor of the
Sodomites, and Innocence of soul Is sacri-
ficed for bodily Indulgence. His riches nre
a snare. Thej-- tempt the vicious. Lot and
his possessions are taken for booty. And
when saved by Abraham, the man who did
not go to Sodom, ho returns, to find a
greater loss.

"There are times when the best gain Is
loss, and the only vv.iy to save Is to j-.

Sodom must go, with all its gains
and 'possessions. Lot and his immediate
family must be saved, but all his gains at
Sodom must bt, burned. And Lot is so hard
to save that angels are stnt to do it, and
they have to work hard at the task. The
folly of the worltilj-mind- and the sin
that grows in such environment are mado
a monumental warning in tho city burning
under the wrath of God. and the wife or
Lot transfixed In her disobedience and un-
willingness to ne led bv angel hinds.

"The best gain Lot could have now was a
total loss of Sodom possessions. His gains
in the wicked cltj iiave been losses, and
more than losses Thej. have been curses.
Better, a thousand times better, had he
never seen Sodom. The gains were tempo-
rary and soon turned into eternal losses.
And while Lot and his daughters were
saved from the flic of Sodom they stamped
the sin and curso of Sodom on their chil-
dren, who were the life-lon- g enemies of
God and Israel.

"We learn from Lot's experience thatgains are deceptive, and may prove losses
and curses That whatever separates us
from God and Innocence is expensive and
dangerous. That family and soul may be
sacrificed for cattle and gold by a good
business man That God burns as mere rub-
bish the riches of earth that he may save
sculs, the treasures of heaven."

MULTIPLICITY OF NAMES

HARMFUL TO THE CHURCH.

Pride In IlitnnI or in Doctrine Is Not
Worship of Christ. Shjs Chris-

tian Minister.

The Rc.-ercn- Trank G. Tjrrell preached
jcsteid.ay morningat Mount C.abanne Chris
tian uiiurcn on "Which Church is Christ's?"taking for his text II Corinthians xi, 3. Ho
said In part:

"If there is salvation from sin and eternal
life for man, It must come through Jesus
Christ. It is of little importance whether a
church Is approved or rejected bj- - men, but
It Is of vital Importance that It be approved
and accepted of Christ. Men are saved not
bj- - liturgies and creeds and elaborate theol-
ogies, but by Christ.

"The clutch of Christ on earth to-d-

cannot bo found wi'hln the ranks of an'denomlnnion alone; it must include all the
redeemed, and there must be redeemed souls
In all communions. There Is not a little con-
fusion beca of the multiplicity of Chris-
tian sects, because of differing names and
crcids.

"If there Is anj thing at all in names, thenPresbj tenan. Episcopal, Methodist, Baptist,
etc , must stand for widely different ideas.
What would a visitor to the planet think If
le were to be told that they are all Chris-
tian, but different tjpes? What must theur enlightened heathen think when he hears
these names and witnesses more or less

and hecrs tho dlfftrent teachings?
"It is well the Presbyterian Church is re-

vising Its cieed, but unfortunate that it
dees not make thorough work of it retire
the ancient document and restore the New
Testament ;reed of the church, which will
never need revision.

"We rejoice that the Episcopal Church Is
restless about Its name, and only regret thatIt looks coetouslj- - toward Rome, seeking to
assume a nomo which is not found in the
Creek of eit'ier the Old Testament or the
New. nor met with until the Second Centurj- -

a name, too. which is redolent of strifeand tyraimj--, of tradition and Imposture.
"I movo for the abolition of all sectariannames and the adoption of the name of

Christ instead, for the church Is his, tho
spoil of his passion, the purchase of his
blood. It is unwise, if not positivelj- -

to assum6 any other name than his,
for it is 'above cverj-- name." Surelj it Is
right, it is becoming, for the church that Is
his to wear his name.

"That church, is Christ's which embodies
his spirit. 'If any man have not the spirit
of Christ, he Is none of his.' Pride in an
eiaooraie ritual, a wealth of tradition, ora doctrinal statement Is not of Christ. A
church may have wealth, learning, prestige:
it may dazzle by its brilliancy, but if ithave not the mind of the Master it Is only
a splendid a galvanized corpse.
What spirit so gentle, so tolerant, so c.

so tender, as his? Where in his-tor- j-

will jou find one so godlike? In him
dwelt all the fullness of the Godhead bodily.'
His church ought to be broad enough and
deep enough for God to dwell In. Nobodv
will quarrel as to how his spirit has be-
come the animating principle of the church;
If the spirit is there, the world will re-
joice in it. and the church will be resist-
less.

"Christ preached the gospel of tho king-
dom. He called men to repentance, and

odIy life. Through his apostles, he laid
own tho conditions of membership in his

church, and tho conditions of the new life.
Is the church preaching what he did? Is it
performing the teaching function commit-
ted to it? His church will teach, cause men
to know, all that pertains to a life of holi-
ness. And It will not neglect the bodies of
men; It will build asylums, hospitals and
homes. It will lead all benevolence, and bo
the inspiration of all true reform.

"Mrs. Slgournej" describes the present
condition of tho religious world and the at-
titude of far too many churches, when she
writes:

Each differing sect. uho.e base

Washington, June 7. Members of the Gen

eral Board of the Navy, of which Admiral
Dewey is the president, have drawn up a)
tentative bill providing for the establish- -
ment by act of Congress of a general staff
for the navy similar to that soon to be pat
Into effect in the army. '

The project contemplates a practical re-
organization of the Navy Department. Its
advocates who include Admiral Dewey.
Hear Admiral Taylor, Chief of the Bureau
of Navigation, and many other prominent
naval officers feel confident that Secretary
Moody will urge Congress to authorize a
general staff, although this particular proj-
ect may not meet with the approval of tha
House and Senate naval committees. This
project contemplates that the General Board
upon the establishment of the general staff
will cease to exist and the general staff will
be divided as follows:

Section one, the fleet, together with itssupplies; section two, the personnel, enlisted,
nnd commissioned, of the entire navy; se-U-on

three, war plans, the Naval War Col-
lege and the office of Naval Intelligence.

The duties ot the general staff, contem-
plated in tne proposed plan, will oe: To de-
vise plans for the employment of the n
tlonal, naval forces to the best advantage
to organize during time of peace proper and'
adequate naval defense of the coasts of thocountry; to utilize fully the naval reserves
and merchant marine service of the Gov-
ernment; to insure, by frequent consultationand study with the War Department, a cor-
dial and comprehensive scheme of

commissioned and enlisted, including theNaval Academy, and the advanced Instruc-
tion to officers at the Naval War College:to supervise the publication and issuance)
