East Side Horseman Offers to Forfeit
Ifri.OIH) If WronK Can Be Proven.

John S. Bratton. the ESt Fide horseman
to whom Jockey S. Dean is under contract,
returned to St. Louis from a long Eastern
trip Saturday. Mr. Bratton had not been
home since Dean was denied the privilese
of riding at the Fair Grounds.

Those who know the man from "botild
Ttone" know how little he fears to speak
out in meeting.

"They set my jockey down," said Mr.
Bnilton. "Tommy did not do wrong. I will
make this proposition: I will put Jj.000 In
the hands of the sporting editor of The Re-
public, the money to be forfeited If Judge
Brady, Mr. Maglnn, the racing stewards,
any bookmaker, any reputable, credible man
or woman can prove to the satisfaction of
any three reputable men that Dean did a
single wrong act while riding for me. Fur-
ther. If It can be proven that Dean did
wrong I want him ruled cff. I want n ttlal
by Jury for this boy. If guilty. l.t him be
fully punished, as the rules provide. If In-

nocent, let this stain be removed from his
character.

"It seems." continued Mr. Bratton with
asperity, "that turf writers accept as final
and correct every act of the racing associa-
tion. You approve of the denial to Dean of
track privileges. yrt admit that you do not
know anything to his discredit."

Mr. Bratton is. perhaps, right. It is true
that the sporting editor of The Reptiolic
cannot cite one bad ride which Dean made.
St. Agnes II did run a faster rnce In mud
under Dean than she ran two davs Inter be-
hind Bill Knight on a fast track. But hersubsequent races under Dale proved that she
was-sor- e nnd oft her form, and she has been
laid up since. Dpan seemed to try hard
with St Agnes when she was beaten, end
Bill Knight can beat her anyhow.
