AGREED TO KILL KING.

FPrince Peter accepted the conditlons. As
soon &8 the conspirators obtained this as-
surance that the Kingdom would have na
new soverelgn, they declded to kill King
Alexander nand Queen Draga. Colonel
Maschin, Queen Draga's brother-in-law,
was the leader of the conspiracy.

A nmumber of officers came to Belgrade
from Interior posts on the nigkt of the
tragedy and supped together at the Ser-
| bische Kron restaurant, where the final de-

talls were arranged.
| At midnight they proceeded from the rea-
| taurant to the paince and forced the door
leading to the royal apartments, using dyna-
! mite,
|  When the officers entered they could find
nobody—the King and Queen, alarmed by
| the noles of their approach, having con-
| cealed themselves TFor two whole hours

1 the officers hunted through every nook and
corner of the royval apartments without suc-
cess, Then they found the King's adjutant,
Lazar Petrovics, and compelled him to lead
them to the King's hiding place. He tonk
them to the bathroom and pointed to a se-
cret door In the wall, opening upen a stair-
case leadlng 10 the roof.
CROUCHED BEHIND DOOR.

Brehind this door crouched the King and
Queen. When the consplrators wera ms-
sured of thelr prey they promptly shot and
killed the adjutant.

AMeanwhile the King fell upon hls knees
and begged for life, offering to yiald to

ngree Lo leave the country, or 10 send Queen
Draga away— anything, everything—If only
they would not kill him,

The officers answered roughly, *It 1s too
late,” and fired at him.

The Queen also fsll on her knees and
ssked pardon for her conduct, but one of
the officers, applylng a degrading eplthet,
told her she had been Queen long enough.

One hundred geldlers, commanded by two
officers, at the samo time surrcunded the
houso of Minlster of War Pavlovies and
summoned Wim to open the door, The
Minister looked from a window and the
soldlers fired at him, wounding him. The
Russion military attacha, who lived In the
same house, hearing the noiss, rose and
dressed himeelf in hia Russian uniform and
attempted to remove tha Minister to his
apartment.

The others ordered him to go away, and
he, seeing the hopeleseness of the eltuntion,
departl. The soldlers then entered the
house and shot and killed the Minister,
whose body was left on the floor and was
not discovered untll 10 o'clock In the morn-
ing, when It was found by his son-in-law
and daughter, who had escaped.

FORMER CONSBPIRACY.

Fince the tragedy oceurred the real facts
of an attempt upon the persons of the King
and Queen a month ago have bacome
known. The consplrators at that time en-
Baged the services of a young Boheminn,
the son of a tailor living In Belgrade, He
obtalned a position In the kitchen of the
Grand Hotel of Belgrade to leamn cookery.
He proved so Intelligent that n little later
hx was glven employment (n the royal
kitchen.

Here agaln he proved very efficient, and
was Intrusted with the duty of preparing
the food for the royal table, taking It from
the cocking wutenslls und placing it In
dishes, which he handed to lackevs.

He now began to appear very prosperous
and took French lessons. He cume one day
10 his teacher, a widow living in Belgrade,
in a jubllant state, wearing a new sult of
clothcs and saying that he was earning 130
dinars (about $32) a month. The same even-
ing, while preparing a dish for the King,
he mixed polson with the food. Tha head
cook detected him In the act and promptly
informed the King, and the vouth was ghot
immediately,

Hls parents wera brought to the palace
and told the facts of the case, and wera
compelled, under threats of death, to tell
everybody that their son had killed himself,
Since the tragedy the youth's parents
have revealed the plot,

New York, June 11—An organized cam-
palgn of slander was conducted from Vien-
ha & year or =0 &go concerning the con-
Jugal relatlons of King Alexander and
Queen Draga, which descended to the vilest
calumnies. The European editlon of the
Herald, wishing to set the matter right, ob-
tained an Interview with the two sover-
elgns, which throws some light on the mo-
tUvea of the accusations. These Included
hints that thers would be no helr to ths
throne, that the royal couple were not liv-
Ing happily together and that King Alexan-
der was about to abdlcate.

A Heruld correspondent was recelved In

It weighed about
ninety-eight poundcs and the tires are more
rolid than the ordinary.

He started on his perilous ride. When B8
had proceeded down the incline about twen-
ty feet his wheel swerved, but he soon got
control of It

Down the incline he went at s terrifia
speed and as smoothly as one could wiib.
Around the loop he went, and when about
three-quarters of the distance his wheel
suddenly swerved and he was dashed to the
ground.

He went of? from the Insids of the loop
and barely missaed the Incline which leads to

the loop. The front wheel of tha bicycla
waa crushed. Riley fell on his head and
shoulders.
