St, Louls last evening fssued nvitations
to Reprezentatives and State Senators who
Are at present representing the flooded dis-
trict of the Enst Side In the State Legisia-
ture to meet in the East Si. Louls ity
Hall Tuesday at 1l a. m, to discuss the
methods of relief and take necessary steps
looking toward the construction of a levee
to protect the entire East Side from the
overflow of the Misslesipp! River.

At thiz meeting Mayor Conk of East St
Louls has Invited the heads of the munici-
pal governments of the Fast Side towns af-
fected by the flood. Commitieca will be
nameil, it Is expected, and the Governor will
be petitioned to call an extra session of the
Legislature to pass a law forming the flood-
od territory into a leves district.

Up to yesterday the idea was 1o hold a
mass meeting.

Inasmuch as that body must
pm whnt laws ara required for the forma-
tlon of the laves distriet. Mr. Trautman
conferred with Mavor Cook Iast evening,
and as a result the conference was declded
upon,

In discussing the proposed levee relief
measure, Congressman Rodenberg sald:

RODENBERG'S STATEMENT.

“Inasmuch as the questlon of bhuilding a
dlke or levee i3 strietly one of State legis-
latlon, as a special act of the Legislature
will no doubt be necessary to enable us to
organire a leves district and to construct
a leves, it occours to me that the fnitative
in the matter of organizing for thls work
should be taken by the Senators and Rep-
resentatives who are at present represent-
ing the flooded district In the State Legls-
lature. The senatorial districts in  thia
part of thas State have been serlously af-
fected by the recent floods,

“I would suggest that the threes Senators
and nine Representatives from thess dis-
tricts, acting In conjunctlon with ths May-
ors of the cities affected by the flood, meet
In conference, appolnt all necessary commit-
tees and take the required steps to Insure
the early construction of the levee. In my
opinion It will not be necessary to hold a
masa meetlng to arrange the prellminary
step®, as there |s absolute unanimity of sen-
timent throughout the American Bottoms
in favor of the enrly conatroctlon of this
much-needed levee.”
