BODDLERS RED

NSURANCE BILLS,

James A. vYatorworth Told Grand
Jury Why Favorable Legis-

lation Failed.

DEMAND FOR $40,000 REFUSED

Companies Declined to Tay State
Legislators Senator Sullivan

Would Not Answer Circuit
i Attorney's Questions.

According to James A Waterworth. in-

surance expert of St. Iyjuu, the refusal of
insurance companies to put up money for
boodlers in the sesIon of 1599 was responsi-
ble for the passage of tho bills abolishing
rating boards in the titles and coinsurance.

Beforo entering the Grand Jury-roo- jes-
terday he said that the father of a State
Senator came to him and suggested that he
would be a good man to represent the in-

surance companies during the session, as he
was an insurance agent and was familiar
with lobby work in the Capitol

His terrs were not accepted Shortly
afterwards a. bill v. a- -, Introduced abolish-
ing the underwriting boards in the large
cities. That was followed by another pro-

hibiting coinsurance
Then came a representative ot the com-

bine and demanded that JIO.&'O be paid to
prevent the passage of the bill The com-

panies would or could not produce the
money. The bills were then passed

At the session two ears ago repeal bills
were introduced At first the old figure.
$40,000, was demanded for passage This
was afterwards reduced to S2SG0Q. The com-

panies refused to produce and tiie bills
were killad In committee.

This year the business men of the cities
united In an effort to get the bills through
Delegations visited the capital The insur-
ance companies did not lobby for tho meas-
ures at all Only the coinsurance bill
passed.

Meantime the boodlers had asked from
the companies that $23000 be put up to pass
all three of the bills introduced at the in-

stance of the St. Louis Business Men's
League and other commercial bodies of the
State. Louis B Snow of St. Louis con-

firmed part of the statement made b Mr.

JAMES BLAIR EXPLAINS PLANS.

New York Concern Offers to-Fo- l-,

low Out Suggestions' JladeT
by Hie Mayor's Com- - J

mission.

Jumrs U Blair, repreoentlng the O Rourhe
Construction Compinv of Nen York Cltv,
appeared before the Committee on Water
Department of the Board ot Public Im-
provements esterday morning and urged
that the cit take definite action on the re-

port of the commission of expert engineers
appointed two ears ago

The majorltv report of that commission
held tint "a gravity supply of water from
somo siu.li source as the Upper Meramec
watershed has alwas been the nearest pos-b- le

approach to the ideal, and granting
all that can be said for the artificial meth-
ods of purification, there is no reason to
accord first place to any water which,
either from natural or artificial causes, has,
become polluted."

"I believe," Mr. Blair said, "that the time
has paed for an method of suppling
water for a groat municipality txcept from
some natural source which cannot le con-
taminated.

"While it Is possible to clanf water to
an extent, the result can nnp i. ,.,!
w water originally pure.

"We do not urge that the cit adopt the
Meramec sstem. We only urse that some
definite conclusion be reached, and if the
majority report of the commission lie adorn-
ed, we stand read to enter into contract
for the work"

The general outline which would be fol-
lowed by the O Rourke Construction Com-
pany, should the take up the work, is as
follow s.--

' To mako and submit at our own expene
prellmlnir survey and guieral plans fur
a complete vtcm of gravltv waterworks
from the Meramec River, along the lines
laid down by the Major's expert hdraul!c
commission, within its estimates of con-
struction.

"To inquire title to all land tint max-- Le
necessir for the tfilclent working and full
protection ot the wat'r ihed suppllti the
ss.tem.

' To furnibh all material and labor neces-sar- v

to complete the construction ot the
sjstem within three jeans from the date of
contract.

' To construct the 'vstem under til super-
vision of the Cit Engineer

"To lurnlsh such bund as the cltv may
require for the full execution of the con-
tract, including guarantee of iu intit and
character ot the water to be furnlsh'd "

The city would become the owner of the
propert, subject to tile bonded d. bt, which
would represent the actual cost of construc-
tion of the work. By providing a sufficient
sum. earl. out of the receipt from the
Watir Depirtment to meet the interest and
principal when dm, the tit would be able
to pa off the bond

The nw sjstem would be coiibtructed so
as to connect with the present ststem of
pipes and reservoirs. The old sStem would
continue available for such use as the city

The fcirl was Injured almost exactly like
the mother and the boj received blows on
the right "ide or the head. His right eje
was al0 contused. After viewing the
bodies, Dotrr hastened to East Alton and
notified the authorltle".
