in this regard.

Health Commissioner Simon believes that
if the matter can be covered by a Charter
amendment, and the work of finding the
real owners be taken up systematically, a
great deal of dissatisfaction ran be done
away with on the part of the resident prop-
erty owner, who is easily found and com-
pelled to cut the weeds and grass, yet who
supposes that he is the object of discrim-
ination on the part of the department.

Three Years Ago.

Baltimore. Md . June 23. Throughout the

Scuth there l general activity in every line
of Industry, and in every direction are seen
signs of increasing diversity in manufac-
tures and also in agriculture.

In covering the progress of that section,
the Manufacturers' Record this week re-

ports the rapid development of large bodies
of farming land in Louisiana, in connection
with the remarkable advance In rtce growing
in that State, and also in Texas. '

In a district which fifteen cars ago pro-
duced scarcely a pound of freight and which
was so unfavorably regarded by the South-
ern Pacific Railroad that its officers refused
to build a station, believing that settlement
was impossible, there are now 20.0C0 to 23,0.0
V estern people located, in addition to a
great many Southerners who have been
drawn to the region by the remarkable de-

velopment of the rice Industry, based on
vast irrigation plans which assure an abun-
dant supply of water at all seasons. In that
district ti.toO McCormick reapers were used
last j ear in cutting rice, and the Southern
Pacific hauled 13.WJ carloads of the product.

This great development, taken in connec-
tion with the remarkable advance of the
oil interests of Southwest Louisiana and
Southeast Texas, is illustrated In the state-
ment made by an officer of the Southern
Pacific road, that the railroad passenger
receipts at Beaumont now aerage w,v.0
a month, against 7t.o a month thiee years
ago, and also by the fact that a number of
companies have recently been organized,
one with a capital stock ot J5.Oi0.Ky, an-
other with a capital stock of w.yw.OAi. for
the purchase of land aggregating, in the
latter case, 300.WO acres, which will be de-
veloped with irrigating canals and utilized
for the growing of rice and other products.

So active Is the development in that sec-
tion that immigration offices are to be
opened in Holland and Japan.

In another section of Texas, the peach
and trucking Industry is assuming large
proportions and one orchard of 3.0W acres
is now being developed with many smaller
ones in the same territory.

At the other extreme of the South, the
Norfolk-Virgin- ia trucking district Is burden
ing tne ranroaas ana steamship lines with
an enormous crop of potatoes, which are
reported as bringing prices higher than for
the last eight or ten years. Between these
two points, Virginia and Texas, there are
everywhere seen signs, of an increasing
diversity of agricultural interests, even If
the development has not yet been quite so
pronounced as at these two points.
