President Willard Opens Editorial
Comention jit Omaha With

Emphatic Speech.

LIBEL LAW A VITAL SUBJECT.

Minder of South Carolina Journal-
ist Condemned as an Act

Against Freedom Many
Papeis Are Kead.

President Garry A. Willard called the con-

vention to order and delivered his annual
address. He reviewed the work of the

ear. mentioned the Increased membership
of the association and congratulated the
membership on its healthy condition.

President Willard spoke on the eth'cs of
Journalism and said it was the duty of
ever true,'ncwspaper man to stamp out
"vc!low'".4 journalism. He aroused great en-

thusiasmin a denunciation of attempts to
throtUe the press, regarding which he said:

"One of the paramount Questions of the
day to our profession's the libel law, made
more pointed than ever by the infamous
enactment of a I'ennsvlvanla legislature,
signed by Governor Tennj packer, whose
name will ever be odious to all people who
believe In the liberty of the press ami who
rely upon Its great power to denounce crime
and corruption In public office.

"There 'Is no mistaking the sentiment
of the press and people on this momentous
subject. Ifj is the duty of this body to pass
strong resolutions jgalnst this law-- , whicn
seeks to throttle the press, arj esc both
moral and financial support to secure its
repeal SoMinjust and flagrant a violation
of the people's" rights will not be tolerated
In any civilized country.

"The liberty of the press has been threat-
ened by the murder of a fellow
Journalist in South Carolina, and we protest
with all earnestness against the atrocious
deed. Public opinion cannot too severely
criticise this foul murder and demand that
the guilty party receive the punishment
that he deserves. It was a most dastardly
crime and" strikes at the freee'iom of tho
press in such a manner as to cause us to
wonder where it will end."

The, sales of the drug are to re) corn
trolled by concessionaires, who may ac-
quire the right to sell opium In the islands
by bidding for the privilege every thre
jears There are provisions for licenses and
control of the traffic.
