breed at the World's Fair next year. Al-

ready cows and two bulla
have arrived at the station.

From the present time dally tests will b
made and recorded, and when the Jersey
q aeens arc entered In the contest at St. Louis
next Slay the Jeriey admirers claim that
the breed will still maintain the prestige es-

tablished years ago.
The testing station at Jerseyvllle Is being

conducted under the auspices of the Louis-
iana Purchase Exposition Committee of the
Amsrlcan Jersey Cattle Club. E. A Dar-
ling of New York City, the president of the
club, Is the chairman of the committee. The
other members of the committee are: J.
P. Hutchinson of Georgetown, N. J.; J. J.
Richardson of Davenport. Is.; George B.
Peer of Rochester. N. X., and W. Oettys of
Athens. Tenn. C. T. Graves of MaJtland.
Mo., has beta selected ts the'manager of
the station.

TO USB "JERSEY TARM."
A, O. Auten of Jerseyvllle. member of the

Illinois State Board of Agriculture, has ed

free of charge the use of his elegant
country place. Jersey Farm, two miles west
of Jerseyvllle, for the use of the club In
making the tests. Here Mr. Auten also has
erected several buildings at a cost of several
thousand dollars to assist In the work of
making complete tests.

From now until the opening of the Fair
every device known will be used by tho
Jersey cattle people to make the tests ths
most satisfactory, for they are determined
to sweep the boards at St. Louis.

At the Fair the tests will still be under
the direction of Superintendent Grav es Al-
ready the club has contracted with Walter
T. Olderw orth of Claj ton. Mo . for 150 tons
of ensilage to be planted. harv ested and dr-
ill ered under the supervision of Manager
Graves for use at tho Exposition, and even
the growth of the feed mill be carefully
w atched.

Manager Graves also has submitted plans
on behair of the Jersey Cattle Club to F. D
Coburn. chief of the Live Stock Department
of the Louisiana Purchase Exposition, for
the testing station to be erected at St.
Louis. The American Jersey Cattle Club at
Its last session held In New York City rec-
ommended to Chief Coburn the appointment
of A. O. Auten as superintendent of tho
chow-rin- g exhibits of the dairy breeds of
cattle at tho Fair.

The preliminary testing station at Jersey-
vllle is the result of a resolution adopted
by the American Jersey Cattle Club, In 1902.

Previous experiences at the
Columbian Exposition at Chicago and the

The Jerseyvllle station Is the first of Its

kind that has eer established, and
the fanciers of the dairy breeds of tho
world will watch with Interest the results
obtained by It.

The Jerseyvllle station Is a model of com-
pleteness and consists of a cattle barn, acreamery, an electric light plant, a com-
pressed air pumping station, a feed cutting
and grinding station, two silos. In addition
to sanitary reed lots

The new Innovations In the station are
the work, principally, of Manager Graves,
who. In conjunction with Mr. Auten. in-
spected a number of the leading dairy
farms of the country before starting upon
the plans. For that reason stockmen In
general will be Interested In the construc-
tion of the plant, as well as the manner in
which It Is conducttd ,

The cow barn Is in the form of an L, the
corner portion 36 feet square, with IX) feet
