EASTERN TRIP.

Defore Death He Is Said to Iave
Spoken of Taking “Swect.
Leart” With Him.

REFERRED TO MISS PIERCE.

Lewis Lyon Proved an Important
Witness for Mlaintiff in the
Suit Involving Dead Cup-
italists Estate.

*AMy daughter is to be married soon, and
I am golng on a trip East with my lttie
sweetheart,” =ald Lither E. an two
monthe bafore his des ~wis Lyon of
No. 3842 Olive stroct, acceo i to the Ial-
ter's testimony vestenday, tnken by deposi-
tion In the Pierce-lmboden suit.

Lyon was much surprised nt this dis-
closure, He Inuzhed and sald to Imboden:
“Surely, you are joking."

“No, indeed, lLou; that's right' an-
swered Imboden.
“Well, who is It, Luke?' Lyon then

asked

“The lttle dark-eved Indy whom you saw
the other day In the eafe deposit offices.”

The above conversation, as related In evi-
dence, Is thought to be importont in the
legal action, upon the lssue of which hanga
the dispositlon of a $£0008 estate. It is
leoked upon by Attorney Joszeph Wheless,
representing  the petitioner, Lillle Belle
Plerce, as Indicating a velled expression on
the part of Imboden of formally marrying
the plaintlff ns suon as his daughter, who
but Intely became Ars, J, G. Parrish, wos
wodded.

According to the story told by the plain-
tiff, the common-law marringe contract was
to  be absolutely secret until after the
daughter's wedding. Evervbody concerned,
Miss Plerce avers, was bound 1o the closest
secreécy until the event transpired. Then
was the public announcement to be mide
and the casual words of Lyon are tuken
a3 hinting, to another besldes those persan-
ally interested, the purpose of a public mar-
riage.

WITNESS DID NOT
ENOW PLAITIFF.

Esach of Imboden's old friends who have
taken the stand testify that tle dead man
was very reserved In digcussing hls persan-
el affalrs. That he should zo #o far with
Mr. Lyon Is considersd significant.

Lyon dld not know Miss Plerce; never
having been Introduced to her. But on sev-
eral occaslons, ot the theater and at the
vaulta of the Missourl Safe Deposit Com-
pany in the Equitabla bullding, he had gcen
her In company with Tmboden. He positive-
1y Mdentlfled her vesterday at the offlce of
Attorney Wheless, whera shs sat listening
to the depositlons, as the woman whom he
had noticed.

Morris 8 Hacht of No, 6303 Minerva ava-
nue, closest friend of Imboden, testified in
& manner, on the whole damaging to the
claims of Miss Plerce. He admitted that
Imboden always was extremely courteous
to and conslderate of Miss Picrce, but that
he never sppke of her as a wife, nor hinted
an intention of marryilng her. He declared
that he had met her three years ago on a
Washington avenua car with Imboden, and
that the latter had introduced her as Miss
Plerce.

The taking of depositions in St. Louls was
completed yesterdey. The defensza will not
endeavor to make thelr testimony a mat-
ter of record at this time, but will wait un-
til the trial in the fall. Attornew Wheless
wlill continue collecting his testimony at
French Lick “Springs, In Indlana, on
Wednesday.

Miss Plerce, or “Mrs. Imboden,” ap-
peared durlng the proceedings yesterday,
Bhe sald that she had not been slck, but
merely Indispozed to attend when her pres-
ence was not neces=ary.

ATE AT PIERCE HOME
WITH IMBODEN.

Mr. Hecht was first called to the stand.
Ha sald that he was a retired real estate
man, and had known Imboden well, hav-
ing been assocliated with him in business
enterprises. He never had any conversation

with him concerning Miss Plerce, but
had been In her house in company
with Imboden seven or elght times,

«] generaliy went beiween 7 and 8 in the
evening.”" sald be, “"and remalned until be-
tween 10 and 1. On several oceasions I
took meals thers, at which Imboden ncted
as host and served the viends. In one in-
stance, 1 was Invited to dine there In com-
puny with a lady who was a friend of
mine. But I did not.

“0On another occaslon, when Imboden's
daughter, now Mra. Parrizsh, was slek, I
remember having been asked by Imboden
to carry messages Lo her. I was requested
to do all that I could for her comfort. Im-~
boden asked mo If I had any money. I sald
that I had not, and he asked me to get o
check eashed, which 1 did, for $20. T put the
money inside of a note, which he had given
me for Mies Plerce, I do not know what
were the written contents 3f thal note.

“Imboden nlways Llreated her with the
greatest possible respect. He generally ad-
dressed her as ‘Baby' or 'Miss Lillle' So
far as 1 know, Imboden pald attentlons to
no other woman during this time.

“Onee, durlng his nbsence from the elty,
by his request, 1 called on her several times
and tried to maeke things ss pleasant as
possible, 1 supposed that they were merely
friends.

ASKED TO BE TAKEN
TO VIEW THE BOLY.

At the death of Imboden, I went to his
housze. While there 1 recelved a note from
Mian FPlerce, stiting that she wished to see
me. I called upoen her. Bhe uopeared much
broken up as ‘al2bt be expected when one
has lost thelr closest friend.

“1 asked if there was anything I could do
for her, and she replied that I could do her
a very great favor—escort her tg the Im-
boden home and allow her to see the body.
At Arst 1 consented, but, coming later at
the hour set. I had changed my mind. I
told her that T did not think it my province
to lnterfere in the matter. Hence, 1 did
not go with her.”

In ecross-examination, Attorney J. D.
Dalton breught out that she had been In-
troduced as Miss Plerce and that Imboden
never spoke of marrying or of having mar-
ried her,

At the beginning of the examination of
Mr. Lyon the conversation regarding Im-
boden's "llttle swestheart” was brought out.
Lyon and Imboden also were associated in
business matters and were very friendly.
When Imboden first mentioned a trip East
Lyon supposed he mennt to go with his
daughter and her hustand. But Imboden
expresely denled this and safd that he was
going with “his little sweetheart."

Attarner Dzlton tried to shake him upon
the ldentification of Miss Plerce, but falled.
Lyon seemed sure that Imboden never was
