to compel those having short stocks
to bid up for a supply before the ciul of
this month. While the output Is unquestion-
ably increasing, it' is yet unequal to tho
demand, and it is now quite apparent thatit will not equal the demand for several
weeks to come. So far this year the de-
mand has been largely regulated by a sup-
ply of Western ore, but the smelters arusimj all of that they care to at presentand would use more ore of the Joplln dis-trict If It were obtainable, in preference tothe Colorado product.

Another feature that will have a strongbearing upt,- -i the market a little later willbe two new smelters coming in. one at Laliarpe and one at Chanute. While thesewin not uro large amounts of ore, vet com-ing upon a condition when the market al-ready is overdrawn, it undoubtedly will havnthe effect of Inaugurating an acute situa-tion.
