IWill Ship Back 10,000 Bales to

Meet Short Contracts, Buy-

ing More Cheaply.

- to new high records for the season.
cotton, which Is now considered spot

cotton, was advanced to 13 75 cents a pound,
45 points higher than the previous high
prices established on June 25. The August
option was also advanced very sharply, sell-I-

up to 1175 cents a pound.
These prices are now considered on a basis

of 12 cents a pound for August and 11 cents
for July cotton. In New Orleans the price
of August cotton was forced up to 11 cents
a pound, or 125 points higher than the maxi-
mum prices established in this city

The sensational advances in July and Au-
gust options had a sympathetic effect on the
distant list. There were gains of 31 points
in September. 18 in October and 13 In De-
cember. The biggest gain scored to-d- was
In July, with a gain of 55 points, or G73
per bale. August scored an advance of H
points.

The high prices of the day. were, how-
ever, not sustained, and toward the cldsa
an attack by the bears resulted in lower-
ing prices all around the pit. The August
option, for example, which was fairly
active, sold off from 12:75 cents a pound to
32.35 cents, closing at 12.40 cents, a I013
for the day of 4 points. July contracts were

, worth less at the close than they wero

In New Orleans the early gains were fair-
ly well sustained. In that city August

gained U a. bale, to 14 cents a pound.
NOT MUCH SOLD.

With the great advances in prices, the
New Orleans party did not sell very much
spot cotton, the total for the day being esti-
mated at 200 bales. The total transactions
for the day on the Cotton Exchange in all
the different months amounted to approx-
imately 800.000 bales.

In Liverpool the price of cotton for Imme-
diate delivery there is now selling slightly
below the New York figures and considera-
bly below the New Orleans quotations. In
a normal market Liverpool prices should be
at least SO points above the New Tork mar-
ket This condition of affairs led to the
statements that Liverpool operator! would
ship cotton here to settle the contracts.

It was reported that one big interest in
the British city was short about 10.000 bales
on New York contracts, the supplies for
which he had accumplated in Liverpool.
This amount of cotton. It was reported
on the floor of the exchange, would be
hipped back to this country for delivery

Before going they signed a b'anfc check
and authorized the cashier to fill It out for
anv amount he deemed necessary to meet
the expenses while they were away. The
check was drawn on the National Bank of
Commerce, with which the Gunning Com-
pany does buines1. and was made payable
to the ordr of Buchanan.

Monday afternoon Buchanan told some of
the clerks In the office that he was going
to Sidney, 111., to visit his grandfather, who
was sick. He said he would return Tuesday
morning at 11 o'clock.

After leaving the office he went to the
National Bank of Commerce, It is said, and
presented the check which had been made
for $5,073. In return for the check he re-

ceived 100 $50 bills m packages and $75 In
smaller currency.

The stub of the check, the auditors of th
company say, was made out for but $50.

When BJchanan did not return Tuesday
morning it was believed that he had been
detained in Sidney. Wednesday morning
two auditors of the Gunning company came
from Chicago to check up the books., I"
auditing the finances they found
had been drawn from the National Bank of
Commerce.

FREDERICK W. H0LLS DIES

SUDDENLY IN Y0NKERS.

Secretary of the American Delecntlo
to The nsue and Official of

World's Fair.

Holls, Secretary of the American Delega-

tion to the Hague Pence Conference, and
more recently a member of the Interna-

tional Court, ffled suddently, from heart
failure, at eight o'clock this morning at
his home in this city. He had apparently
been In robust health and had not com-

plained of any Illness for years. W hlla
dressing for breakfast he dropped dead.

"Mr Holls, who was the senior member
of the nrra of Holls. Wagner & Burchard
of Now York City, had acquired lnterna-.ion- al

fame as a lawjer. and In 1901 went
to Bt. Petersburg, at the request of the
Senate, for a consultation upon the subject
of arbitration.

He was a close personal friend of Pres-
ident Roosevelt and only last Monday was
entertained at luncheon at Sagamore Hill.

In the death of Mr. Holls the World's
Tair has lost an ardent worker. During
his travels abroad Mr. Holls, who came In
contact with the most influential people
In nurope. embraced every opportunity to
promote participation in the St. Louis Ex-
position, in which he manifested an ear-
nest interest.

Mr Holls was born in Butler County,
Pa , in 1S57. His father w as tho Reverend
George C. Holls. a Lutheran educator and
philanthropist, ard he personally super-
vised his son's education. In 1S78 his fa-
ther placed him in Columbia College. In
1SS0 he took his degree of Ll D. cum
laude, and in the same vear was admitted
to tho bar of New Tork.

Mr. Holls s work In connection with - le-

gal aid society which was organized in 1S76,

chiefly for the benefit of poor Germans, was
noteworthv. He was a member of the Con-
stitutional Committee of New York In 1S92

and was otherwise distinguished for his ac-
tivities in public life.

President Roosavelt tendered to Mr. Holts
last May the position of umpire to act in
the settlement of tho claims of Germany
and Italy against Venezuela. Under the
terms of settlement effected by Minister
Bow en tho Axing of aU damages for Ger-
many was to be left to ono person repre-
senting Germany nnd another representing
Venezuela, with an umpire to be appointed
by the President of tho United States, and
a simllir method of arbitration was to be
adopted in respect to the ItalUn claim. Mr.
Holls was urged to accept tho place of um-
pire at each of these arbitrations, but he
finally declined.

He was the author of several works,
publishing "Tho Peace Conference at

The Hague, and Its Bearing on Internation-
al Law and Policy."

Mr. Holls was a member of tho Advisory
Committee on International Congresses atthe World's Fair. He was held in high es-
teem by the ETposition management.

London, July 13 When the Hou;e of Com-

mons was In committee to-d- Sir Charles
Dllke (advanced Radical) assailed the for-

eign policy of tho Government, which he
said was strangely inconsistent.

He compared the recent visit of King Ed-

ward to France and President Loubet's re-

turn visit to England with the Govern-
ment's attitude toward Germany, and ac-

cused tho Government of cringing to Ger-

many in the Venezuelan matter and of al-

lowing themselves to be hoodwinked.
"But," Sir Charles said, "when there was

a popular cry against Germany, the nt

hatched up tho Canadian tariff
grievance, and lately the Ministers used
language of absolute ferocity against Ger-
many."

The Under Foreign Secretary, Lord Cran-
borne, rtpljing, said the German Emperor
had nothing whatever to do, dlrecUy or in-

directly, with the communications In the
Venezuelan affair. He vindicated the policy
of the Government In this matter, and said
Great Britain was on friendly terms with
all the Powers. ConUnuing. tho Under Sec-
retary denied that Great Britain was get-
ting the worst of It.

Criticism of the Government's foreign pol-
icy continued at the evening session. Jo-
seph Walton, a Liberal, who strongly fav-
ored an extension of British trade by means

of the Colonial Department, accused the
Government of a succession of humiliating
surrrenders in China, He said tho time had
arrived for facing the situation In Man-
churia and New Chwang.

The Under Foreign Secretary, Lord Cran-
borne. In reply, said that British trade in
China is stlU increasing at a satisfactory
rute and he was confident of securing a
full share of railway and other valuable
concessions.

"The Government," he said, "is fully
ware of tho position in Manchuria. The

great difficulty up to tho present time in
negotiating with Kussla has been that Great
Brltlan has never let been ablo to ascer-
tain exactly what tho Russian Government
wants, and th. fact remains that Man-
churia Is still occupied. Russia's failure to
fulfill her undertaking is satisfactory neither
to Great Brltlan, Japan nor tha United
Stntesv
"The Russian Government knows perfectly

that England would be delighted to come to
an agreement, but there are difficulties. I
doubt whether the Russian Government Is
so homogeniojs a despotism as might be
supposed from her past history. There
seems to be at least tw o parties in the Gov-
ernment with whom wo are obliged to deal,
tnd England has never raceived an lntima-to- n

of what Russia expected.
"Our ally, Japan," he added, "Is becoming

traeasy at the prolongation of the occupa-
tion of Manchuria, and w e are equally anx-
ious for some kind of settlement. There aro
certain elements out of which an agreement
ought to bo possible, and If Rusla Is pre-
pared to give due welsht to our treaty
rights and commercial Interests she wiU not
find us Irreconcilable to compromise."

FIGHT ON TARIFF HAS BEGUN.

Leaflets Prepared Under .Chamber-
lain's Supervision.

IiOndon, July a The educational cam-

paign on the tariff question which Colonial
Secretary Chamberlain has vlgorously
Iaunched by means of leaflets and circulars
issued under his supervision, though not
bearing his name, came In for serious crit-

icism in the House of Lords this afternoon.
Earl Spencer, the Liberal leader in that

house, complained that Mr. Chamberlain
was practically violating the Government
agreement, namely, that the fiscal discus-
sion should be postponed until October. He
said the distribution of such literature
looked on its face as though the Govern-
ment had taken up Mr. Chamberlain's views.

Earl Spencer added that if Mr. Chamber-
lain remained in the Cabinet it would be al-
most Impossible to dissociate his views
from the policy of the Government as a
whole.

Tho Duke of Devonshire. Lord President
of the Council and Conservative leader in
the House, retorted that while he gathered
from the remarks that the Premier ought
to tell Mr. Chamberlain to resign, ho feared
this was a rather Illogical procedure, since,
though the Government had by no means
yet adopted tho views ot the Colonial
Secretary, the Government's investigation,
so far as It had proceeded, had convinced
the Premier and his colleagues that Mr.
Chamberlain's Impeachment of the fiscal
policy wns well founded and that chanses
ought to be effected.

HELD AT DUBLIN

Representative Body of Irish No-

bility Attracted by Presence
of King and Queen.

FESTIVITIES CONTINUE LATE.

British Monarch" Reviews 15,000
Troops and 5,000 Men of the Na-

val Brigade and Presents Col-

ors to Military SchooL

Dublin, July 23. KlnK Edward to-d- re-
viewed 15.000 troops and 6,000 men of tha
Naval Brlgads In Phoenix Park.

The weather was most favorable, bright
sunshine permitting the wearing of sum-
mer costumes and the consequent color ef-
fect. When the ground was packed by tens
of thousands of speotators it made by far
the most brilliant scene of the many wit-
nessed since their Majesties arrtral in
Dublin.

It was tho largest muster of troops ever
seen at a review In Ireland. The Duke o
Connaught was In command.

Tha King, who wore the uniform of a
Field Marshal, was attended by tha Lord
Lieutenant, the Earl of Dudley, and a num-
erous suite.

Prior to leaving tho Vice Hegal Lodge bis
Majesty, presented colors to the Royal Hi-
bernian Military School.

It was after midnight when the day's
festivities closed. The King and Queen
held splerdld court at the castle in the
famous St. Patrick Hall, which waa
gorgeously decorated and Illuminated for
tha occasion.

Their Majesties entered the hall at 10.39
p. m. with all tho accompaniments ot stato
and took their places near the throne,
which was the center of a brilliant group.
Including the Duke and Duchess of ht

and Earl Dudley and other high
state officers In full uniform.

There they received the most representa-
tive body of the Irish nobility and the Irish
peoplo which had been seen at the cutis inmany jears.

The influence of the sovereigns secured a
social union which English statesmen hadvainly sought to attain. The Irish Guards
acted as a guard of honor, and the grand
staircase was lined with Lancers. It was
a function of regal magnificence, and It was
not until the last name on the list had been
read out and the last debutante had made
her curtsey that their Majesties quitted the
scene.

Although Deputy Sheriffs are searohlng
for some clew to the whereabouts of Mrs.
Jennie E. Schott. who up to a month ago
lived at No. 2S04A Franklin avenue, and
who Is charged with conspiracy to defraud.
In an Indictment returned by the Grand
Jury recently, she has so far baffled thelr
efforts.

She was Indicted with Monroe M. Fltz-gcrr-

or the FItzgerrell Realty Company,
Lawronce Jones of the Jones Dry Goods
Company of Kansas City and Nelll Gentry,
head ot a department In the Jones estab-
lishment.

Mrs. Schott Is rather well known to many
residents of St. Louis. She was a Miss Jen-
nie Vaughn, niece of William Bosbyshell. a
former n liverjman of this city,
who about thirty-thre- e years ago served as
a member of the City Council.

In her joutli. it is said, Jennie Vaughn
whs regarded as an attractive girl, fcho
was fond of dress, which fqndness was fos-
tered by her mother, who at that time con-
ducted fashionable boarding-house- s on Pino
and Olive streets.

She married a man named Schott. and formany years they lived on Cass avenue, be-
tween Lefllngwell and Glasgow avenues,
where her lino wearing apparel was the talk
of the neighborhood.

Little differences Anally cropped out be-
tween husband and wife. It is claimed, by
those who knew them, and they finally
sought a divorce. Schott died later, and
since that time Mrs. Schott has been known
as a business woman, and. It Is claimed, ran
a business college to earn a livelihood.

Her uncle, William Bosbyshell, whose
stable was situated at Thrld and Vine
streets, sold his property to the city, and
since that time tho premises have been
used as an engine-hous- e.

Bosbjahell. who was reported to be worth
about $100,000, left St. Louis shortly after-
wards, and. It Is claimed, settled In Old
Mexico. Sheriff Dickmann, who would like
to see Mrs. Schott very badly, has said that
ho believes Mrs. Schott has taken refuge
In that country.

Mrs. Schott is said to have a brother.
Tailor Vaughn, now living at St. Charles,
Mo He was employed years ago as a book-keen- er

for the Cullen & Kelly Livery and
Undertaking Company of this city, and at-
one time worked for the George V. Reid
Oil Company.

David Lanznar, a former furniture dealer
of No 2717-1- 9 Franklin avenue, filed the In-

formation against the Indicted persons. He
claims to have been victimized to the ex-

tent of 40,000 In trading the stock of his
store for real estate In Kansas.

Mra Schott disappeared from the vicinity
In which she lived after telling her neigh-

bors that she was going away on a trip to
make gOO.OOO.

GR0VER CLEVELAND

ON LABOR TROUBLES.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
New York, July 23. That the force of pub-

lic sentiment will lead to general arbitration
In labor disputes Is the position taken by
fnrmer President Cleveland In an flftlrlA n--

I titled "A Few Plain Words on Labor
Troubles," which appears In this week's Col
lier's Weekly.

The national characteristic of underlying
commonn sense, he maintains, will force a
change In the present attitude assumed by
capital and labor, and ultimately patriotism
and the general sentiment of all classes will
prove Irresistible forces working toward
conciliation through arbitration. Thl3 arti-
cle Is copyrighted by P. F. Collier & Son,
through whose permission the following ex-

tracts are printed:
"We have also loved to think of Amer-

ican patriotism." w rites Mr. Cleveland, "and
to dwell upon it as a sentiment so thor-
oughly pervading" our people and bo pure
and genuine that, in Its name, all our
countrymen would be willing to forego
selfish and personal Interests If thereby the
welfare of tho great body ot our peoplo
could be advanced. Wo know that this
patriotism Is not dead and that It Is stlU
ablo to foster and bless tho best American
citizenship; but is there not reason to fear
that It la so weakened among those enlist-
ed In the contentions between employers
and the emplojed that they aro either un-
conscious ot Its restraints or seek to avoid
Its exactions by giving lodgment to the de-
luding notion that their quarrels do not
concern the general good?"

"Happily, however, we can still count up-
on a national characteristic of underlying
common eense that will not permit us to
look upon these untoward condition as In-

corrigible. We may hope that the balance
of right between tho contentions that now
afflict us will bo adjusted as passion is made
to jleld to tho American sentiments of Jus-
tice and love of fair play, and when these
shall Insist that among those who lead as
well a3 those w ho follow Jn these labor con-
troversies1, there shall be created and stimu-
lated a peaceful mood and a conciliatory
sentiment.

"Any Intermediary attempting to bring
the parties In difference together for ami-
cable deliberation should be absolutely disin-
terested and Impartial and should possess
the unqualified respect and confidence of
all concerned.

"The National Civic Federation and like
organizations established In various local-
ities, have Illustrated the beneficent uses
of such Intermediary. Many labor troubles
have been prevented and many have been
settled through their Interposition. Operat-
ing on tho same lines, we have seen volun-
tary arbitration resorted to by the contest-
ing parties on their own motion with the
most reassuring results.

"To these Influences both worklngmen and
their employers are amenable, and neither
can escape thesj Judgment. These forces
of patriotism nnd public sentiment may
sometimes sleep, but when thoroughly
awakened they are Irresistible In the rec-
tification of any wrongs that 'menace our
nation's Integrity and our people's wel-

fare.
"If those who contend In labor quarrels

fall to find for themselves the path of peace
and quiet, we need not despair of a remedy.
Wo can hopefully await the hour when the
