WORLD'S 1 904 FAIR.
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KELLEY'S LETTERS.
Daniel J. Kollcy mistakes the logic of lita Leo let-

ters, lie gives tliem out that he way break down
Lee's testimony and acquit indicted Suite Senators.

Mr. ICelley has not perceived the inevitable infer-
ence from the letters. Such letters could not have
been written unless there had been corrupt and cor-
ruptible Senators.

Leo himself had no vote except in case of a tie. He
could appoint committees but could do bribe-give- rs no
good unlet; there were bribe-takin- g Senators to be
appointed. He could not control the course of a single
measure except through Senators. ICelley admits
giving Lee various sums of money. Ho did not give
tills money for love of Lee. He gave it because Lee
"stood in" with certain members of the Senate.

So far from weakening 1ee's testimony, the let-

ters fully establish the reasonableness of the account
which Leg. gives of particular transactions. They ex-
pose his betrayal of public trust and his flabbiness
of moral character, but they tell in terms which no
man can mistake that there were members of the
Senate for sale.

If the State can show that the Indicted Senator in
racli case was one of these marketable persons and
can point to a specific transaction the letters of Lee
to ICelley will powerfully sustain the charge.

If the defense offers the letters the State may con-
gratulate itself. If the defense does not, the At-
torney General should take measures to get them be-

fore the jury.

WALL- STREET AND PROSPERITY.
Against the fact of the heavy stock declines in

"Wall street must be set the reassuring truth that
general business throughout the country te better than
usual at this season of the year and that collections
are being promptly made.

It is beginning to bo realized by the public that,
when farmers and legitimate business houses in the
various sections of the Union are prosperous. Wall
street happenings need exercise little influence in the
commercial and financial worlds. There was a time
when a flurry In Wall street created something of
dismay in general business circles, but that time

s to have passed. The speculators no longer con-

trol the situation.
In the present instance the excitement in Wall

street seems to have been caused by a fight between
certain big speculative interests. It has no signifi-
cance as representing general conditions.

There is no reason why the country should be
alarmed by Wall street developments in the im-

mediate future. When the speculative interests now
in conflict have finished their fight, "the Street" will
doubtless become normal and all will be serene once
more.

THL' CITY BEAUTIFUL.
In (he current number of the Booklovers' Magazine

the topic of "The City Possible." as regards utility,
beauty and economy. Is thoughtfully considered by
Mr. Albert ICclsey in a spirit which commends It to
the earnest attention of the people of this country.

lr. ICclsey Justly asserts that American cities all
-- iinVe some neglected opportunities for civic leauty.
European experience, he tells us, has shown that, far
from being costly, municipal Improvement is an in-

vestment yielding a largo income. The union of utili-
ty and beauty is easily possible and Its accomplish-
ment may be studied iu many European cities.

The approach to the Cathedral of Notre Dame by
way of the Seine is one of these Instances quoted by
the writer to point his moral. The Gare du Nord
railway station, another Paris feature, possesses the
importance and character of a public work. A neces-
sary railroad cut through the Pare de St Germain,
directly across the Avenue des Loges, was made pleas-
ing to the eye by the work of artists, engineers and
architects. These especially striking Instances of the
combination of utility and beauty in such work show
what can be accomplished in this field.

The topic discussed by Mr. Kelsey is one that is
rcceiyiag exceptional attention in St Louis at the
present time. The municipal administration is work

ing for "the city beautiful" with a resolution and in-

telligence that promise the beat results and should
receive the heartiest on the part of all
citizens. When the World's Fair gates are thrown
open next year St. Louis must compare favorably
with any other city In the world in civic beauty. This
Is one of the necessities of the situation and the pros-
pect now is that It will be adequately met.

FAITH IX RESULTS.

At no time since the metropolitan press of the
world began to ring with the shameful Mory of legis-

lative crimes in Missouri has boodle been so great an
issue with the people. From time to time there have
been predictions that Missouri would weary of the
reform tendency; that aflairs would lapse into the old
situation. But genuine interest and motive seem to
have been mistaken for sheer curiosity aud sensa-

tionalism.
Boodle's spectacular effects ceased to excite after a

time, but the State's ills had lodged deep in the public
mind; the sense of wrong begat a motive, slow but
steadfast, mostly silent but eloquent of grim stieugtli

a motive that lias grown, like a conviction prac-

ticed, until it lias become a part of character.
That motive, imbedded in Missouri character, to-

gether with an inexpressible contempt and hatred of
the perverse crime. Is no longer to be doubted; it de-

serves a faith, a full credit and an abiding reliance.
It has demonstrated its depth and permanence and
vitality. As surely as there is a Missouri character,
so surely will the motive vindicate its power in the
ultimate expulsion of the lobby influence from the
State's governmental concerns.

Recognition of power makes for
Doubt aud hesitancy have no place iu the Missouri
mind. Cognizance of the dominant force at work for
the establishment of a new morale, a new regime,
must Induce absolute faith for the accomplishment.
Faith is the substance, is the source of the eventual
deeds. It is the stimulus of the public morality and
the zest of the public opinion upon which the work
depends. Missouri is justified in taking faith and in-

spiration from the working motive as it is felt, as it
appears and as its strength is demonstrated.

We
could remain stationary by paying out rope. Withiu
twenty-fou- r hours after the principle is demonstrated
Picrpor Morgan may be relied upon to trustlze the
rope industry, so that there will be no dilllculty about
the supply and doubtless there will be a beneficial
bull tendency in industrials.

GOOD INVESTMENT.
The assurance of Water Commissioner Adkius that

clear water may be obtained through the expenditure
of only a million and a quarter of dollars, which is
comparatively far less than the outlay made by other
cities for similar results, is very comforting to con-

servative citizens who arc also progressive. Period
ically, In the last few years, we have been informed i
that the production of pure water, such as possibly
only angels could properly relish, would necessitate
the disbursement of some thirty or fifty millions of
dollars.

Mr. Adkins seems to believe that the Mississippi
water, though cloudy. Is as wholesome In quality as
other waters of tills vicinity, and that not more than
$1,500,000 will suffice to give it satisfactory clearness.
Sarcastically he states that he would be pleat-c- to
have $2r,000,000 appropriated for providing clear, pure
water, if the city would allow him to retain all of the
money above 51,250,000. He Is confident that, by an
arrangement of this kind, he would profit to the
amount of something like ?23,00,000.

There is a difference between $1,250,000 and 0,

or even $23,000,000. The people know that
the Mississippi water may be both clarified and puri-
fied with an original Investment of $3,000,000, at the
most, and that clarifying apparatus and appurtenances
may be installed at an original cost of $1,250,000. Un-

doubtedly they would prefer that the city should
spend $1,230,000 for a clarifying system and perhaps
the same amount In addition for a purifying plant
than to pay $50,000,000 or $25,000,000 for similar re-

sults under less promising conditions.
Mr. Adkins's assertion brings still more consola
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tion. If we had to spend $25,000,000 for clear water,
vie might preter to keep the money and be content
with discolored, yet wholesome, water. But, since we
can spare $1,230,000, or even $2,300,000, and since wo
can have clear water at that cost, and since thesup-pl- y

will be adequate for a city of a million inhabitants
aud more, there can be no objection to the investment,
particularly when we desire that the water he
clarified.

Even $1,250,000 may appear to be a large sum. Yet.
it is t datively small. Other cities have spent and
are spending tens of millions of dollars to get clear
water. Moi cover. St. Ixjuis Is not onlv able to train
results at a relatively trifling expense, but also with- - '

out increasing its debt. The balance in Waterworks ,

Revenue and the regular income will meet the re-- 1

quiremeiits for Improvements. And when the work I

shall have been finished, the rates may be equalized i

and the revenue reduced on a safe basis.
For the construction of two new basins, or riser-- 1

voitw, the Water Department will use S375.000.

There cannot possibly be any charge that this Is nor
a good investment. Probably within six months the
water will be clearer, a result that will be attained in
a shoit time aud at almost tin insignificant cost.

Japanese is polysyllabic, and each syllable ends always
in a vowel sound. Thus but live rhjmes aro possible in
Japanese: while In Chinese they are infinitely varied and
are enriched, v.e are told, by a. complicated system of in-
tonation. As rhyme is the first essential of Chinese poetry,
the Japanese poet with his five rhymes, who would follow
Its rules. Is sadly hampered. The second essential, intona-
tion, lb also impossible in Japanese, where each syllable
has the same value and bears tho samo stress, except when
elided in the carelessness of dally speech. Wo have se.ithat in poetry there is, as Mr. Chamberlain tells
us, "neither rhyme, tone, accent, quantity nor alliteration,
nor docs its rather frequent parallelism follow any regular
method." It differs from prose In literally nothing but the
alternation of lines of flvo and seven syllables, with often
an extra line of seven syllables at tho end. It was tho
special genius of the Japanese for perfecting details, for
making the most of slight means, which made it possible
for anything either vital or beautiful to develop within
such narrow limitations. Their poetry, like so much else
in their art. is reduced to the simplest expression. 'When
the phrase "Japanese poetr" is used it ordinarily, we are
told, includes only thi3 little le form, which
is known as tho "Tanka," and which has been tho favorite
poetical form since tho early days of Japanese literary
history.
