"WOMAN SUSPECTED.
Suspicion points strongly to a prominent

woman of this city, however, and the de-

velopments of the case are expected to
prove astounding.

Little Ewart Checksfleld was the only son
of his father and invalid mother. He made
regular morning and evening trips to the
milkhouse fir his father, and each time got
a bucket filled with milk. Last evening ho
departed from the home on his usual er-

rand, swincing hi? bucket to and fro in
childish lighthcartedncss.

At "SO o'clock he returned home running
and'crylng. His father ran to meet him and
anxiously Inquired what was .the matter.
The boy replied that a woman had given

him a piece of candy which was bitter. On
being questioned he said the woman had
only one plce of candy: that it wan i

wTapped in a piece of paper, and she told
him to be sure to eat it. and not to take it
home.

DIED IX CONVULSIONS.
Not attaching much importance to the

child's story, his father gave him a glas
of milk and a piece of celery to take the
tasteout of his mouth. In a few minutes,
however. the child became alarmingly ill.

Before a physician rouid bo summoned the
boy was in convulsions, and in fifteen min-

utes he was dead.
The physician who arrived a few minutes

later declared there was no doubt the boy

had been poisoned with strychnine.
A m examination was made and

the contents of the boy's stomach will be
analyzed thoroughly before a verdict will
be rendered In the case.

BOUGHT POISON.

It was brought out at the Inquct that
the child told his father the name of the
woman who gave him the candy. This
woman has often been heard to express her
dislike for children, and at the inquest wit-

nesses- testified that she had recently pur-

chased strychnine at the drug store of Wil-

liam H. Budd.
She admits having bought the poison, but

declares she used It to kill rats.
In an interview this woman said:
"I most certainly did not give the Checks-fiel- d

boy any candy last night or any other
time. When he came for his milk ho was
eating something.

" "What arc you eating?' I asked him.
" 'I am eating candy a little boy gave

me," he replied."

Mobile. Ala., July 30. A disastrous fire

occurred on July 15 In Cciba, Spanish Hon-
duras, the particulars of which have Just
been received by steamer.

The fire originated in the dwelling-hous- e

and store of Antonio Pizziatl, and spread
quickly to the buildings of the Vaccaro
Steamship Company, a two-stor- y frome,
the largest building in Central America.

Many houses caught fire and the flames
covered the city. The stores of Lafltte &
Alvarez, P. Devoux & Co. and several oth-"e- rs

of like character were consumed, to-
gether with many small stores and resi-
dences.

The port officer, Julio Alagaria, and the
commandant Jos. Tarant. formed a bucket
brigade, in which even the women served.
The loss is $250,000. The losses of Devoux,
Lafltte & Alvarez are fully covered by in-
surance.

James E. Hazell to rreslde over the case
against Senator William P. Sullivan on a
charge of attempted bribery, y con-

tinued It until Wednesday. August 13. be-

cause of the Illness of Attorney Morton
Jourdan of the defense.

With this change In the dates. It Is prom-

ised that all of the boodle trials will come
off on the dates on which they are now set.
The Farrla case will follow the Sullivan
case, August 21; then will be that of Smith,
August 2i. and last that of Matthews. Au-

gust 31.

GRAND JURY WILL
CONVENE MONDAY.

The Grand Jurv will convene next Mon-

day, and presumably will remain In ses-

sion all week. Attorney General Crow has
subpoenaed a large number of witnesses
and expects to continue the investigation
which was dropped two months ago.

This afternoon all of those interested in
the trials left for their homes. Senators
Farrls. Sullivan and Smith, the latter with
Mrs. Smith and his daughter, left on the 2

o'clock train for St Louis. Senator Mat-

thews went home to Clayton. Attorney
General Crow and his family went to St.
Louis. Morton Jourdan also left, and said
that he expected to leave night
for a chort rest at Block Island, on the
Atlantic Coast.

It is said that Mrs. D. J. Kelley. who was
terved with a subpoena to appear before the
Cole County Grand Jury Just before her
departure for St. Louis will not appear
next Monday, as the subpoena commands.
She has gone to Join her husband In Can-
ada, and, it is said, will remain there until
the Farris case is called, August 24. There
are several questions which the Attorney
General would like to ask her, and if she
appears before the Grand Jury adjourns
she will be served with an attachment to
appear before the Inquisitorial body.

JUDGE TLMMONDS
TAKES THE BENCH.

Judge Tlmmonds ascended the ' . li at
9:03 o'clock, having arrived in Jefferson
City at 3:20 a. m. Attorney Pope filed a
motion to strike out parts of the answer to
the plea In abatement. For the first time
In any of the cases Judge Tlmmonds asked
the attorneys to make oral arguments.
Both sides said that they were willing to
leave the matter to the court, but made
short explanations of the motions. Judge
Trlmmonds overruled the motion to strike
out Tho demurrer to the plea in abate-
ment was also argued orally.

Atorncy Pope laid especial stress upon
tho absence of one Grand Jur.ir during part
of the sessions and the presence of the ccurt
stenographer In the Grand Jury room. Gen-
eral Crow said that if nine mernneri of the
Indicting body were present, the legal requi-
site number to vote an indictment, no
cause for complaint arose.

About tho stenographer's presence in the
Grand Jury room. General Crow sail that
it would have to be shown that hi; presence
was prejudicial to the defendant, a fact
not confessed by any evidence.

Attorney Jourdan argued that the
statutes did not authorize the presence of
the court stenographer In the Grand Jury
room and called attention to the fact that
the only act on that subject confined its
operations to the city of St. Louis.

Judge Tlmmonds reviewed the admissions
In the demurrer and said that th-- i stenogra-
pher had no more right to be in the Grand
Jury room than a farmer or any other
stranger and that It was not to
law. He said that the Eecrccy of the
Grand Jury room must be presrvji, for the
protection of the GrandJury 1'self, fo that
it could feel at liberty to act ounigeousiy
and fearlessly.

In view of tho fact that the demurrer ad-

mits that no prejudice to the defendant re-

sulted. Judge Tlmmonds said that while the
courts might hold irregularities in a petit
Jury wrongful to the defendant he could
not see how the Indictment, where the
State had to prove the guilt of the defend-
ant wa3 defective. He therefore overruled
the demurrer.

For the State, Attorney General Crow
said he was ready for trial.

Attorney Jourdan said that the other
three cases had been put over until the
latter part of August, and asked that the
Sullivan case he continued until later,
though In this term of court. He said that
some witnesses for the defense were not
present If It were continued. Attorney
Jourdon promised that the defendant would
be ready for trial.

Judge Tlmmonds said he could not seo
how. If the Sullivan case was not connected
In any way with the other three cases, the
defendant would be prejudiced. Mr. Jour-
dan thought the general sentiment was prej-
udicial to the defendant Mr. Jourdan also
stated that he had eaten only one mouthful
of solid food since a week ago Ia3: Sun-
day and was not in fit physical condition.

General Crow said ho had no preferences
in the matter.

After a consultation between the attor-
neys and Judges Hazell and Tlmmonds, the
court continued the case until Wednesday,
August 19. announcing that Mr. Jourdan'3
condition was the cause.

A long line of
hearses, moving slowly through the streets

was a pathetic reminder of yester-
day's terrible catastrophe at the suburb cf
V.'icgir.sviile. when an explosion of tons of
nitroglycerin, dynamite and gunpowder
snuffed out nearly a score of lives, painfully
injured more than double that number of
persons, and wrecked half a hundred build-
ings.

All day tl searchers probed through the
debris for any trac.s ot possible unknown
victtrai of the tragedy, but nothing was
brought to light, wnlch would Indicate that
the number would be greiter than reported.

A small bit of cloth, later identified as the
lapel of a coal worn by one of the vicitims
already known, and a human eye were the
only grewsome reminders unearthed. Ev-
ery portion "f the ruined territory has been
carefully covered.

Insurance adjusters state that the loss to
their companies will be comparatively
lisht, as only the loss resulting Irom nre
will fall upon them. This will mean that
many rf the householders, nearly all of
thfm laboring men of small means, will
lose everything they had in the world.

STUDENTS DENIED ADMISSION.

Thinks Treasury Department's Ac-

tion in Regard to His Effects
May Have g

Influence on Question.

The announcement In The Republic yes-
terday morning that the United State
Treasury officials at Washington had de-
cided to admit the seventy cases of personal
effects belonging to Wong Kai Kan. the
Chinese Commissioner to the World's Fair,
free of duty, may have a far wider effect
than anticipated.

"To St Louis alone," said Mr. Won? yes-
terday, "any amelioration of the Treasury
regulations would mean the ineomimr ot
hundreds of high-cla- ss Chinese to universi-
ties, business colleges and business-house- s,

who are now greatly hampered in their ef-
forts to take advantage of American insti-
tutions.

"I am greatly gratified at the action of
the Treasury Department in admitting my
goods. I am sure my Government will ap-
preciate It, also. I am usinj? every en-

deavor in my power to Induce the sons of
high-cla- Chinese and I mean by that not
only the sons of what you might term wel-to--

merchants, but the sons of great mer-
chant princes to come to American, and
especially to come to St. Loai3.

FOLLOW AMERICAN PRECEPT.
"I do not mean by that I am merely

urging them to make individual exhibits of
their great private treasures of art. of c,

which have been In their families
for generations, for that, of course. Is one.

of the essential objects of my presence In

St Louis.
"I mean that beyond that I am anxiou3

to hove these sot s of great men in Chinar-you- ng

men who, like the sons of Mr. Gould.
Mr. Mackey, Mr. Vanderbilt and others, will
one day become great men in finance, com-

merce and especially in the government of
China, to come to America and make a sys-

tematic study of American ways.
"You know the rich Chinese youths are

essentially students. Their great ambition
is to enter the Government service- - To do

that yeu know what tremendous study Is re-

quired and how severe are the competitive
cxamimtions.

"Well, it all goe:- - to make students rather
than men of affairs of our yo-n- g men. I
am striving now to induce these young men
to come to St Louis and see what the son3
of rich Americans are doing: how they are
taking their coats off. as you say; how they
are going Into laboratories, learning prac-

tical electrical work, engineering in all its
varied branches, and how they are. at 25.

becoming leaders of great financial estab-

lishments.
"It Is a great lesson, and the young men

of China, the best class, which you never
or seldom see here, would be glad to coma

if you will only let them.
"But will you let them come? That Is tb

great, the important question. I cannot,
and. for manifest reasons, would not at-

tempt to criticise the action of the Ameri-
can Government in any way. It is distinct-
ly not my desire or intention to do so.

"It would be an encroachment on the ex-

clusive lights and priviieses of our ex-

cellent Minister at Washington. It is not
my affair. I can only ask you to read the
circular recently Issued by the Treasury De--'
partment governing the admission of Chi-

nese persons to the United States to take
part in the Louisiana Purchase Exposition.

DISCUSSES CHINESE CIRCULAR,
"I shall not, as I have said, attempt for a

moment to enter upon the merits or disad
vantages of that circular. I only want-h-

readers of The Republic to peruse it. and
ask themselves how they would like to
meet with an order of that kind on enter-
ing China.

"I will give you an amusing instance of
the lack of discrimination that is manfested.
In the American laws about the immigra-
tion of Chinese to America without distinc-
tion of class.

"There was a young boy, IS years old.
Tons Pau Tung, the son of a great tea
merchant at Han-Ko- the greatest tea
port in the world. His father had heard
much from us. who had been In America,
and who liked America, about the excep-
tional educational advantages of this coun-
try. He sent Ids son over here to go to
college. He arrived in Vancouver and trav-
eled over one of the Canadian railroads to
Toronto.

There, he came over to America. He was
stopped.

"A custom official I don't know whether
he was a tirst-cias- a official or a third grade,
or what jou misht call him questioned
Tons, however, about his reasons for com-
ing to America. He wanted to know whatprofession lie was going to take up.

"The boy said: 'I am only IS years old, I
do not know yet I am coming over to
study English first, and then, when I mako
up my mind. I am going to take up a pro-
fession.'

" 'Oh. no.' said the Custom-hous- e man.
'If you want to study English, you will
have to go to England. I know your tricks.
You are coming over here to pick up a lit-
tle knowledge and then start a laundry, or
go to work, and then skip back to China.
You can't get In '

"Well, that boy went back, but his father
was so anxious that he should have an
American education that he asked me in to
include him in my suite, and I did so. and
brousht him back with me. and he Is study-
ing under an American tutor, not far from
St. Louis y.

BOY REFUSED ENTRY.
"I knew the sjn of another very rich

Chinese merchant He had received an in-

jur- to his eye that threatened to ruin bis
sight. His father counseled every person he
knew In order io silect the best oculist
money could provide iO save his boy's sight

"Finally from all the world he selected
America Tnat boy came over. He arrived
at San Francisco. The custom officials ex-
amined him.

"They said 'you have eomethlng the mat-
ter wl.h your eyes.' Yes.' said the boy.
'that is why I am here.' or rather his inter-
preter said it for him. for his father had
sent an Interpreter with him. 'Well, wa
don't allow diseased Cnlnese to come here.
said the official. 'You can't land.' He went
to Germany, where he Is now having hiseye treated.

"I cite these cases in good humor. I am
anxious to have the Chinese youths comn
to St Louis, to go into your universities if
I can, but at least to come to the Exposi-
tion. I know they will come if you will let
tfcem."

RESTRICTIONS ON CHINESE.
Circular No. 5 of the Treasury Depart-

ment Immigration Bureau, containing tha
"rules and regulations governing the ad-
mission of Chinese persons to the United
States to take part in the Louisiana Pur-
chase Exposition," to which Mr. Wong re-
ferred, contain some curious provisions.
The circular operates under the act of
Congress entitled "An act to prohibit tho
comics into and to regulate the residence)
within the United States, its Territories,
and all territory under its Jurisd.ction, and
the District of Columbia, of Chinese andpersons of Chinese dfscent"

It provides that each of such persons shall
furnish satisfactory cViaence tnat he Is an
exhibitor at the exhibition, or the holder ofa privilege, or employed by such Driviiece

- holder.
He must have a tripucate photograph of

hiuiieif.
He must prccced directly to St Louis and

go direct to the Exposition grounds, and
must return to China within thirty days
after the Exposition closes.

He must furnish bond in the sum of CC0
for the fulfillment of these provisions.

He must not leave the Exposition ground's
without a card of identification, and muit
return within twelve hours thereat ur.
