TENEMENT LAW.

The ineomplete, ineffoetive law relating to sanltary
arrangements in tenements and lodging-houses shounld
be nade comprehensive and enforcesble, as Health
Commissioner Simon recommends. The bill which be
has prepared and tmosmitted to Mayor Wells for in- |
spection by Acting City Counselor Woerner and in-|
troduction In the Munieipal Assembly marks o com-
mendable effort to supply a deficiency.

8t Lonis should buve a good tenement law, and it
18 surprising, indeed. that tiere is none already in the
municipal code. Doctor Shmon’s bill will supply a
real want in thls respect, as the standing provisions
are not only inefficient in requirlpg sanitary condi-
tions but also lick pevaltles for infraction and are
therefore nonenforeealile.

No doubt a stringent but fair law would eorrect
many minor evils and some grave evile in tencment
and lodging houses, Should nothing more be done
than to give the Health Commissioner supervision
over these places, much would be accomplished for
the benefit of less fortunate members of soclety. But
much more should be doue, as the Health Commis-
sioner Intends,

The city Is growing rapidly now and considerable
bullding is In progress, There are sure indications
that the population will ineresse at a great rate io
the next few years and that the lncrease will be per-
manent. Not muny years will elapse before St. Louls
will be a city of more than a million inbabitams,

An effective law applying to tenements would pre-
vent the fustitutioz here of methods and practices
that have made tenement districts potoriouns in other
citles, It is fur better to act In advancee apd prevent
than to try to remedy after evils have eome to exist,
The prevention will be advautageous to those poor
people who are oliliged to live In tenements and to
the public in gencral.

Doctor Simon's hill deserves serious conslderation.
If It is not entirely satisfuctory, it showld be made
60. As it Is, It is undoubtedly a great improvement
over any existing lnw. What is more 1o the polnt, it
draws attention to the lack of legislation and empha-
gizes the pecessity for a good, comprehensive ordi-
napee,

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ESCAPING LIGHTLY.

Some late-coming intuitlen seems to have silenced
Mr. Roosevelt in respect to local race troubles, Not
that he ig no lopger a champion of the oppressed, but
that he seems to have selected foreign difficulties for
his specialty. He raised, and lowered, his wvoice
against Kisheney's bad behavior, but refrains from re-
marks about Belleville, Evaunsville, Delaware, Dan-
ville Hud'ullmr misdemennants nearer home.

It is true that there Is nothiog to say except what
others have suid: nnmely, that lawlesspess s crime
intolerable under any circumstances or provocations;
but Mr. Roogevelt is go Indissolubly linked in the pub-
lie mind with the recent disturbance of the race ques-
tion that each succeeding agitation suggests him and
his policy, and possibly causes expectancy, as if be
might say something.

It is doubtful whether an executive proclamation
would give any greater force to the old and estab-
lished public opinion generally against lawlessness,
but the fact that this lawlesspness Is manifesting it-
sclf in Northern and Republican States makes it rea-
sonahly certain that Mr. Roosevelt will confine to
himself any obscrvations he may have mentally
reached. Mr. Roosevelt hag no lectures for Repub-
lican communities, and he can pass over & little Re-
publican lnsolence without reply. For instance, it was
extremely untoward in the Republicans of Quondoc-
quia te protest against the appointment of & negro
Postmaster, but Mr. Roosevelt did not punish them.
Indeed no—the administration simply reversed itself
and the negro was let out,

Formerly we had several administration orators
and Instructors on race matters, Now none of them
lhas anything to say about offending Republican
Stntes, Rather, the administration and Its papers pre-
fer to dlgcuss peonage cases in Alabamna and the mis-

behavior of Tenpesseeans who protest against the gm-

plorment of negro carriers. Even Mr. Root, who once
cunlightened us about the South's wistreatment of
voters, et cotera, doesn’t now veuture far enough from
shore to motice Delaware’s sales of negro voles iu
bulk. ©On the whole, the Republican and Northern
and Eastern States scem to be getting off rather
easlly, Why?

AUTO REGULATION,

The law regulating automobiles, to which Llcense
Callector Cliftord bas called the artention of the police
officials, should be enforced and ean be enforeed with-
out cawsing any inconvenience o owners of machines,
So far there has been no serions compinint against aop-
erators and there have been but few accoldent=; yet the
exeess of gpeed 18 hecoming dungerous amd a few
shurp lessons will be a etiteh In time,

The automobile license Is §10 a year and the num-
bhor must be displayed on the machine in eonsplenons
figures, not less than three inches long. The object of
this provision 15 to facilitate ideotification of the ma-
chine, should an accldent or mishap ocenr, It Is a
reasonable provislon.,

The maximum gpeed allowed Is eight miles an hour
on thoroughfares and six miles in public parks. A
Hght must be carried on cach side of the machine,
The object of these provisions is to prevent aceidents,

Laws of thls kind, for publie safety, will promote,
rather than lmpair, the usefulness and popularity of
antomobiles, On this account awners, operators and
manufacturers shonld be interested in an enforesment,
The automobile will likely grow In favor from yeur to
year, as it ls perfected and Its cost reduced, and oh-
jections will decrense as it becomes more gl more
established as a useful deviee. Just laws can only
have the effect of making the machine more popular,

Gond citigens who are fond of mwaking notes for fu-
ture reference will do well to turn the calendar for-
wird to June 1, 1904, That wiil be the proper date
for a memorandum something ke this:

See Republie of July I8, first page, for
lust yepr's death Tet, :

Oue hundred deaths, with others to come and muany
missed, is the record of the yvear's sacrilice to the
deadly “toy™ which is within the reach of every
youngster having 25 cents to spend for eelebrating
the hirth of the American nation,

There are laws which provide against the eale of
clgareties 1o boys under the age of 18, Minors, under
a law that is too litte enforced, may nol frequent
saloons, yet any child of either sex may have handed
to him, over a eounter which bears a display of fire-
works, a weapon more dungerous than a sgix-shooter.
With a revolver earrying leaden ball there is generally
a measure of care which preveuts aceident, but with
the *“toy” which contains no missile, nor anything
more dapgerous than a colony of tetanus germs, there
Is no necessity for the warning parents give to boys
who handle shotguns. Why, the cariridge is less than
balf an ioeh in length and in place of lead there is
only a small wad of brown paper!

For twenty years thiere have been from fifty to two
hundred deaths a year from tetanus, directly tracen-
ble to the iofection of the brown-paper stopper.
There is not a town in the United States which cannot
tell its story of a bereaved home—robbed of a prom-
Ising boy by the “toy” plstol. the wound from which is
more dangerous than that of a rattlesngke, sure and
terrible. June 1, 1904, is none too soon to start the er-
gade for the next Fourth of July.
