Gentlemen, the special session last March had
the organised opposition of tha enemy against
which to contend. This panel has the advantage

evidence of a more satisfactory character.

The people of tha State of Missouri are aa
intelligent and honest as the people of any State
In the Union. When a large number of the
lertslailTe assembly organize in the Interest of
gigantic corporations It does not mean that the
sturdy macaes of this great Commonwealth have
lost that moral stamina which must exist In a
free country, but It does emphasize the truth that
"eternal vlgllncerla tha price of liberty."

When the people "become alive to
the Inroads that are being made upon the publlo
nelfare by dishonest lawmakers, and turn their
attention to methods of discovering evidence,
there will be no greater proportion of rogues

Dishonesty In official life has a tendency to
give respectability to a certain class of crimes,
and If the , dishonest go unpunished, the effeot
upon the masses la fearful to contemplate When
the time arrives in the life of our Government
that certain kinds of stealing is, by general con-
sent, claased among the flna arts, we have onlv
to read the history of defunct civilizations to
know the future of our own. The most danger-
ous assassin of history Is not tbe ' man who
does the coarse work of stealing a horse.i but
tb servant of the people who 'sails
his vote and influence and thereby robs his
Stat.

REPAIRING FORTUNES.
In some circles official crookedness has be-

come so popular that It Is considered 'one of the
most inviting avenuea to wealth and prominence.
Some men are waiting patiently for one turn in
legislation so aa to repair broken fortunea and
exchange straitened circumstance for opu-
lence and ease. ,

When tb unknown mediocre commits a crime
be suffers the penalty, and the offend T and tho
offenae are forgotten, but when the Ideal of the
public commits a crime It I palliated by the
prominence of tbe offender.

Tbe idea meant to be conveyed is that crime
committed by' those in an enviable station In
lite Is tbe most contagious in Its nature, and
the most dangerous In its effects, and one of tbe
ohjecta of the punishment of crime to de-
ter it, there should ba no quarters ahown by
the tribunala of Justice to this class of criminals,
and treaties ahould be made with all civilized
Powers providing for tbe extradition of criminals
of this clara

Gentlemen, among the leading underlying lnflu-'enc-

and forces that shape the destiny of a na-

tion, in determining Its.grade of civilization, aro
the mother, the teachers and the courts; they
are not separate and Independent, but each Is

dependent and supported In a way by the others.
If the court enforce the law vigorousli and Im-

partially the wholesome example ramifies the
entire fabric of aociety. and tbe mothers of the
land will be found presiding over their sacred
Jurisdiction with a more cautious and Christian
spirit. When the mothers shall have taken a
forward step In molding the first and most last--

tell jou the truth, and give you the facta In
reference to those charge that show any guilt
on the part of any person or persons you may
hive under Investigation

You should act with decorum In the inveatlga- -
nun oi meie cnargea in reference to corruption
in legislation As we have heretofore said. It a
a matt-- r of the highest concern to the Common-
wealth and the State that laws should be honest-
ly enacted; that no taint of dishonesty ahould

(fix Itself upon any statute which may have been
(enacted by the Legislature of thla Sate Unless
we have honest legislation we cannot expect good
government to follow.

Act upon these matters and charges aa you
would upon the gravest concerns of life, feeling
5 our (responsibility to the present and future
government of jour State Tou will not permit
the threat of any one to do the city of Jefferson
or the county of Cole an injury ty submitting
the question "of capital removal to the people,
because they are powerless to do jou an Injury.
The State expects in thee cr!es every man
to do his duty. True manhood must assert Itself:
If we would weed out the immorality crctjln;
into our official life, we must apprehend and
punish the guilty

It Ib jour duty to bring Indictments against
these whom tho evidence shov.8 to be guilty, but
It Is also your duty to protect the citizen against
unfounded Sccuatlon. whether it should come
from the government or be prompted by partisan
pa'slon, or private malice or enmity: keep clearly
before jour minds the good of society and good
sovemment.

BE SURE OF EVIDENCE.
Tie State has provided you a Prosecuting At-

torney, and also an Attorney General, Tou can
consult with them freely, and In case you wish
it you can have the opinion of tbe court at any
time you dcm It necessary. You will receive
oniy iegj eviaence. and excludes reports, sus-
picion and hearsay evidence.

To Justify the ttndlng of an indictment you
must bo convinced, so far as the evldenco B-
efore you goes, that the accused Is guilty and
it unexplained and uncontradicted, it will war-
rant a conviction by a petit Jury, xour Investi-
gation must be limited. In the first place, to
those matters which are called 'to your atten-
tion by tbe court; second, to those matters which
are called to your attention by the State's attor-nej- s;

third, that may come to your knowledxe
in the course of the investigation, or from your
cwn knowledge. You will not allow, under any
circumstances, private prosecutors to Intrude
themselves into your presence and present ac-
cusations; such parties are generally actuated by
private malice and seek merely a gratification or
personal malice.

If any one wishes to present Information Jus-
tifying aa accusation of any person it should
be presented to the Bute attorney having
charge' of the' investigation, or brought to the
attention of tb court.-wh-o may, 'at any time.

ple Architect e.

SOME HEROIC FIGURES USED.

Dome of the Main Structure to Be
Especially Imposing James

Early at Work Upon
the Models.

WaFhlngton, Aug 3 In deigning the
sculpture for the United States Go eminent
building at the World's Talr, violent action
has been avoided purposely In order to have
It harmonize more thoroughly TUlh the pure
classical stjle of the buildings

Tha main entrance to the Goernmenc
building consists of a portico of eight Ionic
columns. fle feet In diameter and forty-fi- e

feet high, surmounted by an entabla-
ture and attic. Tho attic Is enriched by
eight colossal female figures, eleven feet
high, representing Music, Painting. Sculp-
ture, Architecture, Agriculture, Manufac-
tures, Transportation and Commerce.

On each side of the central portico, and
Just abote the top of the attic, are groups
of four figures each. A seated female llgure
fourteen feet high, representing America,
with a torch In one hand and an eagle at
her feet. Is surrounded hv ihrep onne- ath
letes, each ten feet sis Inches high, typify-
ing the jouth and strength of the llepub- -
ii'.--. acii nas a laurel wreacn in his hand.

--i HEROIC riGURESy
The deme Is surmounted by a quadriga,

a goddess of liberty, fourteen feet high,
bearing a torch in one hand and an eagle
in the other, standing In the triumphal
chariot, drawn by four colossal horses, 'the
horses are guided by two nude male figures,
each twelve feet high.

These models, together with those of the
decorative ornament. hae been prepared
by James F. Early of this city, from de-
signs prepared and furnished by the office
of the supervising architect, and they haebeen superintended by a representative of
that office during their production.

Mr Early nas the youngest pupil ever ad-
mitted to the Royal Academy, having en-
tered that institution on the merits of hi3
portfolio at the age of 14. He remained
there eight years and afterwards studied In
Paris and other art centers of the world.
When 19 jears old he made for a church In
Dublin marble statues of the Virgin and
St. John, which were highly praised by
critics.

MEDAL FROM THE POPE.
Washington and many" other American

cities possess numerous specimens of his
artistic skill. One of his masterpieces Is
the sculptural ornamentation of the Francis-
can Monastery near this city, both exterior
and Interior. Photographs of this were sent
to Pope Leo, who presented to Mr. Early
a medal of honor and other evidences of his
appreciation. Father Godfrey has com-
menced a monastery in Calro.Egypt, similar
to the one near Washington for which Mr.
Early has been engaged to make sculptural
ornaments, chancel, reredos, high altar,
statues, etc.

Mr. Early is experienced In exposition
work and Is , warmly Interested In the
sculptural designs for the Government
buildings at St. Louis

Mr. Taj lor has made the design for the
Fisheries building severely classic It is as
simple ana oeautnui in outline as tne ureeic
temple to Poeldon, which still crowns
"Sunlums Marbled. Steep" This Is con-
nected with the Government building by a
colonaae. Mr. Early has ably aided and
abetted Mr. Talors architectural design
by making everj crest, freze and ornament
accord with ifc Beautiful 'groups ornaids,
mermaids, mermen, sportive dolphins, sea-shel- ls

guilt or Innocence of a public offense. Tou will
allow no one to question jou. nor your action, or
that of your associates, and It is your duty toreport any such Interference to tho court.

FINDING INDICTMENTS.
To authorize you to find an indictment there

must be a concurrence of at least nine of your
number. The Consltutlon speaks of a presentment
or indictment by a grand Jury. This Is a formal
accusation made by a grand Jury charging a per-
son with the commission of a puWIo offense, and
it must be Indorsed "A true bill." and signed by
the foreman. You may refuse to Indict by say-
ing. "Not a true bill." Tou occupy the position
of umpire between the State and the citizen
Tou should be careful to do exact Justice and
prevent unnecessary expenditures in prosecu-
tions not well founded.

We desire to especially call your Attention to
article sir (8). R. S. 1SS9. section S0S4. in refer-
ence to offenses by persona In office, or affecting
public trusts and rights bribing of public offi-
cers, or officers accepting bribes, and the general
laws In reference to tbe Illegal rue of money in
procuring legislation or corrupting member of
tne legislature in oroer to secure their votes,
opinions. Judgment, or decisions upon any par-
ticular matter pending before such Legislsture.
or for the failure to perform the duties of an
honest legislator, or for the performance of such
duties with partiality, favor, or In any1 wise con-
trary to law

You will also look into violation of tho Sun-
day law. liquor law. bucket shops and thj sales
of liquor on Sunday. It is the duty of the Prosecutlng Attorney to call your attention to viola-
tions of the Sunday law and th gambling lews,
and to houses of 111 fame; the disturbance ofreligious meetings, sales of liquor to habitual
drunkards, and violation!! of the dramshop laws.
