RESTS WITH KNOX.

Secretary Root Announces That
There Is Prima Facie Evi-
dence of Lawbreaking.

LETTER TO LYON IMPORTANT.

Shows That Congressman Claimed
Interest in Coniract for Fur
nishinag Gloves for the
Use cf the Army.

Washington, Aug. 3.—Representativae Lu-
clus N, Littauer's case now rests with At-
tcrney Geheral Knox.
After n long conference this afternoon
with Juildge Advocate General Davls, Secre-
tery RHoot announced that there seemed to
be prima facle evidence of a violation of the
statute forbidding members of Congress to
interest themselves in Government col-
tracts, and on this account he has referred
the charges against Mr. Littaver to the
Diepartment of Justice. F
The report of Inspector General Garling-
ton on the contraets with E. R. Lyon, In
wkhich Mr. Littauer s sald to be interested,
Judge Advocate General Davia's opinion of
the ca=e snd & statement by the SBecretary
of War on the attitude of the War Depart-
ment toward the prosecution were Imme-
diately fcrwarded to the Law Department of
the Government.
In submitting the documents to Attorney
General Knox with the statement that
thero Is prime facle evidence of a viola-
tlon of the law, Secretary Hoot sustains
the position of Judge Adveocate Davie which
makes clear that there i= ground to recover
on the contract ¢ December §, .
Practicallr the only question on which
the Department of Justice Is asked to give
& ruling Is whether suit should be brought
agalnst Littauar Bros. to recover all the
money or only part of the money paid to
them by the Government on the December
contract.
Judge Advocate Davis's opinlon discusses
all the glove contracts the Government en-
tered into with E. K. Lyon, but i{s based
chlefly on the contract for December 8, 189,
concerning which Representative Littausr
wrote a letter to Mr. Lyon and mentioned
the con t asx one which was held by
them jointly,
This letter also spoke of Mr. Lyon's share
of the profit on the transaction. The cun-
tract was for 20,0681 palrs of army gloves at
$1.70 a palr, a total of $51.008.50, and Lyon's
re of the profit {s mentioned as being
more than $3.000.
After declaring this contract to have been
& clear violation of section 3729 of the Re-
vised Statutes, Judpe Advocate General Dea-
vis expresses doubt as to what s intended
by the sectlon when it states that in case
contracts are mnde In violation of this stat-

ute any money “advanced” In consideration
of su contracts is to be repald. The
Jm!ﬁ Advocate General Is not clear wheth-
er L

money pald by the Government on
the glove contract was ‘‘advanced” in the
sanse intended in the secton.

EFFORT TO SAVE COMPANION.

Ignatx Guoak! Drowne Desplte Herole
Attempt of Johm Stephens to
Rescue Him.

That herolsm may be found beneath a tat-
tered coat was demonstrated by John Ste-
phens, & wanderer, who risked his life to
save Ignatz Guoskl, the companton of his
pligrimage, yesterday evening.

The men went to the river at tha foot of

ter bevond his depth. His eries for help as
he fall himsv“lzf curried into midsiream wers
answered by Stephens.
