An the new Pontff stepped from behind
the altar, the only touch of color about
him belng his req and gold shoes, he really
seemed 10 be the embodiment of his holy
office. His face was pale and clearly soft-
ened by emotion. He paused a moment as
he came before the expectant Cardinals,
then seated himself on the throne with a
hurried movement, as though he had sud-
denly grown weak. His back was to the
altar, and he was enthroned to serve the
so-called “first obedience™ of the Cardinals

They came forward, one by one, pome
calm and smillng. otherd sober and non-
committal, while still others found consid-
erable dificulty, even at this hour, in con-
cealing thelr too obvious disappointment.

All kiased his hand and foot, while he
saluted each on the cheek with the kiss of
pence. Then zll broke into the Te Deum
with such effect that scarcely an eys was
S <

Plus X then rose, and In a volee at first
tremulous, but gradually becoming full and
firm, administered the papal blessing to all
of the members of the Sacred College. It
was recelved with bowed and uncovared
heads,

as a symbol of renewed power and evidance
that the Catholie Church has once more &
soverclgn head.

SPLENDID SCENES FOLLOWED ELECTION.

Pontifical Blessing—Showed
cape Gaze of Multitude.

Pius X Borne on Bhoulders of Cardinals to St. Peter’s, Where He
Was Greeted With Mighty Cheers and Where He Gave Hig First

Deepest Emotion and Desire to Es-

Reme, Aug. 4—(Copyright, 1904.)—Cardinal

Giureppe Sarto, Patriarch of Venlce, was

elected Popo this morning, recelving forty-

two votes, or one more than the two-thirds
necessary for election. there belng sixty-
two Cardinals In the conclave.

On the first ballot last Baturday, Cardinal
Barto recelved but one vote, Rampolla re-
celving twenty-four, Serafino Vannutelll
fifteen, and the remalinder belng d'vided be-
tween Cardinels Gottl, Oreglia and the
othe: candldates,

The same distribution of votes was re-
peated for several ballots, and it was not
until yesterday that Cardinal Barto’'s can-
didature began to galn* ground, some

approached and asked him {f he accepted
the office. There was a long pause and o
dead nflence fell upon the conclave. At
last the kneeling man lifted his head, ratsed
his eyes full of tears, to heaven, and re-
plied i a firm voice:

“1 do."’

The Camerlingo then asked the formal
question: “What title will you adopt?™*

The new Pope replied: "Pius the Tenth.™
CARDINALS PAY THEIR
"FIRST OBEDIENCES." -

While Prince Chigl, the master of tha
conclave, was drawing up the officlal act
of . the election and acceptance of the new-
ly elected FPope, the latter, surrounded by
his friends, disappeared Into a smal] room
near the altar, where he donned, with who
can say what feelings of triumph and
humility, the white robes of his office
Plus X was assisted by his conclavist, who
first knelt and kissed his master's hand
and thus recelved the first apostolic bless-
ing given by Pius X.

The new Pope was attired all in white
with the exception of red shoes, which was
quite regular, but he did not stop to re-
move the red cardinal's stockings for the
white papal ones, ard these showed as he
ralsed his gown to move forward

have elected ns Pope the Most Eminent
Reverend Curdinal, Joseph Sarto, who has
taken the name of Plus X.")

Then the bells of St. Peter's boomed out,
as did those of all the churches of Romae,
giving the glad news to the world.

As Cardinal Macchl returnad { the Sls-
tine Chapel nfter having performed his pi-
ous duty, the new Pope rose and an effort
to make some kind of procession was made,
but Plus X was literally carried In tritmph
to his cell, followed by a great concourse
and preceded by the cross. He was stopped
avery step or two by thoss anxious to kiss
his ring and receive ths papal blessing,
which Sarto acomded with great Genignily
and patienca.

As the new Popa passed along many of
those present tried to prove that they had
always known what the result would be
and how satisfled they all were.

“Why, of course,™ shouted one, *“before
the conclave gathered, I always sald it
would be he”

If any of these compllments reached the
ears of the Pontiff he gave no slgn thereof.
When he arrived at the door of his cell the
Papa turned, and, ralsing his hands, gave
in & volce almost suffocated with emotion,
his benediction to the assembly, which re-
celved it on bended knees,

After a short rest, imposed by the fatigue
and emotion of his election, Plus X joined
his court in the docal hall for the solemn
benediction which he was about to give to
tha people of Rome. Although to grdinary
oyes the confusion was as great as ever,
to those practiced {n the mysteries of the
Vatican, order was' coming out of chaos,
and the bearing of all in the prestnce of
the Pope was much more formal. The babel
of volces gank at his approach, whils none
addressed him unless he spoke first.

The formal salutations baving terminated,
a procession was formed. In the center was
the Pontiff in his white robes, his figure
standing out above those surrounding him,
his sllver halr gleaming under his white
cap. He was surrounded by the Cardinnls
stiil in thelr wviclet robea and preceded by
the pontifical cross, the jewels of which
flashed as though they also trimmphed in
Barto's success, while the conclavists and
prelates seemed really jubflant in thelr joy
and satisfaction.

NEW POPE BLESEGES
MULTITUDE FROM WINDOW.

The procession traversed many noble balls
until it approached the window into Bt
Peter's. From below rose s murmur of
wolces, which, although subdued by digtance,
denoted the presence of a large concourse
of people. The FPope was seen to g=ow pals
and t{hen turning to Cardinal Baclleri, who
stood beside him, he mald:

*“Now I understand the emotion Pope Leo
alwnys showed when golng into Bt Peters
to have the eyes of a great crowd focussed
on him. It is almost terrifylng."

Standing forward In the window, the
others having fallen back, he deliberataly
controlled himself and looked across the
gTeat Basilica. Crossing himself, 8arto
ralsed his hand, and, in a volce palpably
tremulous, he said, as scon as the cries
from below gave an opportunity:

*“Auditorium nostrum in nomine, Domini."
(Hear us In the nama of the Master.)

To this came in reply from thousands of
volces tha ery:

“Qui fecit coelum et terram.” (Who
made heaven and earth.)

In a thrilling voice the FPope responded:

“Sit nomen Dominl benedictum." (AMay
the name of the master be blessed.)

Then, ralsing himself to his full helght
and leaning forward as much as possibla:
“Adjutorfum neostrum {n nomine Domini,'
he chanted like the keys of a magnificent

onjﬁ struck by a master hand.
“The response swelled up from ths crowd

below. Thero was another sllence and an-
other response.

Then came the benedlction, such as few
will ever forget. All crossed themselves and
with magical rapidity the scens ceased to
be one of deep devotlon. Loud cheers burst
fromi the people as the Pope started to go
back to the Vatican, by way of the terrace.
Thess acclamations continued long after
Plus X had disappeared.

Then the thousands streamed out, all
happy at the conclave's choles of the Pon-
tiff, and heartlly glad that the suspense
had ended.

NEW POPE MODEST,
KIND AND CULTURED;
ADORED BY PEOPLE.

Rome, Aug. 4 —"Sarto,” in Italian, means
“tallor,” and Pius X, when & young stIm-
inarist, being rather elegant In his priestly
robes, his companions used to joke, saying
that he evidently knew Lha business. He
began his education at a seminary at Tre-
viso, and continued it at Padus, the peat
of the famous university, one of the best
not only in Italy, but in the world.

Plus X was only 23 years old when he
was consecrsted a priest at Castsl Franco,
the birth place of the great master, Glor-
glone, acting afterwards for nine years as
coadjutor to the parish priest at Tombolo,

without mea!ls himseif, but ho kept many a
poor famlily from starvation.

In 1567 he was appointed parish priest at
Baizano, which was considered an Important
promotion, belng a village of 3,241 souls.
Etill hea wns excesdingly sosry to leave
Tombolo, baving becomas attached to the
people. The peasants, when he left, mads
a most enthusiastic demonstration, crying:
“Viva, Don Guiseppa!"” while many women
whoea children he bBad nursed wept copl-
ously.

He distlogulshed himself s much at Sal-
zano that he was only Kept there two years,
which i1s remarkable in the career of an
Itallan parish priest. In 1575 he was elsoted
chancellor of the Elshopric of Treviso, then
spiritual director of that seminary; Judge
of the ecclesiastical tabunal, and fAnaliy
Vicar General. :

HOW SARTO BECAME IDOL
OF THE VENETIANS.

Fope Leo, who huad highly appreciated
his clevernass, plety and modesty, appointed
him In November, 1884 at the age of 43
years, Bishop of Mantua, where he re-
mained nine yéars, until 1553, when he was
made n Cardinal, and appointed Patriarch
of Venice.

He there dixingulshed himself as a thor-
ough reformer, suppressing ell abuses, re-
storing the dignity of the clergy and the
earnestness of religfon. To him is due the
revival of a Gregorian chant in thegbeauti-
ful churches overiooking the lagoohs, and
to him is due the strict Hthurgle rules.

From his appointment rose heatad polem-
ics between the Holy Ees and the Itallan
Government. The latter, as helr to the
anclent privileges granted by tha Pops of
the Republic of Venipe, sustained that it
had the right to choose and appoint the
Patrlarch. The Government, however, after
haviog long refused its exequateur, gventu-
ally granted it to Sarto, who meanwhile
succeeded In galning general esteem, includ-
ing that of the Government officials. The
Itallan Cabinet has ©po feeling against
Barto personally. In fact he might quite
well have been thelr choice If the papacy
had not wished him, but it was a political
question, oo which, however, they soon gave
way.

Barto became the Idol of the Venetians.
When his gondola went through the canals
the people rushed on the bridges and along
the sides of the canals, kneeling and salut-
ing, the women exclaiming, “God bless the
Patriarch!"

The new Pope used then to eay that he
did not ltke to go out of sight of the lions
of BL Mark, which now hs will never sea
agaln, {f, a» {s slmost sure, he follows the
rule Inaugurated by his two predecessors,
never to leave the Vatican.

In a few cases in which he cams to
Rome, on returning, when asked if he en-
joyed the gorgeousneszs of tha Dapal ccurt
and the magnificenca of the functions, Sarto
answered: ‘

“When I am there I feel like & fish out of
water."

MODEST AND FRANK,
HE DETESTS PUBLICITY.

He has very modest tastes, having re-
tained almost the same hablts as when he
wes @ mera curates at Salpazo. He was se-
vere but just with his clergy.

Thers is nothing he disiikes so much as
publicity, detesting the pralse and compli-
ments of courtlers. Fronkoess is another of
