The hearing had been "continued from lust
week;, when the board heard the" testimony
of tho property owners. "Yesterday.thCjtime,
was dovoted toVhearlng the testfmdny of
the defendants, tvhlch was' postponed unUll
Monday afternoon, as the Pa'rkcr-Washlng-t-

Company, has two more witnesses whoso
testimony le wishes to present.

The st- -r witness for tho defense was
Oscar Biggs; a negro, who has been In
the employ of the asphalt company for
about six years, and his work compels him
to be in tho midst of the fumes given off.in
heating the mixture.

He testified that he had gained hlncty
pounds in the six years, and that he never
felt better In his life. His present weight la
close. to 300 pounds. Among others to tes-
tify that the fumes are not Injurious were
F.. W. Turpanlng, who Is In the asphalt
business at No. 221 South Twenty-flr- st

street.
He said that he had been In the businessfor thirteen years, and was constantly in

and out about the refining works, and that
the odor had never affected him

His stenographer Miss Henrietta Bam-
berger, who is in the offico immediately
adjoining the plant- - stated that sho had
been annoyed by headaches, but "since shebad been working for the company themalady had left her.

Fred Blackledgo, ' tho assistant superin-
tendent of the plant, stated that he had
been troubled with his eyes up to the time
no went to worK ior tno Parkcr-Washlng-t-

Company, but "that after working in
the tar fumes for' a short tlmo lus eyes
became .practically cured.

David McQormick or the asphalt comp-
any-was the last witness. In reply to the
statements of several property owners,
made at the last hearing, that their proper-
ty was for sale, McCormlck stated that he
had made several unsuccessful attempts to
buy tho property In question, and wns una-
ble to make a purchase.

He stated, further, that- ono of the most
vigorous complainants at the previous
meeting had tried to sell him property on
which to locate the plant, but they could
not come to an agreement as to tho price,
so negotiations were dropped.

His testimony in regard to the odor being
injurious to health was substantially tho
same as that given by the witnesses who
preceded him. .

One point upon which he laid particular
stress was the statement that physicians
at Fort Worth, Tex., whero tho company
has a plant, advised consumptive patients
to Inhale the tar fumes as.much as. possible.
