First Foreign Nation to Degin
Erecting 8how Fronts in Va-
ried Industries,

JAPAN ASKS MORE SPACE.

Cablegram for 15,000 Additional
Feet in Transportation—Lon-
don Northwestern Ex-
hibit Nearly Ready.

Germany has begun (ts general installa-
tlon In the Palace of Varled Industries.
It is the first work of the kind by any
forelgn nation, and is evidence of how far
the preparation of foreigm exhibits is ad-
vanceda .

The installation of {ndividual
exhibit spaces will be commenced later by
the exhibitors themselves,

Belore December 1 It s expected that
nearly all the large forelgn Governments,
including Great Britatn, France and Rusala,
Wwill have Installea their general sectional
facades with such completeness that the
individual exhibltors may follow Immedi-
ately. * i

From every forelgn quarter the manage-
ment Is recelving assurances that the ex-
hibits will be ready In plenty of time for the
opsning of the Expositon, as the Commis-
sloners General are pushing the exhibltors
in thelr several countries. It Is not gener- |
ally understood that with evey successive
expositon the work of preparing exhibits
has become more rapid and skillful,

The Japanese Commissioner General ves-
terday, through the legation at Washlng:mn.
telegraphed to President Francis requesting
the reservation of 15000 additonal square
feet In the Transportation Palace. A cable-
gram received by Masanao Henlhara of the
legation from the Commissoner Genernl,
who Is now In Toklo, prompted this appeal
for more space.

Telegraphic advices from Washington last
night stated that Mr. Hanlhara spent yes-
terday afternoocn In consultation with Allen
Cockrell, Washington representative of the
Exposition Company, relative to his Gov- )
ernment’s particlpation, which now prom-
ises to be the greatest of the Asiatlc na-
tlons.

Owing to the extended scope of the Com-
missloner's work in Japan In collecting ex-
hibits and preparing them for early ship-
ment to the United BStates, that official
must remain longer in that country. There-
fora Mr. Hanihara's designation as his res-
Ident assistant in the United BStates is
shortly expected.

Washington, Aug. 13.—The Weather Bu-
reau to-night fssued the following shpecial
bulletin:

A speclal report recelved Thursday after-
noon from Progreso, the first from that sec-
tion, Indicates that the tropical storm had

&reubablr be northward over the Gulf of
xlco. More reporta have been uested
from Mexlico, and it will be imy ble to
f:h'e any mors definite Information regard-
ng the storm until barometer readings from
gulf stations afford some Indications of its
approach. F

It is conaldered unsafe for vessels to sall
for or from gulf ports, and advices were
lasued accordingly. Due warning will be
given should it become evident that the
storm will approach the Guif Coast.
