CAPITAL IN PROGRESS.

Resultant benefits would be general if municipal
government, public enterprise and official sagacity
would set the standard for private endeavor. The
property, works and methods of a public corporation
should be the Inspirations for private corporations.
rather than the reverse, which now prevails. That
municipalities follow slowly on the progressive initia-
tive of individual effort is not the famlt of city gov-
ernments but of the citizens. Municipal advance-
mment is, essentially, 2 synonym for public spirit, for
4 city s unable to progress beyond the limits pre-
seribed by the volers.

Many of the richest citizens, not only in St. Louis
but In other large towns, are content if the city
mérely performs imperative dutiea. So long as their
firms prosper and commercial prosperity reigns, they
ape satisfied; the business and welfare of the munic-
ipal corporation have no interest for them. Private
corporations must be ably financed and their revenue
must be adjusted to requirements. But, once estab-
lished, the financlal system of the city Is supposcd
1o be perfect; the income, presumably, should be ade-
quate for alt necessities, regardless of mercantile im-
provement and increase in population, which, with
other causes, add to ihe clty's expense of adminis-
tration.

St Louis might well take'the lead In making the
city itself an advertisement, in putting the municipal-
ity at least on a level with the standard of private
concerns. If the city government can be no better
than private corporations, It should not be warse in
any respect. The municipality at present has an
efficient executive dnd capable department managers,
and consequently the administration is entirely satis-
factory. Yet, itr organic law Is unsnited to the St
Louis of to-day and the property of the clty Is In a
deplorable condition.

What they are competent to do In the direction of
betterment, city officials have done and are doing.
The administration, supported Dy virtually the whole
voting population, has tried to have 8 new Charter
formulated, so that public business would be founded
and conducted on a modern &ystem; however, the
efforts in behalf of a complete organie law, adapted
to the needs of the time, have been temporarily frus-
trated by antagonism in the Jower branch of the Mu-
nicipal Assembly. TFhis project, while in abeyance,
has not been cast aside; It will be brought to success-
ful concluosion, even if resort must be had to drastic
measures. :

The administration kas done sll that it could do
in street reconstruction and sewer work, and it has
been fortunate in having encouragement from prop-
erty-owners and householders. With an Insufficient
revenue it has managed to repsir public buildings
construct additions to public buildings and carry on
other important permanent public work., But the
greater permanent public improvements that are
necessary cannot be made without the consent of the
voters.

When the proposition for this work is submitted,
all citizens shonld consider that the city. not less than
a\ large privaie corporation, needs funds and thaj
extraordinary improvements, sithough urgent, can-
not be effected from the ordimary income. Publlie
spirit has been right before In similar propositions
and it will undoubtedly be right again. It should
be right, for dilapidated public buildings, Inadequate
eleemposynary . institutions, ‘an incomplete sewer sys-
tem and = comparstively emall Fire Department are
not & good advertisement for St. Louls. TUnited effort
among all citizens, rich and poor, should promote the
real interests of the municipality.
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NRGROPHILIEM AND MOB LAW.

Two phases of the so-called race problem are be-
fore the publle. The one is political, Involving the
“negrophilism™ of President Roosevelt. The other is
social and has to do with the resuits of contact be-
tween two races which are at totally different siages

The one is of importance for the moment. It in-
volves the parties within the Republican party of the
South—the Lily Whites and Coal Biacks. The gyra-
tions of the Lily Whites and Coa! Blacks safely may
be put down as viclent efforts to shake the Federal
“plum-tree." President Roosevell's inclination toward
the Coal Blacks has Injured him very serlously among
Southern Republicans, and will swell Democratic ma-
Jorities in the South, if he be renominated. But as to
any vital significance attached to this matter, nobody
sees It

The social and economic side of the question ap-
plies to us and iIs many times more far-reaching. St
Louls is" nelther a Northern nor a Southern city. It
is = composite, having Northern and Southern and
Western characteristics; with a German-American In-
fiuence stronger than thst of any other large com-
mdmw,mm But when Belleville,
and Danville, I, are the centers of mob law and race
riota, it follows that we sre within the sone of this
“race problem.” . :

We noud
more brave Sheriffs. President Roosevelt's denuncia-
tion of recent riotings was well timed. Hut such mis-
guided efforts to wreak a vengeful justice are a per-
fectly natural thing and do not, of necessity, signify
a low plane of existence. True, it were better to con-
trol the passions, but a man without passions Is con-
temptible to the last degree.

Facing a problem of such magnitude, a consgider-
able temerity is necessary to advocate a specific so-
lution. The most rational first step, it would seem, is
the plan suggested in Outlook—the ennction of a law
under which, immediately after the commission of
the crime, a speclal Grand Jury could be summoned.
the indictment found and trial set. But this wonld
‘not do away with the fact that inferlor and superior
races are living side by side and must inevitably con-
flict. The settled cure for that is evolution.

If by education—self-education, for he muost “work
up” of his own volition—the negro can rise to the
white viewpoint, mentally and morally. then he will
not commit the crime. He will hold it in ahborrence,
and thus escape the consequences. If the megro cag
ledrn to live as the white man lives he will be re-
spected and the higher walks of life will be open to
him. But this Is a matter of as many years as he
chooses to take.

It follows that the
races will mark an advance in rachting. ard will
test the most modern designs of American and
Engiish builders.

Shamrock I was defeated by Shamrock IT and that
boat was defeated by Columbia, which in turn was
beaten by Rellance. None of the trial races thus far
held, and none of the previous cup contests, are guides
to the probable outcome this year. The betting favors
Reliance, a fact which may be attributed to American
confidence. TUnited States champions have not the
extremely bad habit of losing.
