ETERNALLY THE PICAYUNE.
Honest Republican voters in Missouri find shame

and despair in the apparently Incurable pieayunlsra
which afflicts all their leaders and their newspapers.
In the whole State there Is scarcely a citizen who
has the least confidence in the good faith of Republi
can leadership; a leadership which has no sincerity of
public spirit and no desire to improve the methods of
government; no sincerity In anything but the pursuit
of spoils and no desire for any changes in public af-

fairs which do not mean more jobs for their parti-
sans.

In the boodle exposures there was a noble chance
for the Republican leaders to lay a foundation of
party strength in Missouri. This chance has been
wasted, as all others before have been, by turning
the question into a petty nagging at tho Democratic
party. The people, Republicans and Democrats, move
away with contempt fr,om the exhibition of incom-
petence and look to Democrats alone for reform.

"Whom could the Star expect to convince with sucli
shallow stuff as It spread out yesterday? This, for
instance:

If Dockery is 'active in the light" against
bocdling. as, The Republic claims, then he
has concealed the fact even from The Re-

No "voter Is Ignorant of the fact that Governor

The Star itself published daily last winter enough of
the- - legislative proceedings to show that Governor
Dockery constantly against, the yvery
gang which has since been exposed. He placed from
the first the entire power;of bis office at the disposal
of Circuit Attorney Folk when that official was pur-

suing fugitive boodlers. He .counseled and urged the
calling of a Grand Jury at Jefferson City. He In-

structed the chief law officer of the administration,
the Attorney General, to personally direct the Investi-

gation and prosecution. If he had not spoken out
vigorously, nobody would have doubted his sympathy
and with the war of decency agalust
boodle. '"Whether men arc or are not his personal sup-

porters, they all know that his instincts and associa-

tions are those of honesty in business and in govern-

ment. But he has spoken out with vigor wherever
the occasion called for a statement from the executive.

The Republic has never "regretted his attempts to
excuse boodlers." The Governor has never made
such attempts. In his Lone Jack speech, as The Re
public thought, he described the contrast between
city and country in a way which might tend to lull the
country voters into a false security. The Republic
spoke its thought. A Democratic paper may disagree
in Judgment with Governor Dockery as it may dis-

agree with Circuit Attorney Folk, Mayor Wells or
any public servant. But neither- The Republic nor,
the Star could "be" sincere" and accuse'Governor Dock- -,

ery ot seeking', to Justify or excuse boodllng.
In coupling Judge Gantt with Governor Dockery

and calling them members of a gang the Star is dam-

aging its own party and Is not doing itself any good.
Neither of these Democrats is too exalted for fair and
reasonable criticism, but both are known in every
Missouri county as upright gentlemen and faithful
officials. They would no more attempt to excuse
boodle than- they would attempt to take boodle.

If-th- e Republican politicians and organs would get
rid ot the picayune complaint and join unselfishly in
the effort to rid the State of boodle politics a sort of
politics Which .by theproof of dCicial records is more
powerful In the Republican than In the Democratic
machinery ot the State It would be the best policy for
even selfish ends. Their party would gain a standing
in the minds of good citizens which some time would
give it a State victory. The course of not very smart
partisanship which they constantly pursue, Indis-
criminately attacking good and bad Democrats, will
keep them in a minority forever.

. PAYING TAXES.
Taxpayers will this year, on real, personal and

quasi-publ- ic property, situated In St Louis, contribute
about $9,000,000 to the city, the State, tho public
schools, the public library and other Institutions of
public character. Perhaps the city pays relatively
more than, its fair proportion to the State; but other-

wise there Is no general cause for remonstrance
against the assessments. So far as the yalues arc
concerned, they are, in, consequence of the judgment
and fairness1 of President O'Brien of the Board of
Assessors, more equitable than they have ever been
before.

Without "revenue the government cannot tie main-

tained, public improvements cannot be made and
necessary conveniences cannot be provided. The rev-
enue for the support of the government must be ac-

quired on an equitable basis from those who are ben-
efitted by established government, and experience
has' demonstrated that systematic taxation Is the most
rational and practical method for getting the requisite
funds. The ultimate purpose of taxation is not to de-

rive monetary favors from the citizens, but to receive
sufficient money to maintain the government and con-

fer benefits on the community.
The time will come, when the duties and benefits of

community living, are .thoroughly understood,when the
payment of taxes will be deemed one of the noblest
privileges of citizenship. In that day it will be con-

sidered disreputable for an Individual or corporation
to make false returns on property values and- dis-

honorable for a' person or concern to' fall in the duty
of assisting to the extent defined by law in the main-
tenance of organized . government

Large taxes are assessed against Individuals and
institutions whose possessions are large, and small
taxes' against those whose pwnings are small. This
principle, prevails, not because the wealthy can better

(afford to bear, the expense of government, but princi-
pally because the tlUe in property prescribes, accord-in- g

to trahM of the propertyj the proportion of pro-
tection that is received through government .Although
the man, whovpays only a, dollar in taxes realizes
many of the ordinary benefits, that accrue to the man
who pays, half; a million dollars in taxes, it is clear
that the lawsiand.fuhctlons ofgovernment are'neces- -

only as far Is positive "and reliable." All
classes . of people respect their own government,
whether they understand it or not;, and everybody
would rejoice at the ability and opportunity o pay
taxes, lfj when taxes are due, the reasons for taxa-
tion and the grace of possession are 'made the sub-

jects of some meditation.
Speed tho time when the r, who avoids

his dues, and. the perjurer, who. gives false 'testimony
as to the value of 'his property, will be condemned
by public opinion and be denied the prlvilcgcot cit-

izenship; when every one will look upon g

as a respectful acknowledgment that the possession
of property rests upon the guarantee of government,
and when the payment ot taxes will be confirmed as
a privilege or patriotism. There are two ways of
haying good government paying just taxes and vot-- ,
ing at all elections; one contemplates-the.- ' election or
capable, honest men, and the other alms to provide
them with means to rightly administer public affairs.

German Iron In British 'Markets.
New Tork Times.

An analysis of, British trade returns shows that the
German-Tnlllrae- aro "playing the michlef" witb tho trade
of the British mills In their own markets. The imports
from Germany into Great Britain in 1302 included 2348tons of Iron and steel andbars, billets. This is not a very
formidable total', but Sir. Thomas Wrlghtson, M. P., has
been pushing-th- e inquiry further and finds thatpracUcally
the whole of the, iron 'and steel shipments from the
Dutch ports came from Germany. Adding these indirect
shipments to those which came direct from Germany, the
total of German .Iron and steel bars .reaching England in
1602was 202,73$ tons. It.has also been learned that a largo
part of the iron and steal exports from Belgium to Eng-
land are of German manufacture, and these swell to im-
portations by some 200,937 tons more. The grand total of'
the Imports of iron and steel from the Continent in 1903
was 719.061 tons, ot which by far the greater part camo
from Germany,

Bulgaria, Greece and Macedonia.
Philadelphia Press.

If the Russian Vice" Consul, Doctor MandelsUm, has
been killed at Monastlr, as reported, Macedonia Is lost to
Turkey. He was on his way to take tho place of M.
Rashovskl. the Russian Consul killed at tho same post
Another Russian Consul was killed at Mitrovitza in
April. It a third is now slain the Turk, will he turned out
ot Macedonia; Its three vilayets will "bo occupied by aJoint military force representing the Powers, and local
autonomy under a Christian Governor, named by the
