Jung and his customers, who had busied
themselves at the rear-o- f the saloon, had
not heard-th- commotion within. on account
of the noise made by the thunderstorm,'
which was at that time In fnU blast

Not until the robber's voice, begging for;
breath, had reached them, did they, realise.
wnat was taxing place. Then, running to,
the bar. they saw Mrs. Jung with, the beer'
glass unraised. anDarentlv ready to brain.

.'the Intruder, who was sUU behind the bar.
The robber ran to the rear door, which

was open, foUowed quickly by Jung.
who landcd-hls-quarr- y, and began tOjbe--'
labor Sumrwith- - blows. They fought all
oyer the rear room, tumbling palm trees, ta-
bles and chairs about.

Finally both' men fell Into a puddle of
water which had gathered In a rear room.

Finding himself free, he wished to get
even with his vanquishers, and, according-
ly, he walked up to one of the front win-
dows of the saloon and smashed it.

This maddened Jung considerably, and,
darting after the .alleged thief, he followed
him for a couple of blocks and finally cap-
tured him. Patrolmen Peters and Early
happened along Just then, and the prisoner
was turned over to them.

Huge Mouth Opens Far Below
Central Cone, --Throwing Bed

SPECTACLE IS BEAUTIFUL

Naples; Aug. as. People of Naples and
the environs witnessed a remarkable spec---,

tacle at noon y.

One thousand feet below the central cone

of Vesuvius, the volcano opened, like a huge
mouth, out of which belched a fiery stream
ot lava, which ran down, the side of the
mountain, and at first seemed to menace
the observatory.

This building, however, is' protected In the
direction of the stream by a 'mound of lava,
200 feet high, which was. thrown out during
the eruptions of UK and 1900.

The eruption, occurred without any warn-
ing whatever. There was no. earthquake,
detonation' or rain of ashes, nothing but a
clear 'stream of lava and red hot stones,
which were thrown to.a height ef TOO feet,
producing' an extremely beautiful effect
seen-fro- Naples. ,

The stream of lavs, which is IS feet broad,
at 11 o'clock ht had covered a distance
of 3.700 feet It deviated later from the
direction of the observatory, which Is no
longe:- - menace!.

The only danger is for the' new electric
tramway; up the' volcano, which, .however,
'has thus far not been touched. "The erup-
tion already seems to be decreasing, and it
Is hoped no damage will result from It

The spectators, far enough ' away "not to,
be frightened, stood entranced at the spec-
tacle, but thosenearer to the volcano were
kcizcu ay panic .wueu iac erupuon 'Degan
and rushed down from the "sides of the
mountain" and' from the adjacent country'
to the villages, of Portlcl and Reslna, which
are built over the ruins ot Herculaneum. '

. The alarm In these villages was somewhat
'4uleted"by the Miiyor afBxIns; notices' de-
claring that there was'nodanger and. ex- -'
hortihg the people to remain .calm."' .

ertions that the fleet of the Colombian in-
surgents was destroyed last sprins, the
Government appointing him Admiral and'
providing him- with a vessel, the Bogota.
Only one, engagement was fought, two of
the rebel ship's being captured near Pan-
ama' and the remainder ot the fleet sunk.

Colonel Marmaduke was in Washington
when the trouble between the Government
of the United Stales ot Colombia and the
Insurgents broke out. He gave up his Gov- -,

erameht position and started South, being
appointed Admiral of the Colombian Gov-
ernment fleet Immediately.

SECURES MERCHANT' VESSEL.
Het secured a merchant vessel on jhe Pa-

cific Coast, fitted" it" out with light guns.'the
only armament obtainable', and steamed'
town the' Pacific, near Panama, where the

insurgent fleet met him. Here an engage-
ment was fought, resulting in two of the
ships being sunk and the remainder cap
tured or driven ashore. '

"I had a crew of Americans." said Mr.
Marmaduke. in speaking of his experiences,
yesterday, "and they were the best lot of
m;c for tho work 1 ever saw. I had been
given carte blanche by the, Colombian Gov
ernment to engage the men and to pro-- i

. cure a Vessel. As you will recollect, the reb-.e- ls

had full, control of the fleet, and they
were threatening the entire coast of Co- -,

lombia.
"This practically shut off the Govern-

ment, from communication with (he outside
world-a- t times. The rebel fleet was, made',
.up pf, small gunboats, but it was formidable'
enough when that was all the fleet in sight'
J purchased a merchant steamer, which
was renamed the Bogota, and set about!
arming It, , '

JJGHT-GU- ARMAMENT.
"All. wt could get was six and fourteen!

pounders.. We had about six
on board and about tour fourteen-pounder- s.

The steamer-wa- s not fitted for war pur-
poses, but we had ;to make it do. We sailed
urir, 1 .

The Insurgent Beet had heard of our'ap-proac- h,

but It was" fifty-tw- o days after our
time of aaiilng from Portland that we en-

countered the flotilla. We met It off, the
west coast of Panama. Practically every
vessel was .as 'heavily armed as ours, al-
though were' their main, equip-
ment r

"We gave battle at once, and I want to
eay that the crew fought splendidly.
Though you might say It was hardly their
quarrel, they battled as' If It was the United
States they were fighting for. We sank
two of the fleet after a battle of a couple
of houts, drove two vessels ashore and cap-
tured the. remainder.

"One or two of the smaller vessels man-
aged to escape up a river where we could
not follow them. They were useless, so far
as furthering the rebellion was concerned,
however. It was. in February that this bat-
tle was fought It gave .the Government
control of tho coast and .the rebellion soon
collapsed. By March the' country was at
peace.

"On account, of the filibustering our ves-
sel was useful for several weeks. "Then the
Insurgents were hunted out, and I ended nJy
career as Admiral early la April. I Intend
to remain In this' city for'some time on a
visit" l

THUNDERSTORMS BRING RELIEF

Precipitation' in Early Morning
Amounts to 2.15 Inches. ' .

The. thunderstorm of yesterday morning
caused a drop-i- the mercury of several de-
grees and. the temperature was not asj high
by several, degrees as that which prevailed
Monday and Tuesday.
