HOW DIAMOND INDUSTRY
COULD BE INCREASED.

London Expert, in South Africn, Ex-
amines Gronnd and Suggests
Form of New Law.

Johanneaburg Correzpondenice of Tomdon Timas

Owing to the great and growing interest
which Is belng taken by the public in the
truly wonderful discoveries of dinmondifer-
ous deposits: In the Transvaal, I hove, as
vour mining representative, made a careful
Inspection of some of the most important
properties which are now being worked for
ainmonids In this ealony.

I must own that before visiting the prop-
ortles 1 was very skeptical as to the discov-
aries proving anything of permanent im-
portance,

There canmot be the lenst doubt that pay-
nbile dinmondiferous deposits have, In the
first place, been discovered In a  district
which iz sliuated some twenty-flve miles to
the ecast of Pretoria.

After a careful examination of the ground
and the peological ec jons whirh present
them=elves in this distric:, 1 have no hesl-
tation In statlng thnt trus pipes or craters
do exist in this distriet of precisely o glm-
flar natura to thoss dlscovered at Kimber-
ley, which have given such a wonderful
stora of diamonds to the world.

1t Is nuturally somewhat early {n the day
to expréss any very definite opinfon as to
the exact quality of the dlamonds, but from
tha comparatively emall amount of work
which has already been accomplished 1 be-
lleve It 18 the very
nr

Kimberley mines.

Om the other hand, stones have been dls-
covered which clegrly show that there Is a
very lirgo percentapgs of dizmonds of a
poud saluble qusiity)

est importance to the future of the Indus-
try, and to the interests of the state. that
the new diamond jaw should be drafted
¥ o8 to preserve the very best interests of
the eolony.

There can he Bo question of doubt that
the State Is entitled to retain the right of
mining and disposal of all preclous stones
as It docs with pold. In exercising this
right its luws should be so drafted as 1o
preserve the best Interests of the people, for
whom the State acts as trustes.

GOVERNMENT AID NEEDED,

The diamond industry shouid be presarved
In the distinct Interests of this colony, and
be In a0 way allowed to bécome swamped
by the De Beers monopoly, or in any other
wity made subservient to Cape Colony in-
teresta,

In order to bring this about T should think
that it will be of first Importance to the
Government (& draft such reguiations as
will regulute the output of dlamonids in ac-
cordance with the demand, and especiully
to prevent larg= aumbers of small halders
possibly Nooding the market with the sale
of an inferior class of dinmonda,

In this connection {t would certainly ba
most hurtful to the future of the industry
If ¢lalms should be disposed of to the pub-
le by Jottery, es In such o case the ground
would nnturilly fall into the hands of thoss
who hnd done nothing, gs either prospectors
or discoverers, In advoneing the Intercsts
of the diumond mining indusiry.

Such speculitors would probably bring
the whols Industry Into d srepute, the own-
ers of clalms merely using them as gamb-
Ilng counters. I am therefors strongly of
thi opinton that IL will be to the best Inter-
esfa of the Siate to encourage all those
wlo have a sufilclent amount of eapital to
conduct mining operntions in @ systematic
and minerlike manner,

In giving this opinion, T wish it to ba
distinctly underatood that I am no speclal
er for capltallste’ Interests, as opposed
1ose gf the poor prospector.

In fact, I am most desirous that the Gov-
ernment, In drafting the future dlamond
low, should, as I belleva s ita intention,
encournge In every possible manner the
Eenilne prospector by the issus of licensas
on reasonable téerms, amnd also so reward
tha discoversr of any diamondiferous da-
posit a2 to provide a great lncentive to the
colonization of tha coantry.

The best torm of taxing thie Industry 1s
undouhtadly to do so by resulte—that (s, in
the shape of a royalty, much In the same

In order to prevent the capitallsta, who
will be In partnership with the Government,
from obtalning any unduly large propor-
tion of the profits, it {s naturally essentia]
that this royalty should be sufficiently Inrge.

If this wera done, there could then be no
complaint by the general public that the
Stute was In partnership with the capltal-
ists to thelr detriment.
