FROM SERMONS ' .

Christ, had upon the national life? Of
course I assume that the religion of the
holy scriptures Is the iruc religion; ly

purer and better than Hny other
religion the world ha8 ever known. This
assumption Is based upon what this re-

vision has done for nations.
The old pagan Civilizations were mighty

in many thins; perhaps superior to modern
Christian civilization In much. Egypt,

Babylon. Persia all taught their
lessons, but they brought? us no near,cr"to
the knowledge of a holy God.

"Doctor Lord well says: 'In art. In liter-
ature. In philosophy. In laws. In the mecha-
nism of government. In the cultivated force
of nature, in military strength, in aesthetic
culture, the Greeks and the Romans were
our equals. Yet all of this splendid ex-

terior was deception. It Is a sad picture of
oppression, injustice, crime and wretched-
ness, which I have now to. present.' And
then he proceedc, to lay bare the moral de-
pravity of the nations, whose art and phil-
osophy and intellectual culture have never
been equaled. What has true religion done
for national life?

"It has revolutionized the national, moral
standards by giving to the nations a proper
object of worship. In other words, It has
given to the nations a knowledge of the
true God, a personal, holy, spiritual, benev-
olent God, who Is our father, and who
cannot endure moral corruption. It has

in the national horizon. &uch a supreme
ting, to whom an account must be ren-

dered. Well did Daniel Webster say: 'The
most important thought I ever had Is the
thought of my personal accountability to
God.'

"Compare this revelation In its results
with the polytheism of the mort enlight-
ened Pagan nations or. with the stracge
fancies of Brahmanlsm' and Buddhism.
Compare the moral standard of Great Brit-
ain, Germany and the United States with
those of Greece and Rome. What the true
religion has done for the national life will
thus be made manifest.

"But the rellcinmof Christ has done much
for national life in correcting the notion
that might makes right. How' the na-
tions of the .earth have been deluged In
blood by wars of conquest! The weaker
were but a prey for the stronger. Burton
says that the siege of Troy lasted ten years
and eight months and that WO.OtO Grecians
and CT0.009 Trojans were killed. " At the tak-
ing of the city' 276.C0I) men: women and chil-
dren were slain. Caesar killed a million.
At the siege of Jerusalem 1,100,000 perished.
Who can estimate the victims of Napoleon?

"Now. under the Influence of, the truA 're-
ligion, arbitration is becoming the fixed
principle of the nations.,

"The influence ot irucrcl.gIon,.'Upon the
national life has. been felt', in' the, promotion
of active charity. Every hospital. asylum,
retreat. and refuge is a living monument to
the Influence of the relielcn of Christ. It Is
fitting that Thorwaldsen's. statue of the
'Divine Healer should adorn the Johns
Hopkins Hospital, Baltimore. We Is the
presiding patron of every such institution.

"This Influence Is shown In the transfor-
mation of modern, pagan nations. Perhaps
the lowest order of Ovillzatioln yet discov-
ered was that of the FIJI Islands. These'
low. brutal,- - inhuman, man-eatin- g people
have been by the religion of the.
.Bible. And there is now u type ot charac-
ter In the FIJI Islands that compares fa- -,

vorably with the best tynes In the mnst en-
lightened Christian nations. .An English
Girl, who was a sceptic, was, traveling In
the Fiji Inslands. He said to a man: 'You
are a great chief and ought not to believe
In the, old book called the Bible and in the
story of Jesus Christ taught you by the

We have learned better.' The
chiefs eyes 'flashed as he'replled: 'Do .you
see that great, stone over there? On that
stone we crushed the heads of our victims.
Do you sec that native oven over yonder?
In that oven we roasted the human bodies
for our great feasts.' Now1 If 'It had not
been for 'that old book calledHrtpiRlb'e and
th. great love of Jesus Christ, which has
transformed our lives, you, never
leave this spot, but you would be killed and
we would be feastlnit upon your body. "You
.have reason to thank GM for the Bible and
for the story Christ.' "

NOTE IN TRUE RELIGION.

Tke Rev-re- dd Doctor Kins Drawi
Lessons From the. Sermon on

the Mount.

The Reverends Doctor W. R. JClng. of.
Monmouth, 111., rpreached"" yesterday1 morn
lng In the Second Presbyterian Church on
"The Reciprocity of Life." He took for
'his text Matthew vli, 1 and 2. He said,- - In'
part:

"Wise words are taken from' the wonder-- :
ful discourse of our Lord, delivered to his
dioclples on the mountain In the early pare
of. his ministry. That discourse Is common-
ly called the sermon on the' Mount, though
there was nothing of the sermon about it.

"It was a lesson given to the disciples up-
on the nature of the kingdom; a treatise
on the real nature of the law; the mani-
festo of the kingdom' the .Master had come
to establish. The object of this discourse
was to teach the disciples thi nature of
true religion, to show them that it consists
in the thoughts and Intents ot the heart
and not in the outward observance of rules
and regulations.

"He is trying to show his disciples that
there1 are certain great laws ofUfe, princl- -
files of being, that determine our character,

our text he singles out one of these
great laws, the law of reciprocity: 'Judge
not that ye be not Judged. For'vlth what
Judgment ye Judge, ye shall be jadgedand
with what measure ye mete, it shall be
measured unto you.' The New Testament'
is full ot the idea ot natural and necessary
reciprocity between mdn and the things by
which he is surrounded." 'Whatever a man soweth that shall he
also reap.' 'He that, soweth sparingly shall
'also reap' sparingly, and he that soweth
bountifully shaU reap also' bountifully.' The
world is conceived as a great Held into
which a man drops the seed and receives
back: again after the kind and In propor- -'
tlon to the amount of his sowing. Every
gift has Its return; every act rebounds upon
the actor. Man stands centered In this
great, active, alert world; all things have
their eyes open to see his actions and their
hands ready to give back to him that which
he gives to them.

"The thought of the text is that we will
receive from the world what we give to the
world. The word Judge is used with a
variety of meanings in the New Testament.
In this text it refers to that flippant, en-
vious, censorious criticism that is always
finding fault and magnifying the failures of
others. He warns the disciples against that
kind of criticism for two reasons: First,
because It.would reveal their own, character,
to the world, and,' secondly, because the
world would give them back the same kind
of Judgment.

"Let us look at this law of reci-
procity In the material world. We get,
.from the material world Just what wc give,
to It; we see this ln..the way- the world
responds to our effort; The world 'yields

tothose who yield" them-- .,

selves to the' pursuit of" them. "They that,
sow sparingly reap sparingly, and they
that sow bountifully) reap also bountifully.

:;God has so constituted his physical uni-
verse as to make It work upon the princi-
ple of reciprocity. "History "is

this,fact. Take It In any 'line "you
may- and you wIU find that" the world
fives to us in proportion as we give to the.
world. It is true In the business world;, It
Is true In the realm. of science and. Inven-
tion; it Is true, In the world of music, wid.

,art:. lt'Is true everywherer-Th- world gives

"There Is nothing' truer than this.. Men
usually think of us as we think' of them.
In our judgments men read our character
and. accordingly, form their judgments of
us. 'As a man thlnkcst In his heart, so is
he ' anil 'Out of the abundance ot the heart
,the mouth speakcth.'.so that i man's con
versation is a continual revtiuuuii. ui ..no
character. You can tell in a short time by
listening to a. man's talk what kind of1 a
man ho is.

"Take, the church. We get from the
church Just In proportion as we give to the
church. The church gives to iumembers
Just what Its membeis give to It. ..The high-
est and completest ilhistratlon of this great
law Is the reclprocicy between the Christian
and Christ. Every man .finds in Christ
that which he seeks and receives from
Christ In proportion to the measure in
which he gives himself to Christ.

"One man goes to Christ without any
feellnc of need, simply to admire a beauti-
ful life. He gives Christ, an aesthetic
taste, but nothing more. Christ satisfies
that taste, but he glves.to the man. nothing
.more. Another comes with a self all alive
with curiositv. as did NiccdPmus. to test
.him with hard 'questions.,. He finds what-h-

is looking for;.'he discovers 'a teacher
corre from. God." who snealcs as never' man
spoke, but he finds nothing more.

"Another man goes to Christ, feeling the
need of "h Savior, seeking deliverance from,
sin and victory over temotations and pours
out his soul in earnest, childlike prayer and
comes away a new man in Christ. Bach
man finds In Christ that which he is looking
for.

"Thus. do 'we get from life that, which .we
give to It. ' Life Is what you make it.
Heaven's doors open from within. Give and
y.ou shall receive." '

The Reverend M. J. Xorlon Compares

So also It was in politics, but the,
Jlerodlans kind of politics he referred to
vhen he said, 'Beware of tho leaven of
Herod.'

Who fell forty feet and whose life was
saved by electric wires which he struck
in his downward course.
In a plunge of forty feet, the life of Wil-

liam Goodwin, a painter, residing at No.
Papln' street, was saved by electric light

wires, fifteen feet from the floor. Catch-
ing his body and breaklng,'the force. of his
fall. He was working on an iron girder
forty feet high In the boiler-hou- se of the
Laclede Power "Company, Lewis and Ashley
streets, yesterday afternoon, when he fell.

Other workmen summoned an ambulance
and he was taken to his home, as he re-

fused to go to the City Hospital. He was
attended by Doctor Fritz Neuholt of No.
1318 Chouteau avenue, who. thinks, that he
has sustained serious Internal Injuries. His
back and sides were bruised and his right
arm cut In several places.

Goodwin Is 41. years old. and has not been
in the best of health for. some time. Wit-
nesses say it was a miracle that he was not
killed. Goodwin and several other work-
men were preparlng-to- , paint the walls and
celling of the boiler-roo- Goodwin was
standing on a girder about six feet from the
roof, arranging scaffold. In attempting
to change his position be .fell backward.

Along one side of thewali. about fifteen
feet from the floor, are several

wires, whichhe struck on his
back, but being unable to grasp any of
them, he fell to the ground.

His associates thought at first that he
had been "instantly killed, as signs of life
were extinct. He regained consciousness in
several minutes, but was unable to get on
his feet

When the ambulance arrived it was
thought best to take him to the City Hos-
pital. He objected, saying that he did not
think he was- - badly injured, and was taken
to his home.
,; Goodwin has been painter for. twonty-flv-e

vears. He recentlv came to St Louis.
He has painted several large smokestacks
since In St. Louis.

In regard to the accident Goodwin said:
"It t ever get we.l. I .will never work on
Sunday again. The work which we were
