As the unbacked
horse wins and "cleans up" for the book-
makers, no kick comes from that quarter.

They will be harder to
please than ever. The'old stall about "sell-
ing platers." "when horses run together
every day they beafone another back and
forth." "bad boys," "change in tracks,"
etc , will not do.
