OUTLET TO THE SEA.
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DISCOVERS ART OF PRINTING
PHOTOGRAPHS WITHOUT LIGHT.

Scientistx Interested in Professor Wilhelm Oswald's New Process of
Color Bhotography, Which Lheapens and Simplifies the Work

—He Also Announces a New

Way of Producing Nitrie Acid

From Ammonia at Small Cost.

New York, Aug. 0 —Sclentists throughout
are much interesled In two important dis-
coverles which wére made recently by Pro-
fessor Wilhelm Gswald, a German chem-
15t. One relates o photography and it=
crowning merit les in the fact that by
menns of o new Brocess Professor Oswald
Is able to print pictures from negatives-
without any light.. The other relates to'a
new method of producing nitric acld from
ammonia.

Profegsor Oswald, who is now In this
country, having been invited to deliver the
innugural address at the State University
of Callfornin at the opening of the mnew
biologleal laboratory, was born at Riga In
1858  In 1851 he wad appointed professor of
chemistry at the Rolitechnical School in
Riga, and slx years luter, having been of-
fered a similar posiion, moved to the Uni-
versity of Leips=ig, ‘and there he has re-
mained ever since. |

Hi= principal lectutes have been on phys-
fexiand chemistry, dnd among hlz puplls
have been several distinguished Americans,
Including Professor T. W. Richards of Sar-
vard, Professor Motgan of Columbla uand
Profexsor Bancroft ol Cornell,

PRINTING PHOTOGRAPHS,

Omne of his present puplls 1s Doctor George
W. Helmrod of Omaha, Neb., and from him
some Interesting detalls in regard to the
new discoveries were gbtained.

“The ordinary methods of printing phﬂto:

graphs"" he said, “are more or less expen-
sive, the main reason being bechuse they
are based on the supposition that light must
pass through the negative before the re-
quired chemical changes can take pluce in
the sensitized paper. Professor Oswald pro-
duces the same result by means of the so-
called catalytie reaction, This is apparently
due to the presence of substances known as
cetalysers, but thes=e substances merely In-
crease the speed with which the reaction
takes place. For example, hydrogen and
0X¥gen can exist together and apparently
do not react on each other at all under ordi-
nary conditions, but as soon &5 certain sub-
stances, for instance, fine platinum or finely
divided sliver, comes in contact with the
mixture & chemical unien will take place,
which may go on so fast that the whole
mass will explode. In this case tha plati-
num or sllver has acted as the catalyser.
Simply by its presence it wyromotes the
chemical reaction.

“Professor Oswald mekes use of this prin-
ciple In photography hy treating an ordinary
sllver negative with a solution of hydrogen
peroxide. The latter has a tendency 1o
break up Inld gaseous oxygen and water,
but under normal conditions a reaction of
this kind goes on very glowly. In the pres-
ence of silver, however, It goes on Very
quickly and exactly In proportlon to the
amount of silver present.

“On the negative, therefore, will be found
after a short time a quantity of hydrogen
peroxide. but only In those places where
there is no sliver. Where silver is the Teac-

Professor Os=wald al-
lows wir to go through the ammonit and
this mixture of ammonia and alr {5 then
passed over heated platinum, the result be-
