SURGERY APPLIED TO CONSUMPTION;

OPERATION OPENS NEW FIELD,

Stamford, Conn., Sept. 9. Miss Lizzie Gremmcl of Hampton, N. H., daugh-

ter of Solon Gremmel, a wealthy man, underwent a rare surgical operation
hero on Saturday at the Stamford Hospital as a last retort for tho euro of
tuberculosis.

The operation promises to open up a new Held for treatment of cases of
the kind.

A year ago she became ill and tuberculosis developed. She was brought to
Doctor T. J. Biggs on August 11. She was greatly emaciated and unable to re-

tain any food except that especially prepared.
An examination revealed a large caIty In the apex of the right lung and

an abscess in the upper partor the middle lobe.
Doctor Biggs was satisfied that the only chance the patient had was an

operation which would establish drainage through the chest wall. On Satur-
day he resected R e inches of tho iecond rib. four and a half of the third and
four inches of the fourth. The pleura, being bound down by adhesions, was
brought into the wound, then stitched there. An exploration of the lung was
made with an aspirating needle and both caitles were located.

The pleura was opened with a Paquelln needle, the abscess cavity thor-
oughly cleaned, as well as the cavity In the apex. The cavities were drained
with a rubber tissue drainage and tho wound was close'd. with the exception
of space sufficient for drainage. The chest wall was strapped, and dressed
with a dry antiseptic dressing. Within an hour after the operation the pa
