EXPEB3? ADVIOE.
The architects and their technical associations

have aa opportunity to demonstrate their Interest in
aamldpalafialra and through their civic patriotism
render valuable service to the city and the citizens.
Mayor Wells has been authorized by the Municipal
Assembly to appoint a commission of architects for
faepecting public buildings, in order to ascertain
what additions and Improvements are necessary and
srhat the cost of the vrork may probably be.

Mayor Wells trill no doubt hare under considera-
tion, for appointment, the most reliable and com-

petent architects of the city. In the past year the
Architects technical organizations have tendered
their assistance and support to the administration,
and the Mayor is confident that In this project,
which involves several large problems, the best of
local talent Is prepared to engage actively, upon re-

quest, .
The commission must 'necessarily be composed of

architects of Ability and dependence, whose advice
and estimates will be accepted by the people with
adequate respect. The members must not only be
men of exceptional technical knowledge, but with
this they must combine ethical character. Tho com-

mission will be established to offer conclusive sug-
gestions to the voters, and, if the conclusions are to
have requisite weight, the commissioners ought to
be qualified in every essential to give authoritative
and convincing advice.

Of pending matters none Is more important than
the plan for enlarging the.capaclty of public bulld- -

' lngs. Almost any ono could draw attention to the
wretched condition of some public buildings and
the Inadequacy of others; so could almost any one
soy how much work should be done to meet
present requirements. But expert advice Is im-

perative to determine how the work should be done
and to recommend improvements by system so that
economy may be effected in tho maintenance and
provisions be made in advance for improvements
that would become urgent In a definite period In
the future.

The project cannot be consummated except by
the consent of the voters. The funds that will be
needed for whatever Improvements may be made
will be acquired through the Issuance of bonds, and
bonds cannot be Issued except with the approval
of the voters. Therefore, tho recommendations of
this commission will supply to tho voters that infor-
mation which they desire and to which they are
entitled. However, the commission will be created
also to develop system in the location and construc-
tion of public buildings. So it will serve the dual
purpose of giving expert technical advice and pro-

viding the voters with information sufficient to un-

derstand the whole problem thoroughly.
Probably no better method could haver been de-

vised for bringing this great enterprise properly be-

fore the people. The commission of architects will
canvass the subject comprehensively and produce
trustworthy suggestions, which will present the proj-
ect to the citizens clearly and fully. With the ad-

vice of tho best architects of the city to guide them
tho voters will take up the question with more in-

terest and they will vote with a realization that, in
authorizing extensive public improvements, they
will be serving their own and their city's good.

small enterprises augurs 111 for its success with a
huge canal undertaking Involving the wealth of a
realm.

Reasonably, It must take several years for the.
